TRANSFER BILL WITHDRAWN.

Mr. Mullancy Realizes the Force of The

Tribune's Objections.
[BT TELEGRAPH TO THE THIBIWE.]

Albany, March 18.—Assemblyman Mullaney, of
New-York, has abandoned his Transfer bill, spoken

of by The Tribune to-day in an editorial with the

title "A Transfer 'Joker.'
"

The bill was an amend-
ment to the provision of the law requiring con-
tracting railway companies in a city to give trans-

fers entitling: a passenger to one continuous trip

between two points of the combined roads. The law
now provides that for every refusal of a required
transfer the corporation shall forfeit $50 to the :
aggrieved passenger. Mr.Mul!aney"s bill increased
the forfeit to $100 and said the recovery for future
refusals should "be In the name and for the benefit
of the people of the State of New- York In an action
brought by the Attorney General."

As pointed out by The Tribune, "the aggrieved
passenger can no longer enforce his own rights
on his own motion. He must go to Albany and
persuade the Attorney General to bring an action."

Assemblyman Muilaney said to-day that he had
no sooner learned the true nature of the bill than
he decided to withdraw his support from it. It
was a cunningly drawn measure. He had asked
Speaker Nixon to-day to strike it from the cal-
endar.
