GOVEENOR'S ESCORT AT FAEB.

Mr. Ddvis's Threat in Return to
Obstruct Taxation Measures.

Albany, March 39.—There wan a conflict yes-

terday In the Senate Judiciary Committee, par-
ticulars of which were revealed to-day, that in-
dicates clearly the desire of those favoring; th»
canal improvement bills to prevent the advance-
ment of ny amendment of the constitution of
the class which would require reference to th«
people of the State this year. Senator McCar-
ren, of Kings County, called up at committee
meeting for consideration, an amendment to th«
constitution offered by Senator Marshall, pro-
viding that Inconsidering the debt limitof New-
York debts incurred by t^iat city after January
1, 1904, to provide for a supply of water, snail
not be included In the list of debts. The amend-
ment was adopted by the Legislature of 1901.
and, if adopted by the present legislature, und*r
the terms of the constitution, would be sub-
mitted to the people at the polls this fall. Its
adoption would prevent the submission to th»
people of the proposition to expend $101,000,00">
in the improvement of canals.

Senator Davis, who was present at the meet-
ing of the Senate Judiciary Committee, and who
believes that Senator McCarren does not intend
to vote for the Canal Improvement bill, strenu-
ously resisted the adoption of Senator McCar-
ren's rnqtion that a favorable report should b*
made upon Senator Marshall's amendment to
the constitution. Senator Davia's opposition
was effective, and Senator HcCarren's motion
was defeated by a vote of 6 to »;, Senator Alld3
later came in with Senator Raines, and a mo-
tion was made to reconsider the vote. Senator
Davis then said, vehemently, that the reporting
of the amendment would defeat tho taxation
bills of the year, alluding, undoubtedly, to th->
Liquor Tax and the Mortgage Tax bills. Sen-
ator Davis lives in Erie County, where a larg»
proportion of the voters are opposed to th»
Liquor Tax bill. Senator Raines*, seeing that
Senator Davis was earnestly opposed to the.
amendment, refrained from supporting the mo-
tion of Senator McCarren to report it favorably,
and therefore it is still in the hands of the Sen-
ate Judiciary Committee.

NOMINAUONS THAT FAILED.

Plan to Improve the Efficiency of the Troops
Stationed There.

[BT TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]
"Washington, March 19.—(General George W. Davis,

commanding the Division of the Philippines, has
been advised by the War Department to take ad-
vantage of the concentration of troops In the vari-
ous departments in the islands to fctve Instructions
in -larger bodies and along- lines which the condi-
tions of the service in the last few yesrs have not
In general permitted. Tne necessity for this In-
struction and Its Importance alike to the commis-
sioned and enlisted forces should be plain to all
concerned, the department says, but the attention
of commanding officers Is particularly directed to

It at this time to secure the uniformity in Instruc-
tion necessary to attain the best results. To this
end a course of practical Instruction Is prescribed
for every command.

The drill season wla be the entire year. ItIs not
practicable, from the varying climatic conditions,
to prescribe hours of drili, or, from the varyipj
conditions of instruction, to define exactly the limi-
tations to be placed on particular parts of the
course. Except as Indicated generally these will
be left to station commanders, but it I? not ex-
pected that even in rainy seasons instruction willbe
suspended, and commanding officers: willso arrange.
drill hours and station administration as to secure
uninterrupted progress and practical or theoretical
Instruction daily, Saturdays and Sundays excepted,
regardless of the weather.

Washington to which the intimation 1* made that

there may be a sinister local political \u25a0»«*«feanc.
attached to the President's visit to that clt>.
Friends of th. President see in this statement
reason for a cartful study of the Chicago situation.
It t. regard** as undesirable to involve th* Presi-

dent in a municipal campaign in any section of the
country, and when the Itinerary of his trip was

planned the fact that there was to be an election
for Mayor In that city just five days after th*

President's visit was not taken Into account.

