TRADE IN CHICAGO.

The advance was largely on the
announcement hera of a decrease in the visible
supply of 2764000 bushels—about - treble the expecta-
tion. Tt developed about the time the market
closed that the report was an €rror, and that the
decrease was 1.764.000 bushels. There is curiosity
as to how much of to-day’s advance will be lost
to-morrow when the error in the visible supply
figures becomes plain to all. May opened at 724c,
sold between 721;c and 73%c, and closed at 3%
July closed at 68%c. Even as corrected, the visible
decreare, 1,764.000 bushels, is larger than was ex-
pected, and larger than last year. Clearances to-
cay were 3%.00 bushels. Receipts West and
Northwest were larger than a year ago. Cables
were not much changed. No cash business was
reported closed here. The seaboard reported 20
loads. The weather was clear and mild. entirely
favorable. The feature here, as in other markets,
was the relative strength of May. Armour people

were large sellers of May just at the close. No
manipulation is apparent, but wheat stocks are

small, and there is some evidence of natural con-
gestion,

Corn advanced 3c. and held it May sold at
43Yc and $%e. and closed at 43%c; July closed at
44c sellers. Small receipts advanced the cash mar-
ket 1ic: that influenced the futures. Corn was
helped by the wheat strength. There were 91 cars,
with 170 estimated for to-morrow. Cudany brokers
were selling May and buying July. The visible
decreased 431,000 bushels.
