Just at the moment the vehicle reached an
abrupt angle the car struck a email rock in
the pathway, causing a sudden swerve, which
precipitated Count Zborowskl and his chauffeur
against a wall. Zborowski appears to have

ruck head first, as his skull was smashed in
by the violence of the shock. Although the
> hauffeur. the Baron de Pallange, was also

hurled against the wall, he did not strike on his
h«>ad. and when picked up was alive, but very
hadly hurt. The Baron de Paliange became a
professional automobllist recently. The baron
\u25a0t\a«= also prominent in the social and automobile
world. His wounds were at first believed to be
fatal, but, after he had been carried to a hos-
pital and examined, the surgeons did not pro-

nounce h!s Injuries necessarily fatal, but they

proved so.

Count Zborowski'e wife was awaiting his ar-
rival at taw finishing: point, chatting gayly with
friend*, without displaying any anxiety regard-

inc her husband's delay in arriving. Baron
« bdbib broke the sad news to her. Baying at
first thr* \u25a0 serious accident had happened,, and
then gently revealing the terrible truth.

At th«> same Instant that Count Zborowe>ki
md ron de Pallange met their death, another
r.rcidpnt occurred at another point on the road.

Governor and Republican Leaders
Hold a Conference.

A conference lasting two or

three hours was held in the Executive Cham-
ber to-day by Republican leaders in relation
to the Mortgage Tax bill, and was attended by

Governor Odell, Lieutenant Governor Htggins,
Speaker Nixon, George "W. Dunn, Senators
Raines and Malby and Assemblymen Rogers

and Burnett.
Tt is said that the Republican Senators and

ftHUTmfilJUM \u25a0 have received a large number of
letters from constituents expressing opposition

to the bill, but they declare that, having pledged

their support to it in a caucus, they intend to

still support It. Some of these men favor the
act, others, in view of the arguments made
against the billby savings bank presidents and

others at the hearing yesterday, are now op-
posed to it. There has been more outspoken

hostility to the bill in the Assembly than in the
Senate.

On th^ conclusion of the conference It was
stated that it had been decided that a caucus

should be held upon the billby the Republican

Senators and Assemblymen either to-morrow

night or some night early next week.
