INDICTED MEN WANT PARTICULARS.

Our investigation has disclosed a failure on the
part of the municipal authorities to lake the pre-
cautions which suggest themselves to reasonably

prudent men for guarding the safety of the lives

of the people. . ,
We rind that permission to cross the tracks oi

the Delaware. Lackawanna and Western Railroad
at Clifton-aye., with the line of street railway at
grade was granted by the then members, of the

Board of Street and Water Commissioners against

protest and that, although the dangerous condi-
tions which would be created must have been ap-

parent to them, and were, in fact, brought to their
attention by such protest, yet that they tailed to
provide In "the giving of such permission for the
installation of any safety device.

We rind in all matters affecting the operation of
surface cars that in the city of Newark there has
been a. marked laxity on the part of the mem-
bers of the Board of Street and Water commis-

sioners and a failure to enforce the ordinances or
the city providing for the safety, comfort and con-
venience of the people in the use of this means or

The^r which met with disaster was overcrowd-
ed and this is notoriously the condition during a
considerable part of the day of every car operated
within the city. Although this matter has been

repeatedly called to the attention of the Board of

Street and Water Commissioners by the people or
the various sections of the city, no effective steps

have been taken by the board in the enforcement
of the ordinances and the correction of this con-
dl

That a betterment of the .street railway pervireThat a betterment of the street rabwa;. ser\ i.

in this particular is not impossible is evidenced by
the unproved conditions which since the accident
have prevailed on the line which passes through
Clifton-aye and the like improvement could and
should be brought about on every line running
through the city by the enforcement of these ordi-

nances and th-> exercise by this boar.l of its power.
We rind In particular that, through defective or
insufficient brakes or other defective equipment,

control was lost of the car on the Clifton-aye.

crossing some time previous to the accident or
February 19.
In the course or our investigations our attention

has been called to Sections 732 and 733 of these

ordinances, requiring every street railway company
to remove all snow which may be thrown or placed
by it upon the street^ along Its tracks In clearing

or cleaning the same within twenty-four hours af-
ter the same shall be placed thereon, and further
providing, upon the failure of the company, to re-
move, such snow, then that the General Superin-
tendent of Works shall cause it to be removed, at
the cost of the company.

We learn that the tracks at Clifton-aye. were
cleared by the street railway company, and that
claim is made that the snow and slu.«h beyond the
tracks were dragged upon the tracks again by the
parsing vehicles We have not learned, however,

that th« company observed the provisions of the

ordinances and removed the snow passed upon the
street along the line in clearing its tracks, nor
have we been able to learn that th.- General Super-
intendent of Works performed the duty imposed

upon him and caused such removal to be made- at

the expense of the company.
We rind also that Section 669 of the ordinances

makes it unlawful to run an engine or cars across
any publicstreet at or about erarle in Newark at a
greater rate of speed than ten mile* an hmir. Not-
withstanding this provision, trains have been
scheduled to run and have run at a speed as groat
as twenty-five mil an hour.

We believe no attempt has been made until after

the accident at •\u25a0 'li to:,-.<•.\u25a0•. to limit »he speed of
trains at street iroswi -

For the reasons stated above, we bold that the
Board of Works was negligent in the performance
of its duty. The public oemands the enforcement of
\b* city ordinance, and II was the duty <if th"
Board of Works to see thai they were enforced.
Finally, we would urge that no effort be omitted
by the governing bodies in ail towns and muntel-
parities to bring about Ihe abolishment of nil grade
crossings of steam railroads in th!= county.
