Says “Grab Bills” Must Be Killed—
Will Take Action.

‘Mayor Low, in a carefully prepared state-
Snent, yesterday denounced the so-called street
Yailway grab bills now pending at Albany, de-
wlaring that they sheuld meet with the most de-
termined opposition from every voter of this
wity who cares for the welfare of the city’'s
Snterests. Mayor Low says that great thanks
mre due to the newspapers for the work they
have done in exposing the true inwardness of
the vicious measures, and specifically treats the
whjectionable bills. His statement in part was
ms follows:

The first of these bills to attract general atten-
tion was Senate bill No. I8, introduced by Senator
Goodseil, who stoutly affirmed that it had no ref-
erence to New-York. lLater -the Senator consented
xe have the bill so amended that it should not
.ﬂl‘{ 10 the borough of Manhattan.

this bili alone would not accomplish all that
was . and. therefore, various other bilis
several of which are more or less related to eack
o©other, were introduced by Senators from different
paris of the State. Every one of these bills was
drawn by a master hand. with the evident purpose
©! reviving street raiiroad rights that had expired
©or had become., in one way or another, valueless.
Eenator Goodsell's willingness to _omit from the
moopes of his biil the borough of Manhattan con-
~inoes me that these were intended to apply to the
¥ nion Rallway Company in The Bronx.

T think | know. also, what suggested the intro-
wuction of these bills. The Board of Estimate and
JApportionment has_ been considering for several
snmonths the form of a franchise to pe granted to
xhe Union Railway Company, under the charter,
Sor the use o Macomb's Dam Bridge. At one of
these hearings a resident of The Bronx, C. 8.
Simpson, openiy charged that the Union Rallway

mpany was using certain streets of The Bronx
without the necessary consent of the local authori-
Ries. Mr. Simpson has since given me much further
dnformation. The counsel of the company, who

It was evidently feit to be too hazardous to pre-
@ent at first a single bill for the accomplishment of
%he desired object, lest the meaning of it should be
4Ymmediately recognized. Senator Goodsell was.
Rherefore, called upon to Introduce a bill that would
<o a part of the work. Senator L’Hommedieu in-
%roduced another, and Senator Grady., a Tammany
Hsall Democrat from this ecity, introduced still an-
wther. Senator Goodsell's blll and Senator Grady's
Biil have been, in effect, gnited in & new bill just
introduced by Senator Wilcox, but the original bills
have not been abandoned. Senator L'Hommedieu's
Dill has already Passed the Senate, and is in the
ands of the Railroad Committee of the Assembly.

“1f any domestic raf corporation shall not,
within five years after its bertificate of Incorpora-
tion is filed, begin the construction of its roads
and expend thereon 10 per cent of the amount of
the capital stock. or shall not finish its road and
pat it in operation within ten vears from the time
of filing such certificate, its corporate existence
and powers shall cease.™

By the act referred to, Chapter 508 of the Laws
of 1901 this significant amendment., with one other
provision applying to steam railroads, was added
to this section:

““This section shall not appiy to any street sur-
face railroad company incorporated prior to July
3. 18%. which has obtained or become the owner of
ths consents of the local authorities of any citv
of the first or second class ziven under Article 4
of the Railroad law to the use of public streets,
avenues or highways for the construction and op-
eration of ral'roads thereon.”

The U'nion Rallway Company was incorporated in
1852 the People’s Traction Company in 189, prior
to July 1. There is no apparent reason, in the pub-
Jic interest. why these two companies should have
been excepted from the salutary provisions of
Section 5 of the General Rallroad law. If Senator
Wilecox's bill should pass. =till more exceptions
would be made in favor of some companies, and
probably in favor of these two.

1 propose 1o send to Mr. Whitman,
representative at Albany. an act to repeal Chap-
ter 598 of tha laws of 1901, so as to compel these
companies to again come under the salutary pro-
visions 0of the General Raflroad law, as originally
passed. 1 do not conceive that the public is obligea
to content itself with simply heating off attacks
upon its interests.

THE GOODSELL BILL AGAIN.

Tt Is To Be Trotted Out with Amendments
and Wilcox's Grab Retired.

Albany, April 9.—It was learned to-day that an
effort. lasting over half an hour, was made in the
Benate Rallwav Committee iast night to secure a
favorable report on the sireet railway bills of
Senators Wileox and Goodsell. But the attempt
fafled. Tt is said that the vote was 5 to 4
against. No action will be taken now on the bills
bafore Monday, as= there will be practically no
session 1O-MOTrrow.

