Mr. Zabriskie caught up with the thief he had
a ftat light with him for the possession of his
property. The man succeeded in breaking
away, but was captured by MacVay on the
steps of the Frankiin-st. elevated station. This

It was*in this last fight that the thief is sup-
posed to have passed the pocketbook to \u25a0 con-
federate, who made good his escape.

JEWS CELEBRATE THE PASSOVER.

Hear Story of Captivity and Liberation—Eat

Unleavened Bread.
The week which began yesterday at sunset is one

of the most important in the Jewish calendar. It
is the Passover, a festival instituted to commemo-
rate the deliverance of this Children of Israel from
Egyptian bondage. Wherever there Is a Jewish
community, the first and the last days of the
Passover Week are observed ;is holidays, and
among: th. orthodox Jews no leavened bread is
eaten in the entire .\u25a0••\u25a0k. It is also a time for
family reunions and merrymaking
In this city the feast "ill be observed by more

than five hundred thousand persons. Many of

these will simply attend divine service on the first
evening of the weeK, ana for form.- sake have
some unleavened bread on their table in com-
memoration of the "bread of sorrow" which was
eaten by their forefather in the land of their
captivity. But the orthodox Jews, who constitute
the great majority of the community, will observe
the Passover very strictly. Baker's bread will be

banished for a week to make room for unleavened
bread, there will be frequent services in the syna-
gogues, and a holiday spirit will pervade the Jew-
ish district.

The Seder, th.2 most impressive ceremony of the
festive time, took place last night in every ortho-
dox family. No matter how poor the household or
how small the space it had, it was bright with
light, cleanly and cheerful when the family gath-
ered about the board to take part in the ceremony.
From his place opposite, his father, the youngest

male member of th? family asked the householder.
"Why do we eat unleavened bread to-night?"
Taking this as his cue. the father read the story
of the captivity and the liberation. The reading
was punctuated with songs and chants, and. al-
though the Seder In solemn and impressive, it fur-
nishes entertainment, and even fun. for the chil-
dren, which makes them look forward to it yearly
with pleasure. The vacant chair, for the stranger.

, the symbol of hospitality, was a conspicuous feat-
ure in every household, and the burden of the
songs, which were sung, as they have been every
year at this time for centuries was: ".We were
slaves, we felt the lash of oppression we tasted
th>- bitterness of bondage, and we rejoice in our
freedom and render thanks t (> God for it."

Services were held in all the Jewish houses of
worship last night. There will be services this
morning also. The general housocleaning which
takes place before the Passover was religiously ob-
served in the crowded district, and that part of
the city has been, as it always is. materially im-
proved by the observance of the ancient Mosaic
festivaL —•—

THE ECLIPSE OF THE MOON.
Two causes combined to detract from the visi-

bilityof the lunar eclipse in this city last evening.

One was the lingering twilight and the other was

the thin film of cloudiness which covered the sky

and which operated more effectively near the
horizon than further up. When the. moon rose it
was already partly immersed in the earth's shadow.

The portion «iii could be discerned at that
time narrowed steadily until 7.1" p. m.. and then
began to widen. Owing to increasing elevation and
the growing darkness, it showed with greater dis-
tinctness from that time on until the close of the
eclipse at about Io'clock. At that hour the orb
had attained the proportions at an ordinary full
moon The obscured portion of the lunar disk at

no time showed the dull red color often observe!
during a total eclipse.

THIEF CHASE A HURDLE.

Negro Has Razor, Policeman Pistol,

as They Leap Fences. ,'
Mrs. Benjamin Carter, who lives in the flat-

house No. 221 West Sixty-third-st. went into
the adjoining house for a few minutes yester-
day afternoon, and when she returned to her
room she discovered Henry Harris, a burly no-
pro. packing op several of her dresses. He
rushed at the woman with \u25a0 razor as ifhe in-
tended to murder her. Mrs. Carter screamed
and ran out.

Patrolman Burns, who was passing, saw her
chased out by the negro, and then saw Harris
run hark. Without waiting to ask any ques-
tions the policeman dashed after the negro, and
a desperate chase began. Harris ran to the rear
of the house, got on the roof of a on*1 story ex-
tension, and then dropped to the yard. Burns
jumped after him.

\u25a0 Harris had his razor in hi:- hand and Burns
had drawn his revolver. Harris climbed over a
fence to the next yard, and crouched on the
other side. The fence was an eight foot one.
making it necessary for any one climbing it to
take a flying leap to get the top. Hums did so,
and as he did Harris slashed his hands with the
razor. Burns dropped back -^—lin. He waited
hi? opportunity, and. putting his revolver in his
month, suddenly made a leap in th • furthest cor-
ner. Harris evidently had been expecting such
a move, as" at "the"same moment he made a simi-
ilnr jump for the next fence. Th- chase then
continued, fence after fence being climbed, the
negro being one ahead.

Harris finally became tired, and Burns b?gan
to gain on him. While the chase was going
on many people, attracted by the noise.
stuck their heads out of rear windows and
encouraged Burns by their shouts.

As the chase was going on Patrolman Farley

bed Detective Fitzsimmons came .I'onsr. and,
running through rear doors, also besMn to go
over fences and across backyards after the
negro. Harris was finally caught by Burns in
th \u25a0» yard at the rear of So "_'.;r' West Sixty-

third-st. He still showed fight, and held his
razrrr ready for trouble. The revolver of Burns
cowed him and when Farley and Fitzsimmons
cane up he had yielded. Harris was taken to
the West Sixty-eighih-pt.. station, and was
searched. A gold watch, on which ere initials
not his own. was found, as were also three other
razors.

Sergeant Rehsn induced Harris to acknowl-
edge that he lived in Trenton. He told the ser-
geant that he had lost (300 gambling, and was
desperate, and would do anything. This was
th» reason he pave for the attempted burglary
and for attempting to slash the patrolman. He
was recognized by Detective Fitzsimmons. who
said Harris had served time, and was a well
known burglar.
It was well for Harris, perhaps, that Mrs.

Carter's husband was not in the house when she
was chased by the burglar. On September -•
1900, Carter shot and killed Charles Daniels, a
negro. Daniels got into a fight with a woman
on the second floor, and Carter attempted to
separate them. When he approached he was
kicked by Daniels, who drew a revolver. Carter
also drew one, and before Daniels could tire
shot him dead. Carter was arrested, but was
discharged on September 18, 1900, on \u25a0\u25a0\u25a0 plea of
self-defence.

HEARING ON STAMFORD RAILWAY PLAN.
The State Railroad Commissioners have given

notice that they will bold a bearing at the Fifth
