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LITERARY NOTES.

Cherles G, Kendall, whose translation of
“Tennhiuser” is now in press with Richard G.
Badger, was born in Boston. He well recollects
©old Boston Commeon as it was in the late thnir-
ties, with its low. in places dilapidated, wooden
Mudoccuiondcowuwtotmelmd-
acape. At that time the present public garden
was s salt marsh, while to the west were the
waters and marshes of the Back Bay, since then
filled in, and where *~ now in evidence the Bos-
tonese Belgravia. As a matter of course he
passed through the Boston Latin School, where
among his feliow scholars were Octavius Froth-
ingham, Francis Parkman and Francis Child.

Four years at Harvard succeeded, where his
favorite studies were Latin and the modern lan-
guages, which last brought him much in contact
with and under the influence of Longfellow,
whose acquaintance he enjoyed up to the period
of quitting Boston as a home. Of six diplomas
given out to the class of "47 by Dr. Beck for
proficiency in Latin he was awarded one.

After some further time given to studies at
Cambridge, embracing Agassiz's Lake Superior
genlogical explorations, he passed some years in
Furope, mainly at Paris and Berlin. Abroad
his credentials secured him access to Humboldt,
who seemed much interested in hearing of
Agassiz’'s career in America, then just com-
mencing.

Returning to America he became engaged in
mercantile pursults for-a while, but on the out-
break of war he performed military service, at
first with the Fourth Battalion at Fort Inde-
pendence. and later in North Carolina with the
4&4th Massachusetts Volunteers.

Having acquired a residence on the Sea Isl-
ands near Port Royal, S. C., after the war, he
passed most of his time there in open alr pur-
suits, but rarely failed to spend five or six
months every year at the North, often in Maine
or Canada, where he fished for salmon on the
Cascapedia and other rivers. He has made pub-
Jic & part of his experience in the columns of
“orest and Stream” and of “The American
Angier.” Mr. Kendall has always been a per-
sistent devotee of rod and gun.

Having much leisure at the South, where he
came sacross Wolff's Tannhéduser Romance, it
occurred to him to make trial of his ability to
present it in an English dress.

Gatllard Hunt, author of the new “Life of
Madison,” the first volume of Doubleday, Page
& OCo.'s “biographical history” of the United
States, is 2 son of the late William Henry Hunt,
whe was successively Attorney-General of
Louisiana, Judge of the United States Court of
Claims, Secretary of the Navy under Presidents
Garfield and Arthur, and Minister to Russia,
wchere he died in 1884 Gaillard Hunt was edu-
cated for Yale, but instead entered the Govern-
sment Civil Service at the age of 18. In the
State Department he is now chief of the Bureau
of Passports, with supervision of the question
©of American citizenship and the protection of
Americans in foreign lands. There is a long
list of magazine articles and books on matters
of government and historical subjects to his
credit; he is the editor of the writings of James
Madison in nine volumes, and he is now writ-
ing an Intimate account of the spoils system as
it existed from Washington’s Administration
down.

Eimeon Ford, whose “Few Remarks” are to
De published shortly by Doubleday, Page & Co.,
was offered $£1,500 the other day to talk ten
minutes twice a day for a week on the stage at
Proctor's Fifth Avenue Theatre. “It is cer-
tainly alluring,” said Mr. Ford when seen at
the Grand Union Hotel. “It figures up $125 a
turn, or about $12 50 s minute. The hotel busi-
ness pays me pretty well, but possibly not so
well as $12 50 a minute; at least, there are some
minutes when I do not make as much as that.
I feel immensely flattered by the offer, and it
will be of financial benefit to me for this reason:
37 T accept it I shall have $1,500 more to give
to the hungry and thirsty, and if I do not accept
I czn certainly get a raise in salary from my
partner.*”

John Oxenham has set forth a novel which he
refused to class in the genus “historical novel,”
but which nevertheless is founded on a back-
ground of the events of the Franco-Prussian
war. As we have at present no further ma-
terials before us than the title “Flowers of the
Dust,” we must give up the attempt that sug-
gests itself to discover what the book’s proper
classification should be. A. Wessels Company
are the publishers.

The predominant aim of R. D. Shaw's book
on “The Pauline Episties,” which the Scribners
are importing, is to deal with the Episties in
the historical spirit, to set them as vividly as
possible In their original environment, to show
their relation to the life of the man who wrote
them, and also to the needs and circumstances
of the readers to whom they were addressed. It
also.discusses the leading questions of literary
eriticism raised in connection with the Epistles
end sets forth the charasteristic message of

each one.

