SAYS SHE WAS TRICKED BY HUSBAND.

Action is to Recover Damages Sustained by
Reason of Removal.

The Appellate Division of the Supreme Court yes-
terday handed down a decision reversing the judg-

ment of the trial court in the case of John J. Fallen
apainst Robert J. "Wright. The plaintiff was re-
moved from !is position as warden of the city pris-
on on Jar.'; 21, IBK, by the defendant, who was
then Comnr.ss. •\u25a0;\u25a0 of Corrections. He was subse-
quently reinstated by the courts, and he then
brought an action to recover damages that be sus-
tained by reason of his removal as allowed by
Section 1. Chapter 312. Laws of Utt. as amended
by Chapter 716 of the Laws of IS'j4. In the trial
Mr. Fallon was permltten to testify that he had
paid his counsel sums amounting; to upward of
$1,300 in the reinstatement proceeding, and that the
value of the services rendered really exceeded that
amount.

Justice Ir.graham says that when the law awards
costs, that is presumed to be sufficient as indem-
nity for expenses incurred. Thnt indemnity the
plaintiff has received and no further liability is im-
posed. The justice «ays there was no occasion for
the recovery of more than nominal damages. The
Judgment is therefore reversed, and a new trial is
ordered.

The body of the murdered mar. found In the

barrel at Eleventh-st. and Avenue D on last
Tuesday, was still unidentified yesterday, and

thouph the police and detectives were busily en-
papeo in runniny down clea'S. apparently they had

not succeeded in iaying the crime to the door of the

murderers.
The thirteen prisoners were taken before Magis-

trate Barlow.

Just before 10 ofclock a hurry call wa? pent to

St. Vincent's Hospital for an ambulance, as it was
believed that one of the prisoners, Dominlco Peco-
raro. was dying. He was groaning and rolled around
on the floor of his cell as ifm agony. After Dr.
Donovan had examined the Italian he said the ill-
ness was leisri-.ed, and refused to take the prisoner
to the hospital. As soon as ho heard what the
doctor paid, hi* struggles stopped.

Inspector McClupky said that half of the prison-
ers would be discharged to-morrow.

Burden

City Mission Society Takes It.

Bishop Potter will soon Rive up responsibility for
the Pro-Cathedral, in Stanton-st_, and tho work
thoro will cease to bo <i part of tho Tathfdral Foun-
dation of St. John the Divine. By action of St.
George's vestry legal title to the property has been
ordered transferred to the Pro-Cathedral Episcopal
City Mission Society, nnd Bishop Potter will trans-
fer the institutional work to the ;=ame society. The
name Pro-Cathedra! will be abolished.

Bishop Potter is said to feel that he can no longer
carry the burden of Its support, which he has per-
R'lnallydone since 1895. He once lived in Stanton-st.
for a month, and has talked much about the con-
nection between the Pro-Cathedral and the real
Cathedral, on the ground of which latter the chil-
dren of the East Side were sometime to be per-
mitt.-.l to play.

Tho Pro-Cathedral, it is said, was the first free-
pew Episcopal church in New-York, the first to
Inaugurate institutional work now represented by
Bt Georges. St. Bartholomew's and others, and the
tirst to establish a settlement. The City Mission
Society bepan work in the rield in 1833, and out of
it prow the Church of the Epiphany.

Two years ago the Pro-Cathedral came into pub-
lic prominence through the contention of Its vicar.
Mr. Paddock, for Improved conditions on the Bast
Side. The present vicar ta the Rev. PhilipM. Ker-
ridge, whose wire was Mi-s Grace Briggs, a daugh-
ter of the Rev. Charles A. Briggs.

PRO-CATHEDRAL CHANGES HANDS.

Injured in Trolley Accident, He Has No

Recollection of the Circumstances.
Joseph Millard, fifty-five years old, a candy man-

ufacturer of Maidea Lane, Manhattan, was Injured

in a trolley accident on April 6. while returning

home from Richmond Hill, where he had been to

visit his married daughter. He is confined to his

home. No. 233 South Third-st., Brooklyn, by his
injuries, but has no recollection of the accident.

Mr. Millard was brought home by two policemen,

who paid he had fallen off a car and had been
slightly Injured. He had been taken to St_ Mar"'3
Hospital, where his injury' was attended to. Dr.

Silas C. Blaisdell, surgeon in chief of the Eastern
District Hospital, found that Mr. Millard had sus-
tained an injury' to the back of his head. Mr.
Millard, however, did not have any idea that ho
had been In an accident, and did not know how he
had reached the hospital, but was able to remem-
ber leaving the institution. H;recalled leaving his
daughter's home and boarding a Jamaioa-ave. car
and ridinga short distance, but from that time his
mind was a blank untilho. started to leave the hos-
pital. It was apparent that ne had failen from tne
car, and had struck the pavement on the back of
his head, slightly injuringhis brain.

