Shows $1,770,029 Won Last Year—Com-
* mends Meadow Steeplechase Meet.

Albany,.April 21.— The annual report of the State
Racing Commission, which consists of August'
Belmont. E. D. Morgan and John Sanford. was sub-
mitted to the legislature to-day. Itshows that last
year 770.02) was won by horseracing in this State

under the supervision of the commission, an in-
crease of $333,323 over the previous year. This
money was competed tor by 1.677 horses. 868 of
whom shared in the prise?. Of these 863 horses.

371 brought to their owners over $1,000. The total
number of stallions represented was 237. and the
total number of owners who raced horses was 602.

Since 1835. when the commission was first ap-

pointed, there has been a total of more than

J7.500.000 competed for in races held under its Juris-
diction, and a total of $710,477 85 paid as taxes for

the benefit of the agricultural societies.
In1»1 the average price of yearlings in the pub-

lic salts ring in this State was a fraction over
|8M a head. In1&02. 712 yearlings sold for an aver-
ago price of 5332 47. In ISC'S, the first year under

the present statutes the average price was 531132.
Thus in seven years, the report points out, there

has been a gain of 300 per cent in the value of
thoroughbred yearlings to the breeder, and a com-
mensurate increase in the value of the racehorse
to the owner.

Of seven associations which received licenses in
1303 one was a new organization, that at Buffalo.
The total amount of revenue received from these
seven associations under the law which provides

that 5 per c=nt of their gross receipts shall be paid

to the State for the benefit of the agricultural so-
cieties was J170.055. In 1201 the total tax received
was $128,581. This shows a net gain to the racing
associations in gross receipts of 030.088, and a con-
sequent increase through the medium of th© tax to
th« agricultural societies of $41,504.

The. report then refers to a one day meet for
which it issued a license to the Mt-adowbrook
Steeplechase Association. To this meeting no ad-
mission fee was charged. Mention is made of it
because the commission desires to express its ap-
proval of such meetings "so essentially sporting in
character and conduct and so increasing the use of
th*> thoroughbred horse."