Illinois Senators and Representatives who have

been making the detailed arrangements for the

President's stay in Chicago have declared with im-

pressive emphasis that the reception there was to

b« whollynon-partisan. There are those who have

studied the situation, however, who reason that, no
matter how carefully the reception committee may

be .elected, the fact that a Republican and a

Democratic candidate for Mayor are to be voted
for shortly after the President leaves the city will

be In the public mind, and. no matter with what

exceeding care the effort is made to eliminate poli-

tic* from the situation, the impression may prevail

that the President has lent his influence in favor

of the Republican nominee.
Should Harrison be re-elected, he willbegin his

fourth term as Chicago's Mayor. Politicians de-

clare that It would not be presumptuous on his
part, inthat event, to consider himself likelyDem-

ocratic Presidential timber. With this in mjad, the

view Mr. Harrison has already taken of the Presi-
.dent* coming shows that ho will undoubtedly

make this visit an issue In the campaign if he
can, and allege that, in a municipal contest which
is for the election of & Mayor to run the business
of the city the President had lent himself, perhaps
unintentionally, to a proceeding unwarranted from

the local point of view. .
The present plan* for the President's trip con-

template his arrival in Chicago on April 2. He is
to make a speech In the Auditorium after he has
been welcomed by a committee, which is now head-
ed by State's Attorney Dineen, and, while it has

been 'announced to be non-partisan, the conspicuous
names on the committee are those of prominent
Republicans, some ot them federal officeholders.
An effort will now be made to eliminate the par-
tisan character of the committee by Inviting: the
Mayor to head the list. But. in any event, the
opposition which the President naturally feels to
being- exposed to the criticism of becoming' a factor
in & municipal campaign will make the closest
scrutiny of the arrangement* necessary before it is
definitely decided Vhether or not to omit, Chicago
altogether from the final programme.

REPORTED SALE OF STEEL PLANT.
Pittsbuig, March 19.—"The Gazette" to-day says

that the Crucible Steel Company of America has
sold to the United States Steel Corporation tho
controlling interest In the Clairton plant. The mi-
nority interest will be owned by the Crucible peo-

pls and W P. Snyder. Mr. Snyder will remain
president of the concern. This sale Includes a
billet contract by which ihe Steel Corporation will
Bell billets to the Crucible company. It also ends
the hopes of independents for cheap sheet bars and
billets.

SALOON CAN BE NEAR CHTJRCH.
Henry Hesterberg, formerly a Supervisor of Kings

County, has finally won in his fight against the
Lenox Road Methodist Church, Flatbush, to obtain
a license for a saloon at Lenox Road and Flatbush-

ave. Justice Gaynor, in the Supreme Court, in
Brooklyn, yesterday vacated an Injunction restrain-
ing the Excise Commissioners from granting the
license. The Injunction was granted on the ground

that Mr.Hesterberg's affidavit that no church was
\u25a0within two hundred feet of the proposed saloon was
falsp.

The Lenox Road church is more than two hundred

feet distant, but when its members heard of tho
proposed saloon one of them put up a small build-
ing within the limit, which was formally dedicated
as a church, with the intention. Hesterberg de-
clared, of keeping him from getting the license.

TO INVITE BIDS FOR BATTLESHIPS.
Washington. March 19.— The circulars asking for

bids for the three 16,003 ton battleships authorized
by the last Naval Appropriation act willbe issued
to-morrow. The ships will be practically identical
with the Connecticut and the Louisiana, the prin-

cipal change being slightly heavier armor for the
superstructure and slightly lighter armor at the
top of the regular armor belt. The bids are to be

opened on June 3, and the shlpa are to be completed
within forty-two months.

He missed it, he declares, and then the three
cats sprang at him, one landing on his shoulder

and the other two on his breast. Finally he

seized the one on his Bhoulder by the throat. It

clawed him across the face frightfully. Barrett
at last got Iton the ground. He placed his foot
on its body, got hold of his club, and after sev-
eral blows killed it. In the mean time the
others made things lively for him, tearing his
clothing into shreds and lacerating his flesh.

Barrett fought for over half an hour before he
succeeded in killing- the second one with his re-
volver. The third cat fought even more des-
perately, and before he could land a blow on Its
head it"seized him by the throat with Its teeth
and clawed his breast. With extreme difficulty

he dislodged it. Then he killed Itwith his club.

MONROE FOR WATER METER BILL.
[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Albany, March 19.—Robert Grler Monroe. Com-
missioner of Water, Supply. Gas and Electricity
of New-York, appeared before the Assembly Com-
mittee on Cities this afternoon in support of Aa-
\u25a0omblyman Morgan's bill, authorising- the city of
New-York to purchase water meters and place
them la buildings In New-York. His attention was
called to tha alleged fact that nix hundred meterswere stored in on*place, which might be purchased
by th* city. He said that he was not going- to pay
for water meter* except those in actual use andwould **nd an amendment to the act here making
that correction. He added that hi* Intent was toplace th*meters In manufactures and large apart-
ment bouse*, and not to pat them in small houses

PENSION MEASURE APPROVED.
Albany. March 19.— Assemblyman Remsen's bill

providing for a pension system for all city depart-
ments in first 'and second ctass citiea will be re-
ported favorably by tho Assembly Cities Committee
ta-morrow. It is expected that it willbe the sub-
ject of a warm debate In the Assembly when itcomes up for passage.