There i= a suspicion that Senator Wilcox's bill
will not be pressed, but that Senator Goodsell's bill
will be amended and an attempt made to pass fit.
J. Tracy Rogers, president of the Street Rallway
Associatior, submitted amendments to the Goodsell
$ill yesterday, though the Senate Railway Com-
mittes dld not act on them. One of the amend-
ments wes a comparatively trivial one, only pro-
wviding that no street rallway line should be con-
structed through Elighty-sixth-st. Another declared
that the bill, if passed. shouid not interfere with
eny system of transfers.

The counter attack by Maver Low on the men
who have framed the “‘street railway grab bill"”
¥is introduction of 2 bill to repeal chapter 508 of
the laws of 191, so as to compel street railway
companies again to come under the salutary pro-
wvigions of the General Railroad laws will be watched
with interest.

RAILROAD BOARD BILL OUT AND IN.

Measure Favored by Merchants’ Association
Seems to Have Slim Chances.

Albany. April 9.—Mr. Finch’s bill providing for
two additional State Rallroad Commissioners, to be
cltizens of New-York City and civil engineers, was
reported from the Assembly Uommittee on Rall-
roads this morning, but only for printing and re-
committal, somé minor amendments having been
made to it.

NO INTEREST IN BOSTWICK BILL.

John B. McDonald Says He and Mr. Belmont
Are Satisfied with Present Laws.

John B. McDonaild, the subway contractor, yes-
terday issued a statement of his ard August Bel-
mont’s attitude toward the Bostwick bill. The
statement follows:

The attention of both Mr. Belmont and myself
has been called to certain statements recently made
in the public prints by ex-Senator Ford and others,
who are opposing the amendment to the Rapid
Transit law, known as the Bostwick bill, that that
measure was prepared in the interests of myself
as the contractor for the rapid transit railroad and
of the company which was organized by Mr. Bel-
mont to finance it.

While we are not in any sense opposed to the
measure if the municipal authorities and the rapid
transit board regard it as a desirable amendment
to the Rapid Transit law, yet we have never been
consulted atout the biil at anv time, and have been
fn no way concerned in its preparation or its
r&m. {t certainly has not been prepared in my
nterest or In the interest of Mr. Belmont. So far
as we are concerned, we deem that our rights and
interests are sufficlently protected by the existing
laws and our contracts.

MAY BE VAUDEVILLE WAR.

Expelled Manager Expected to Let
W estern Circuit in Here.

In expelling Percy Willlams, manager of the
Circle Theatre, from the Vaudeville Managers’
Association, vesterday, the board of managers
not only acted illegally, but opened a war which
will result In the downfall of the “vaudeville
trust” in this city, according to William Gross-
man, of counsel for Mr. Williams.

His lawyer expects that Williams will fight
the Vaudeville Managery' Association, and “if
he combines with the Orpheum clrcuit, embrac-
ing every vaudeville houdse west of the Missis-
sippi, and gives them an entrance inte this city,
it will make the liveliest kind of a fight in the
vaudeville world.”

The trial was a farce, illegal in every way,
Mr. Grossman declared. There were twenty-
one members, only eight of whom were prPsen}.
with seven more represented by proxies. As this
was not a quorum, after the meeting had begun
Lee Schubert was dropped from the roll be-
cause he had no vaudeville theatre, as was Mr.
Eirick, of Cleveland, who had sold his house;
the resignation of Colonel John Hopkins, of St.
Louis, made over a year ago, was accepted,
while one of R. C. Anderson, which could not
be found. and wae supposed never to have been
made, was also accepted. This reduced the
membership to seventeen, of which the fifteen
represented formed & quorum.

Then, after argument on the appeal, Mr.

Keith, introduced an entirely
new complaint, inireducing new evidence, and,
although he protested, Williams was expelled
on this new complaint.

BLIND SALAMANDERS FOR AQUARIUM.

Came from Well in Texas—Have Gills and
Slender Legs Like Feelers.

The Aquarium has just received four specimens
of the blind salamander, the Typhlomolge Rath-
puni, which probably are the only living specimens
in the worid, being not only a new species, but a
new genus. They were taken from an arteslan well,
188 feet deep, bored by the United States Fisnh Com-
mission at San Marcos, Texas, in 18%. It is sup-
posed that the well pierces a subterranean cavern,
since forms of life found in the waters of such
caverns as Mammoth Cave have been taken
from it.

This salamander was first found in the year the
well was ogcnnd. and was described by T.eonhard
Stegneger, urator of Reptiles and Batrachians of
the National Museum at Washington. The interest-

ing characteristics of this salamander are that it
, has no eyes and the fact that it has gills. Its legs,
| while perfectly formed, are so slender that zoolo-
gists belleve that they are used mainly as feelers
| to make up for the lack of eyes. The specimens at
the Aquarium are about two inches long. They
are pinkish white, like a2 newly born mouse. Owing
to the changed environment, salamanders
may live only a short time.