Frederick S. Dellenbaugh has been taking ex-
eception to the cover design, which embodied a
yattlesnake, of his book on “The Romance of
the Colorado River.” The Putnams bave taken
the opportunity of the issue of a new edition,
which will contain some additional illustrations
and text revision, to kill the obnoxious rattler.
It seems that the trouble with this snake was
that it always reminded Mr. Dellenbaugh of a
story. We would say to begin with that this is
beyond all peradventure of doubt a true story.
It seermrs that an Arizona miner, who we regret
to sav refuses to allow his name to be used,
after finishing his luncheon found a large sized
rattlesnake coiled contentedly on his coat. This
miner was a tender hearted miner, so he un-
cofled the snake gently and laid it tenderly in
the sun.

Prpfessor E. A. Gardner, ex-director of the
British School! at Athens, in a- just-published
book on the anclent City of the Violet Crown,
sits down with emphasis on the idea that the
Dionysiac Theatre i{s the same to-day as it was
in the days of Pericles. He asserts that “all the
plays of JAEschyius, the majority of those of
Sophocles and Euripides, and the earlier ones of
Aristophanes, were all performed in an earlier
structure, of which nothing is left except, per-
haps, the circle of the orchestra and some traces
of foundations in the Western parodos.”

“Katharine Frensham” is the name of the
heroine of Miss Beatrice Harraden's new novel—
and it is also the title of the book George
Meredith's lines,

indicate the motive of the tale. It is to be pub-
lished as a serial before appearing in book form.

The sale in London of the notable Gibson-
Carmichael library was particularly interesting
to the bibliophile In its distribution of real treas-
ures. A copy of Dante’s “Divina Commedia™
brought for the first time the sum of §5,000. It
was a specimen of the first Landino edition,
with Landino’s commentary and the nineteen
designs for the Inferno by fandro Botticelli and
B Baldini. It was published at Florence in
1481, and is In an excellently well preserved
condition. Few copies, we are tcld, are now
extant in that state. “The London Telegraph”
says of it: *“When the Hamilton Palace Ii-
brary was sold the late Mr. Quaritch bought it
for £360, and since that time the exchange of
ownership has always been a case of ‘Quaritch
intervening.’ First Mr. Crawfurd had the prize,
and at his sale Mr. Quaritch rebought it at the
slightly diminished price of £320, selling it anew
to M. Maglione, of Paris. When this owner's
library was dispersed some years ago Mr.
Quaritch again secured it, and passed it on to
Sir Thomas Gibson-Carmichael.” Again the
firm of Quaritch has secured the prize—to sell
it again, no doubt, at something over the £1,x0
it brought. The same firm bought at the sale
other valuable Dante editions, including the 1492
Numeister edition, at $§1,260, and the second
edition of the same date (edited by Colombino
Veronese) at §1,225,

A copy of the original Kilmarnock edition of
Burns’'s poems brought $£380; 1t was not so good
as the Hibbert copy seold last year for $045.
A copy of the 1792 Edinburgh edition brought
§035, because in the first volume the poet had
“written this: “Will Mr. McMurdo do me the
favour to accept of these volumes; a trifliing, but
sincere mark of the very high respect I bear
for his worth as a Man, his manners as a Gentle-
man, and his kindness as a Friend. However
inferiour (sic) now or afterwards I may rank as
a Poet; an honest virtue to which few Poets
can pretend, I trust I shall ever claim as mine—
to no man, whatever his station in life or his
Power to serve me, have I ever paid a compli-
ment at the Expence of Truth.—The Author.”

The closing day of this sale was marked by a
remarkable tribute to Walter Scott. Eizhty-
three autograph letters of the novelist, bound in
a single volume, brought $2425 from Mr.
Quaritch—an advance of $300 on the amount
paid by the late owner. A set of seventy-four
volumes representing first editions, published
between 1814 and 1824, of Scott’s novels, was
purchased by Mr. Quaritch for the sum ‘of
$4,000. Thi=s was a great advance on the price
($1,425) paid by Sir Thomas Gibson-Carmichael
some years ago. Scott’s Latin Grammar used
| in school, and signed on the flyleaf, “Walter
Scott, junior,” with a legal document, also writ-
ten by him, on the flyleaf, brought $220.

A sound copy of the fourth folio Shakespeare
was sold at $450; first editions of the first and
second parts of Spenser's “Faerie Queene”
brought $§1,105. A fine uncut copy, in the origl-
nal boards, of “Poems by Two Brothers,” A. and
C. Tennyson, brought §177. For $350 was sold
the thirty manuscript pages of R. L. Stevenson's
“Markheim.” The sale has made a memorable
record for collectors.