ITWOULD BE A BIGBANK.

Rumors of Bank of Commerce and

Western National Merger.
There were many rpports current yesterday that

the National Bank of Commerce and the Western
National Bank of the United States had consolidat-
ed, but these rumors were declared to be unfound-
ed It was admitted that the advisability of con-
solidating these banks had several times been «11b-

riiwsrtl by interests concerned, but that a merger

had Already been effected could not be confirmed
yesterday.

Richanl A. McCwdy, president of the Mutual Life
Insurance Company, one of the reputed negotiators

ot the consolidation, yesterday repeated that th«
report was misleading; that there had been no
change in tho situation in tho last few months,

and that no agreement bad been made to merge

the two Institutions. Other officials of the Mutual

Lifo Insurance Company and the Equitable Life
Assurance Society, which dominate the Western
National Bank, were positive in their denials of the
reports. President Snyder of the Western Nation-
al also denied the rumor. Again. It was <?aid that

no merger would be made while Joseph C. Hendrix,

president of the Bank of Commerce, was still on
the ocean.

On the other hand. Influential men could be
found who believed thoroughly that a merger of

the two banks was pending and would soon b»
officially announced. They looked on the denials
of the Interests Involved as purely technical. They

pointed to the sharp 25 point rise in Bank of Com-
merce stock on the Exchange and on the curb
yesterday as Indicative of an approaching consoli-
dation. They were correctly informed, they said,

that the capital of the consolidated bank would be
fully$50,000,000: that the name of the National Bank

of Commerce wouid be retained, because it^ char-

ter was so valuable; and that Valentine P. Snyder,

president of the Western National, would be made
preßf.lent of U-.<* new bank.
Itis said t!iat the Mutual and Equitable Interests

have been drawing closer toKether for some timo

and some "Wall-st thinkers have predicted the time
when these two great insurance companies woijld

Should the Western National and the Bank of
Commerce consolidate, a deal of great mapnuuae
would be effected. Their combined capital is nov
J20.000.000. their surplus $10,000,000. and their total
resources $IS6.BdS.3*iS. The combined banks would
have total deposits of over $140,000,000. This would
place the new institution inthe class of the Nation-
al City Bank.- which has a capital and surplus or
$41,000,000.

SKULLS TO REFUTE FRENCHMEN.

Thermit' a Reported Powers
—L""g

Distance Sight Predicted.
William J. Hammer last night told about *

comparatively newly discovered substance-
thermit—without which no up to date cracks-
man's outfit ran be said to be complete. He was
addressing a joint meeting of the American In-
stitute of Electrical Engineers and the Ameri-
can Electo-Chemical Society, on "Radium and

Other Radioactive Substances, with a Consider-
ation of Phosphorescent and Fluorescent Sub-
stances," and "The Properties and Applications
of Selenium and the Treatment of Disease by

the Ultra Violet Light,"at the City College.
It consists, Mr.Hammer said, of oxide of iron,

such as may be obtained from a blacksmith's
anvil or the rolls of a rolling mill,and is mixed
with powdered metallic aluminum. Ifa little
borium preparation or magnesium powder be
placed on top of this mixture and touched off
with a match an extraordinary reaction takes
place, producing a temperature of about ..••••
degree's C, the energy represented within one
second's time in the case of a kilo (2.2 pounds)
representing an expenditure of 1,260 horsepower.

Mr. Hammer said he had seen enormous holes
burned in steel safes by employing thermit. Hft

said he had seen, however, in Germany last
summer a substance called "anti-thermit.'*
which it was intended to place in the liningof
safes to prevent the reaction taking place. A
simple plan, however, would be to pla«e a
selenium cell in or near the safe, so that the
moment the reaction was started a signal would
be given to the police by the newly devised ap-
plication and employment of selenium. Through
selenium, Mr. Hammer hoped that, whereas "we
now hear what is said in Chicago, we shall in
future actually be enabled to see our inter- j
locutor.

Mrs. Holme, through Howe & Hummel, her at-
torneys, yesterday obtained from Justice Blanchard
leave to serve Holme with the summons and com-
plaint by publication, Itbeing alleged he is a resi-
dent of Paris. France, and seldom come? here.

The plaintiff says she resides at the Hotel Well-
ington, and was married to the defendant on July
12, 1893. About May -4, ISV-1, she was desirous of
leaving New-York, and wished him to travel with
her through Europe and other places. He was at
the time an Kxclse commissioner, with a salary
of $5,000 a year, his appointment being for four
years, and In order to Induce him to go to Europe
with her she agreed to create the trust, which she
now asks to be annulled and declared void.