EAST SIDE IMPROVEMENT SOCIETY.
Albany. March 19.— The Citizens 1 East Side Im-

provement Association of New-York City was in-
corporated here to-day, to protect and foster the
interests of owners or lessees of property within
the district bounded by Fifth-aye., the East River,
Thirty-fourth and One-hundredth sts.. Borough of
Manhattan. Among- tho director! are George OS.
Behaefer, Alexander Hadden, Henry G. TVynn W
B. Ramsdell, George P. Shrady and M. J. "Lavelle.

It Is evident hat the committee, in drafting
this bill, has endeavored to levy a uniform tax
upon all mortgages other than those heid by
charitable, religious or educational institutions,
and lias provided that each city and town should
have the benefit of one-half of the income arising-
from the mortgaged property situated within their
limits. This was the instruction of the party cau-
cus, and It would appear that Its instructions have
been carefully carried out, and those Republican
members of the committee who consulted their
constituents In the last week's vacation report
that the uniformity of the levy and the return cf
a portion of the income to each locality seems to
render the bill acceptable In their respective lo-
calities. Those who have made a study of the
subject conlldently believe that the bill will lead
to a greatly Increased amount of money for loans
upon bond and mortgage, because the tax is def-
inite, is low and is uniform, and that from these
considerations there will be a reduction in the. rate
of interest, and this will be bofh beneficial to tho
borrower and satisfactory to the lender.

The investigations of the State tax commission-
ers, and the reports of tne Census Bureau show
that In each county thf>re are recorded unpaid
mortgages to an amount from ten to twenty times
that of mortgages now assessed. Itcan be stated
that not more than 2ft per cent of the personal
property now assessed Is mortgages. The total
personal assessments of all kinds Is In round
numbers only $573.00u,000, as against (5,100,000.000 of
real property, vrhlle there are at least $2,500,000,000
of mortgages outstanding.

The bill provides- for the taxation at the rate of
4 mills per annum of all mortgages resting upon

real estate where the property is situated within
the State of New-York, except United States loan
mortgages, mortgages owned by the Inited States,

or by a. corporation or association organized ex-
clusively for charitable, religious or educational
purposes. «««_.«_»* v

The situs of the mortgage and tne debt or on-
ligation secured thereby is by the statute de-
clared to be where the real estate upon which the
mortgage rests is located.

Whern the mortgage pays th<* tax Imposed by
this bill it is tnereafter exempt from aH otner
&Va\he' drafting of the bill particular attention

has also been given to that class of mortgages

which are known as building and loan mortgages,
which run for a short timp. and upon which the

money is advanced m partial payments, so that

such a mortgage will only pay for the aliquot part
of the year in which It continued in existence, and
only upon smch an amount of money as has actu-
ally been advanced from time to time.

Due provision has been made, bo that after the
Hst prepared this year has been finally corrected,

obsolete mortgages, of which, of course, there must
be many undischarged of record in the State, Will

not appear upon the list assessing the mortgage

tax. The tax in the first Instance Is always col-
lected by thd recording ofilcer and by him pjud jver

to the County Treasurer or City Chamberlain
Quarterly one-half of this sum. less the fees of
local officers, is transmitted to the State Treasurer
and the remaining one-half In greater New-iork
is held by the City Chamberlain subject to the dis-

position of the Board of Estimate and Apportion-

'in the counties outside the City of-New-York it is
apportioned annually by the boards of supervisors
to the city or town in which the mortgaged prop-
erty was located, and in that city or town it is di-
vided, one-half for school purposes and one-half to
assist in the payment of the annual taxes assessed
against the property in that town or city, and
where the town contains within its limits an In-
corporated village due provision Is made so that,
in proportion *o Its assessed valuation, the village
also receives its just share of the money.

Where a mortgage rests upon property whl«-h li
located in two or more counties or two or more tax
districts or contains property part of which is real
and part personal, the Board of Tax Commission-
ers is authorized to determine what proportion of
the property secured by the mortgage Is real prop-
erty as compared with the total amount of prop-
erty upon which the mortgage rests, and iflalso to
determine the proportionate amount of property as
between the counties and the different tax dis-
tricts. In this way the money is equitably appor-
tioned between the different counties and towns,
so that, as compared with the total amount of
property secured by the mortgage, the town re-
ceives that amount of the tax levied upon the
mortgage which the real property located within
its limits bears to the total of the real property
upon which the mortgage rests.