GILI SUES HAINES.

Accuses Him of Libel as Result of

Rabies Controversy.

Dr. H. D. Gill, the veterinarian of the bac-
teriological division of the Board of Health,
threugh his lawyer, Victor J. Dowling, yesterday
brought suit for malicious libel against Presi-
dent John P. Haines of the Society for the
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals. The remarks
attributed to Mr. Haines that Dr. Gill was “a
commercial alarmist,” and that his only connec-
tion with the Board of Health was to “stable its
horses,” are given as the reason for the suit.
Dr. Gill says that he is suing in the interest
also of the medical profession, as Mr. Haines
sald that he did not know what he was talking
about when he declared that rabies was preva-
lent in the city and when he advised, as a pre-
vention of the spreading of this disease, the
muzzling of all dogs at large within the city
limits.

Dr. Gill said last night that, in proof of the
in competency of the Society for the Prevention
of Cruelty to Animals, he knew of many cases
of rabies in dogs which had never been under
the care of the soclety, while Mr. Haines, he
said, declares that of 218.612 cases handled by
the society not one was rables.

“At present,” sald Dr. Gill, “a dog at Dr. John-
son's hospital, in Twenty-fifth-st.,, has rabies,
and one being examined by the Health Depart-
ment, which came from Brooklyn, also has.
Both cases came from the society. Last year a
dog at the dog show in Madison Square Garden
had rabies. No fewer than twenty cases came
under my direct observation in 1902, and since
last Deeember I have been called on to treat
four cases.

“TI belleve that if an accurate record could be
taken of the rabid dogs now in this borough
the resuit would be startling. An easy preven-
tion would be the muzzling of all dogs.

“Ignorant methods used in conveying owner-
less and unlicensed canines to the pound may
directly aid in the spread of rabies. The dogs
are thrown all together into a wagon or auto-
mobile, peil mell, fighting and biting. The pos-
sible result is obvious.

“It is high time that this very serious dog
question be taken out of the hands of a private
corporation, whose only care seems to be to col-
lect lcense fees, and placed where it properly
belongs—in those of the State Agricultural De-
partment, or under the control of the Municipal
Health or Police departments.”

CAN'T BREAK CONTRACT.

Court Grants New Trial Against

Labor Union President.

The Appellate Division of the Supreme Court
vesterday handed down an opinion in the case
of John Beattie against David Callanan and
others, In which it reversed the judgment en-
tered after trlal, at Special Term, and orders a
new trial.

Beattle, who was plaintiff in the orlginal
action, {s a master painter, and had contracts
for doing certain work. The defandant, Cal-
lanan, is president of the Amalgamated Painters
and Decorators of New-York, an unincorporated
labor assoclation. The assoclation was also
made a party to the action, which was brought
to enjoin the defendants from doing certain acts
threatened to be done, which it was alleged
would seriously interfere with the property
rights and business. A preliminary injunction
was granted, but after trlal the complaint was

dismissed.

The opinion handed down yesterday was writ-
ten by Justice McLaughlin, and concurred In by
all the other justices. It says in part:

The defendant, by causing a strike of all the
workmen engaged on the building at No. 987 Fifth-
ave., caused lLeeds, through his attorneys, to de-
liberately break the contract which they had with
the plaintiff, and Iin causing a general strike upon
the work at the New Jerusalem Church caused
James (. Hose Sons to break their contract. And
if the plaintiff should procure other contracts it iIs
quite apparent that the same methods will be re-
sorted tc to induce partles contracting with him
to violate thei. agreements.

The method here employed to compel the plain-
tiff to accede to the demands of the defendants are
unjust, unreasonable, and such as the law does not
recognize and will not tolerate. As well might the
defendants resort to physical force to enforce &l-
leged rights or redress real or Imaginary wrongs.
1t clearly appears that they were actuated by im-
proper motives and by a mallclous desire to injure
the pilaintiff, and, this i\elng so, the plaintiff was
entitied to relief within all the authorities to which
our attention has been called.

We are of “he opinion that an injunction should
have been granted to the extent indicated on the
former appeal, and that the court erred in not
€0 holding.

THE BUILDERS

Ask Warring Carpenters’ Organiza-
tions to Arbitrate.