Senator Allds also made the following state-
ment of the committee's intentions and the
probable effect of the bill ifit should become a
law:

Senator Allds prepared the followingsummary

of the bill, which was made public by Senator
Green:

The annual taxes imposed by the act are 10 be

paid to the proper officer at the recording office
where the mortgage is first offered for record.
The tax Is to be payable on the first day of Oc-
tober of each year. It is said in the act that

annual taxes not paid prior to November 1 of

the year in which they fall due. respectively,

shall bear interest at the ra'.e of 1per cent a

month from the said first day of November until

paid.

Itis then added: "At said hour !n each year

liens for said tax shall attach and shall be

deemed by ail courte, authorities and officers of
this Stats to have attached, upon ecch of said
debts and obligations, and upon the mortgages

securing the same, and upon all Interest obliga-

tions and other obligations collateral thereto,

and uron all future obligations entitled to the
same security, and upon the titles to said pres-
ent and future debts, obligations and securities,

and upon all paper writings evidencing the same
against the legal and equitable owners of said
debts, obligations and securities, whoever they

may be and wherever thsy may reside, and

against all persons claiming, or who may at any

time claim, through or under them, and against

all persons entitled, or who at any time may be-
come entitled, to the benefit of any mortgage by

virtue of owning or holding any bond, note,

coupon or other paper writingevidencing a debt
or obligation secured thereby, or who may at
any time become so entitled Inany way what-

ever."

Payments and Exemptions.

hereinafter provided."

STEAMER MAINE IN MUD AND OUT.

Dr, Abbott Says Hearings, if Ant/,
Have Been Extraordinarily Quiet.
The Rev. Dr. Lyman Abbott, in a public state-

ment given out yesterday, takes a decided ptand

against the Yale bill, which was recently introduced
In the legislature. In addition to his statement

he has written his views to Governor Odell. and
has urged the co-operation of other State officials.
as well as clergymen, in an effort to defeat the
measure. The statement in part follows:

A bill has been introduced in the legislnture of
this State for the practical repeal of the local
option law. Local option constitutes the only re-
striction of the liquor truffle which the present law
cf this State allows. Ifthis local option feature Is
eliminated the result will be the free- and unre-
stricted sale of liquor, weekdays and Sundays,
throughout the. State.

There has been almost no public mention of this
bHI. If any hearings have heen held, they have
been kept extraordinarily tjulet, and. without public
discussion of any kind, the bill hn» been favorably
reported by the Excise Committee. Such are th«
facts as they are reporte-1 to me toy good authority.
It is not easy to conceive of any law which the
legislature could enact which would more directly
attack the principle of home rule In the local
community or be more Injurious to the moral in-
terests of the State than this bill.

TO SAVE LOCAL OPTION.

Total street lightsof all kinds controlled by city,
14 953; gas. 8,961; electric arc. 3,658; balance naphtha.
Kitson. electric arcs, a lamp a year, $12410, or 31
cents a night in the city proper.

Park lamps and Common, $120. This price is an
average for all parts of the city.

Gas lamps burning 3,828 hours, annually. $3«.
Kitson lamps, $S5 a year; naphtha lamps, $22 81

a year; incandescent. $32 a year.

The companies inspect all electric lights through

a system of night patrol. Gas lamps are lighted

and extinguished by the city. As the price is fixed
by contract, subject to the assent of the Mayor,
the City Solicitor and the City Council, there is
no chance for extortion or overcharges, except

such as would come from lack of competition in
bids. , m .

The price of gas to private consumers is fixed
within certain limits by the Gas and Kiectric Tjight
Commission of the Commonwealth. Here a chance
for overcharging conies in from reading meters.
Automatic meters are largely used.

The total sales of gas by companies doing busi-
ness in Boston last year amounted to 3.731,707,4«2

cubic feet. Followingare the costs of Boston light-
ing:

Plants— The Cost.