Bullding contractors yesterday started a move-
ment for the arbitration of the trouble between the
warring carpenters’ organizations, whose strife has
tied up the work on many large buildings. A com-
mittee representing the contractors and buailders
held & conference late f1 the afternoon, lasting for
three hours, fn the Townsend Building, No. 1,125

Broadway, with the executive committee of the
Brotherknod and the Amalgamated society. The
committee of contractors consisted of Otto M. Eid-

litz, of Marc Eidlitz & Son. president of the Mason
Builders’ Assoclation; Theodore Starrett, of the
Thompson-Starrett Company; a representative of
V. J. Headen & Son; William Moller, of Sloan &
Moller; J. M. Robinson, of A. J. Robinson & Co,,
and Charles D. Wilis.

Before this conference a meeting of the Execu-
tive Committee of the New-York Clvic Federation
was held, at which a committee of one was ap-
pointed to represent the federation at the confer-
ence,

“All that I can say,” =ald Mr. Molier, after the
conference, *‘is that th2 builders brought the two
executive committees together to see if the strike
conld be arbitrated before it~goes any further. We
put the matter plainiy before the committees and
proposed that representatives of the unions should
get together and arbitrate the differences between
the twmo organizations. A representative of the
New-York Civie Federation was here to represent
that body. The two executive committees agreed
to the arbitration pr(\{msninn and «ill submit it ta
secret meetings of the union to-night. Whatever
action we take will depend on the result of these
meetings. The result will be sent to Mr. Eidlitz
early to-morrow, and. no matter what it may be
Mr. Eidlitz will, without delay., summon the cone
tractors by telephone to act on it.”

Nefther the representatives of the Clvic Federa-
tion nor the members of the two executive com-
mittees wo_uld say anything. There seemed to be
an impression that the proposal of arbitration was
in the nature of an ultimatum, but nothing could
be learned of this,

Up to noon vesterday few members of the Amal-
gamated Society had been procured to fill the
places of the strikers. Later they began to ar-
rive. but not in great numbers.

George Morrison, walking delegate of the Amal-
gamated Society, said that about one hundred and
fifty members of his organization had come from
different places. ““We are now gettlng men from
Newark and Brooklyn.” he said. “If the strike
still goes on there is not a chance in a thousand
that it will be extended throughout the country.™
Thomas MeCracken, walking delegate of the
Brotherhood, repeated his declaration that the
fight would be to a finish. He made the admission
that the number of men on strike had been greatly
overestimated. About three thousand men in- all,
he thought, had gone out..

President Gompers and Vice-President Duncan
of the American Federation of Labor will be in
this city to-day to aadress a meeting of the New-
York Council of ’'Longshoremen. As both the
Brotherhood of Carpenters and the Amaigamated
Society are in the American Federation of Labor,
Mr. Gompers, who failed in a former attempt to
make peace between them, may be asked again to
try his hand.

OPENHYM IN BOSTON, THE RUMOR.

No Apparent Basis for Report That He Was

Seen There.

A report that Adolphe Openhym, the missing silk
merchant, had been seen within a few days in
Boston, was circulated yesterday. No substantial
basis for the rumor was revealed.

In Harlem, where many people are still seek-
fng Mr. Openhym's body. in the hope of getting
the $5,000 reward, considerable excitement was
caused vesterday by the finding of a body in the

Hudson at Omne-hundred-and-sixteenth-st. It was
that of a man about fifty years old, and had evi-
dently been In the witer some time.

SHAMROCK'S BEST RUN.

BEATS OLD BOAT EASILY.

Grounds;

In a Thirty Mile Test Challenger
Shows Great Improvement.

Weymouth, April 9.—Over a thirty mile course,
fifteen to leeward and fifteen to windward, Sham-
rock 111 to-day beat Shamrock I by 17 minutes
and ¢ seconds. Hitherto the challenger had shown
weakness down the wind, but to-day she proved
as good on this point of sailing as on any other,
and better on all points than she had heretofore
shown herself. Over ten minutes on the run out
from the turning point at Lulworth Cove and
over seven minutes on the beat home were the
challenger's sensational gains over the older boat.
A fifteen mile run to leeward and a bheat home,
giving a test under conditions as similar as pos-
sible to those expectable during the races for the
America’s Cup oft Sandy Hook, was the course
set for the two Shamrocks to-day. The breeze was
very light, not over five knots, as the boats, under
clubtopsails, ranged up for the start, and were
sent off from a markboat off Weymouth pier.

The trim of the challenger nad been
slightly altered from that of yvesterday, her anchor
and cable being carried to-day. The alterations
were apparently valuable, for she outran Shamrock
I fast and constantly, and Shamrock III was
about five minutes ahead of Shamrock I when
the boats rounded the Erin, which acted as mark-
boat, at the end of the leeward run.

Shamrock 1 was
hopelessly beaten from start to finish and was
wholly unable to match the pace set by the chal-
lenger. The latter passed the winning mark over
seventeen minutes ahead of Shamrock 1.