Boston, March 16.— This city has several systems
of lighting the streets, parks and public buildings,
but all such service Is secured through contract
with the various lightingcorporations. There Is no
public auction of contracts, as tha companies are
under practically one management in the case of
the gas companies, or have no competition in their
respective fields, while an understanding as to a
division of territory exists between the Edison
Company and the gas companies, which also fiir-
nlsh electric power. The Edison Electric Illuminat-
ing Company ovns most of the plants in suburban
districts, and has no competition. A move is now
under way looking to a division of the greater

Boston lighting field between the Massachusetts
Qas. the holding comp&r.y for the gas lightingcom-
panies, and the Edison company, the holding com-
pany for companies in the metropolitan district.
As soon as ths Edi«on company acquires a plant

it is dismantled and service concentrated in the
central station.

BOSTON'S LIGHTING SYSTEM.

Commissioner Monroe also brought hers a bill
modifying the charter's provisions In regard to

the making of contracts with the gas elec-

tric light companies of New-York to light th«
streets and building's of the city. The charter

now provides that the contracts shall be for
only one year. Commissioner Monroe said that
the ras an4*l*ctrlc lightcompanies' officials say

that they murt exact a hlgrher price for gas and
electric light when the contracts are to be made
for such a short period. His bill, therefore, au-
thorized the city authorities to make a contract
for gas and electric lighting for a period as
long as five years ifnecessary. This MB was not
introduced. Commissioner Monroe stating late
in the afternoon that certain changes had been
suggested to it,and he would take the bill back
to New-York for further consideration.

Mr. Monroe's Bill to Construct an

Electric Plant.
Albany. March 19 <Special).-Rob«rt Gri«r

Monroe, the Commissioner of Wai*r Supply, Gas

and Electricity of New-York, brought hore to-

day a bill authorizing: the authoritiM of New-
York to cause to be constructed a municipal

plant for lighting the streets, parks and public
buildings of New-York with electricity. This

bill was subsequently introduced in the As-
sembly by Mr.Finch, of New-York.

The bill amends a section ot the Greater New-
Yorkcharter, as follows:
It shall be the. duty of the Commissioner of

Water Supply, Gas and Electricity, and he is here-
by authorized and directed, when thereto author-
ized by the Board of Estimate and Apportionment,
to acquire for the purposes in this section men-
tioned by purchase or condemnation any real es-
tate or Interest therein, and to contract for. ac-
quire, construct and cause to be constructed, upon

plans and specification* to be approved by said
board, a municipal plant, with the necessary real
estate, buildings, machinery, mains, pipes, con-
ductors poles, conduits, subways, meters, lan-

terns, and other necessary fixtures and appurte-
nances, and such extensions and additions as may
from time to time be determined by said board
to be necessary, for lighting the streets, pub c
parks, public places, public offices ana pumic

buildings in the city of New-Yorß, or any part
thereof, with electricity. It shall be the duty

of the Controller, and he is hereby authorised and
directed, when thereto authorized by the said
board, and without the concurrence or approval or
any other board or public body, 10 raise on requisi-

tion of the said commissioner from time to time
by the issue and sale of corporate stock of the city
of New-York sums of money sufficient to carry
out the purposes of this section, and to pay all of
the expenses authorized by this section. Allsuch
payments shall be made on proper certificates of
the said commissioner.

Another amendment of the charter authorizes
the city to make a contract with a private cor-

poration to keep the electric conductors in order.

Another amendment to the charter says that
nothing in the act shall ,be "construed as to
affect or in any way interfere with, modify or

abrogate, nor so as to authorize said commis-
sioner or the City of New-York to interfere
with, modify or abrogate or attempt so to do,

any contract or contracts with the gas and elec-

Havana. March President Palma to-da*
expressed his gratification at the ratification by

the American Senate of the Cuban Reciprocity
Treaty, and added that the number of ayes was
not greater than he had anticipated. He said
that, white the news of an earlier special session

of the House would be welcome, the reported In-
tention of President Roosevelt to call a special

session Inthe autumn would allow the treaty the

<s«"rired opportunity for discussion end action
which was not available during: a regular ses-
sion. The action of the Senate renews the
hopes of the business men here that a satis-
factory arrangement of rates and duties eventu-
ally will be reached. The conclusion of a per-

manent treaty awaits only the decision of the
United States Government as to whether or not
It wUI "claim sovereignty over the Isle of Pines.
There Is no doubt here that the sovereignty of
Cuba will be conceded. President Paltna and
hi* Cabinet are especially desirous of closing a
permanent treaty, because the incorporation of
the provisions of the Platt amendment in this
treaty would prepare the way for the romoval
of the amendment from the constitution, and
thus dispense with the principal, only definite,
but constant, bone of contention between the
opponents and \the adherents of the Palma ad-
ministration.
