George ¥. Baer, president of the Reading
®ompany, was the principal witness yesterday at
the continuation ©of the Interstate Commerce
Commission hearing of complaints which have
Deen brought against the anthracite coal carry-
Sng railroads. Mr. Baer's examinaticn, which
was conducted by Clarence J. Shearn, was &
long ore, and his answers to the many questions
put to him were full and straightforward. He
sald that the Philadelphia and Reading Coal
and Iron Company and the Philadelphia and
Reading Railroad Company, both held by the
Reading Company, were operated by voting
trusts, adding that the only man who was 2
member of both voting trusts was -J. Pierpont
Morgan.

“There is no contract between you as pres
dent of the railroad company and you as presl-
&ent of the coal company >’ asked Mr. Shearn.

“Indeed there is at times,” answered Mr,
Baer.

Mr. Shearn read the section of the Pennsyl-
wania constitution which debars companies In-
corpcrated as common carriers from engaging
4n the business of mining or menufacturing, and
@sked if the operation of the Coal and Iron Com-
pany was not in violation of that provision.

«There is no application of that provision of
the constitution to our charter,” Mr. Baer an-
wwered. “The corporate franchises were granted
prior to the adoption of the new constitution
and the courts have decided that those charters
are inviolable.”

I'm tired of you people, who dream you repre-
sent the people, trying to make out that all
Pusiness men are trying to evade the law.”

“Does your statement include the President of
#he United States?” interrupted Mr. Shearn.

“Don’t answer that question,” shouted Chalr-
sman Knepp.

“J have no criticism to make of the President
w©f the United States,” said Mr. Baer, recovering
%his coolness and resuming his seat.

In the formal answer to the complaint the
Temple Iron Company had set forth that the
reason for its purchase of the Simpson & Wat-
Xkins properties was to enable it to get coal for
4ts own purposes. Mr. Shearn asked Mr. Baer
@bout this feature of the answer, which had
®een drawn by ex-Judge Campbell.

“The judge was wrong,” said Mr. Baer. “The
flempie Iron Company secured the collleries for
the reasons I have given—to relieve Simpson &
“Watkins from the anthracite situation. Many of
suy friends were interested. Our assoclates saw
the advantages, and we guaranteed the stock
&nd bonds. Mr. Watkins was president for the
first year. Then he declined re-election and I
succeeded him.”

The further examination of Mr. Baer was
postponed until next Wednesday at 2p. m.

The first witness of the day wae Joseph J.
Jermyn, of Jermyn & Co. Independent mine
operators, of Scranton. 3r. Jermyn sald he sold
his coal to the Susquehanna Coal Company. He
sadmitted & contract with the company, but said
that it had expired before 13501l. He said he
preferred selling it to a coal company to mar-
Xketing the product individually, because the
companies paid promptly, and there was no
danger of making bad debts.

“Why do you sell to the New-York, Susque-
hanna and Western Coal Company?” asked Com-
missioner Clements.

“Because we made a contract with them, and
wwve are guite satisfied,” answered the witness.
“We have dealt with the coal company more
than sixteen years. We mine about half a
suillion tons 2 year, and we could mine more if
we could get the men to work the mine.”

*Has your product been restricted because of
the lack of transportation fecilities?’ asked Mr.
Brownell, counsel for the Erle Railroad Com-
pany.

“On the contrary,” the witness answered, “we
Bave not been able to fill the cars waiting for
coal. The only thing that hinders our produc-
ticn of coal is the refusal of the men or boys

Superintendent Maxwell Says They Do Not
Receive Recognition They Should.

Dr. Willlam H. Maxwell. City Superintendent of
Schools, delivered a lecture on “The American
Teacher” to a large audience in the auditorium of

the West Side Young Men's Christian Assoclation |

last night.

He spoke of the fact that teachers often to-day
ald not receive the recognition, either socially or
financially, they deserved. He attributed it to the
fact that the meany teachers in this city were
practically unprepared for their vocation, and that
the schools until recently have been dependent
upon the clergy. He said no calling dependent
upon another could ever be successful. The reason
that some teachers did not receive soclal recog-
nition was because they, like Gulliver when taken
away from his small people, could not fit their

minds to the minds of others.

Continuing, Dr. Maxwell said that one of the
objects of the teacher should be ever to attain
to a higher standard, and that while he believed
teachers should form socleties for mufual discus-
sion he did not think the trade union idea
e good one for them. Further, he said, that while
undoubtedly teachers had the right to strike if
they were so inclined, no teacher worthy of the
name would@d avail himself of that opportunity,
and no condition would ever justify a teacher in
so doing.

ILLINOIS LEGISLATURE.

BIG GIFT CONFIRMED.

Rockefeller  Probably Has
Signed Papers for Insiitute.

John D. Rockefeller sent word to thls city yes-
terday that he was ready to put his signature
to the contracts by which the Rockefeller In-
stitute for Medical Research will own a site of
three blocks here, on which a laboratory for the
institution will be built. The necessary papers
were at once tzken to him at Lakewood, and it
is thought that he signed them late in the after-
noon, though no message was recelved from him
regarding the matter.

Official confirmation that the transaction has
been closed is expc-ted to-day. It has taken
some weeks to perfect this matter, as a num-
ber of persons, it is said, had to sign the papers
and the sale had to be sanctioned by the court.

It was announced some weeks ago that the
site on which the laboratory would stand was
the blocks bounded by Sixty-fourth and Sixty-
eighth sts., Avenue A and the East River,
which is known as the old Schermerhorn farm
tract. It was owned by the estate of William
('. Schermerhorn, who died several months ago.
Not until yesterday, however, were the exact
boundaries of the site officially made known.
The official description of the site is that it
comprises the blocks bounded by Sixty-fourth
and Sixty-seventh sts., Avenue A and the East
River, and a strip having a depth of 50 feet on
the north side of Sixty-eighth-st., and extend-
ing from Avenue A to the East River. In the
transaction are also included the riparian
rights to the tract. The purchase price is given
as $700,000,

On the land stands a one and a half story
frame cottage, erroneously called the old Scher-
merhorn farmhouse, which is said to have been
built in 1727. August Braun, who came to this
country from npear Frankfurt-on-the-Main, has
lived in the house since the '60s. About thirty-
five years ago Mr. Braun started a bathing and
boating pavilion under the cliff near the water's
edge. e is said to have made many
thousand dollars from his boating and bathing
business. The home of the Pastime Athletic
Club also stands on the grounds. The club will
now have to get a new home. The firm of L. J.
Carpgnter perfected the negotiations.

I|DIES IN HER 102D YEAR.

;JI ount Vernon Weman Pined for
Sister, Who Died Aged 97

Mrs, Margaret Vidal Ccpe, the oldest resident
of Westchester County, died at the old Cope
homestead, No. 163 South Third-ave., Mount
Vernon, vesterday, from old age and a broken
keart. She was in her 102d year, and for more
than a year had been pining over the death of
her sister, Miss Maria Vidal, who was ninety-
nine years old when she died. For more than

| forty years Mrs. Cope and her sister lived a
secluded life at the homestead, which in the
summer time was almost hidden from the street
by tall shade trees, rose bushes and honeysuckle
vines, which climbed three sides of the house
to the roof. The couple for a score of years
seldom ventured beyond the gate. Last sum-
mer Mrs. Cope, though one hundred years old,
worked in her garden.

When Miss Vidal died Mrs. Cope began to fall.
She would sit for hours In her dead sister’'s
chair, mourning her loss. She engaged an aged
housekeeper, and they lived alone in the house.
On Wednesday night Mrs. Cope's heart beats
became extremely weak. Yesterday she passed
away as easily as though she had gone to sleep.

Her father was Francis Vidal, a Spaniard,
who took part in the Napoleonlc wars. She
was the last of four sisters, each of whom lived
more than ninety years. She owned real estate
in Mount Vernon worth about $100,000.

The funeral will be held at Trinity Episcopal
Church, of which Mrs. Cope was a member for
thirty-filve years. Nephews and nileces, it is
said, will inherit her fortune.

Buys $3,300,000 Quistanding Stock
of New-York and Hoboken Co.

The Delaware, Lackawanna and Western
Railroad Company, it was announced yesterday
by President Truesdale, has within the last few
days purchased control of the New-York and
Hoboken Ferry Company, which operates a line
of ferries from Barclay-st., Christopher-st. and
West Fourteenth-st. to Hoboken.

The New-York and Hoboken Ferry Company
has $£4,000,000 capital stock, of which $3,300,000
is outstanding, on which J per cent yearly divi-
dends have recently been paid. It is understood
that the Lackawanna has purchased practically
! the entire outstanding stock, paying for it nearly
| §4,000,000. For many years the railroad com-
| pany had a contract with the ferry company
| for the transportation of the rallroad's passen-
3 gers between Hoboken and this city. This
| agreement the railroad abrogated, it is sald, af-
ter unavailing attempts to get better terms,
and since last December the Lackawanna
| passengers carried to New-York have been paid
for at the regular ferry rates.

The railroad company threatened to build its
own ferries, and when a franchise was sought
for the New-York and Jersey tunnel it was re-
ported that the application was made in the
interest of the Lackawanna, which would bring
its passengers under the North River to its own
terminal on Manhattan Island.

The long disagreement between the Lacka-
wanna and the new controlling interests in the
New-York and Hoboken Ferry Company—the
Stevens family having some time ago sold out
their holdings—had the effect of depressing ma-
terially the prices of the ferry company's se-
curities, which are traded in on the curb.

Last December, however, the prices suddenly
advanced, the stock rising sharply from 75 to
08 bid, with a few or no sales. It was learned
that Gustav E. Kissel, a large shareholder, was
interested in the movement, and the further
fact developed that a gyndicate had been formed
to buy up the stock; but whether the syndicate
was operating in behalf of the old owners or
of the Lackawanna could not be ascertained.

It was learned yesterday from a stockholder,
however, that before the rise in the curb mar-
ket in December a private offer had been made
| to every stockholder for the purchase at par of
| his entire holding. This offer was reflected in
the sharp upward movement of the stock in the
market, but, as all of the shareholders had been
included in the offer, there was little actual
trading in the shares. The syndicate, having
purchased virtually all of the stock, deposited
it with a local trust company, and then opened
negotiations for the sale of it in a block to the
Lackawanna.

This explains the rather unusual feature of
the transaction—the purchase of the stock and
properties outright, railroads usually contenting
themselves with acquiring a majority of the
stock of properties which they find it advisable
to control.

Just what the Lackawanna paid the syndi-
cate for the ferry could not be learned, but it

is understood that the profits of the syndicate
were between 10 and 12 per cent.

TAKES OVER WESTCOTT EXPRESS.

American Company Now Owns It—Wells.
Fargo Offices to Come Here.

The American Express Company, it was an-
nounced yesterday, has taken over the control of
the Westcott Express Company.

““Yes, we own the Westcott Express Company,”
said James C. Farge, president of the American
Express Company, yesterday afternoon, “but I shall
not say how much of its stock we have acquired
or what price was paid for it. Thos2 are matters
which concern ourseives alone.”

The Westcott Express Company has $590,000 com-
mon stock and $150,000 7 per cent cumulative pre-
ferred stock. The company owns real estate in
New-York City, Brookiyn, Albany, Utica dnd
Rochester, and conducts an express business in
these cities, as well as in Troy, Syracuse, Jersey
City and Hoboken.

The headquarters of Wells, Fargo & Cp., it is
understood, will within the next few months be
removed from San Francisco to this city.

CITY HALL PARK STILL IN POCR SHAPE.

The resioration of City Hall Park Is proceeding
slowly. Commissioner Willcox's stirring up of the
contractors several weeks ago resulted in the
clearing up of the greater part of the debris, but
t);,ere is still a quantity of timber and bricks lying
about.

Some of the rickety wooden railings around the
grass plots look bad Except for these, much of
the park would be in fair condition, especiaily the
Broadway side. The central grass plots are in a
normal condition, but the Park Row side is in the
worst condition.

ACQUITS

Wife, with Arms Around His Neck,
Sobs with Joy.

Jonii M. Wisker, thé engineer who was in-
dicted for maneglaughter because he ran his
train by scignals and cansed the frightful rail-
road wreck in the Park-ave. tunnel on January
& 1902, was freed by a verdict of “not guilty™

yesterday in the criminal branch of the Su-
preme Court. When he heard the verdict "f
sank into a chair and exclaimed: “Thank God!
His devoted wife, who had been at his side
during his trial, flung her arms about him lnfl
said with a sob of joy: “Oh, John, you are free.

Wisker has had employment recently, while he
was at liberty, under bail awaiting his trial,
with the Western Electrical Company, in West-
st., at $14 a week. He has received no pay from
the railroad company for more than a year, as
he resigned soon after the accident in the tunnel.

After Wisker left the courtroom yesterday he
said he owed more than he could ever repay o
Frank Moss, his counsel, who had served him
like a brother. He said:

“Although I have been declared innocent and
am free to go my way, I shall never forget that
awful day or those terrible scenes that I wit-
nessed, and for which God knows I was not
responsible. I am going away from this city
for a while at least. I have been promised a
position by several people, and I have one thing
to be very thankful for—I have had friends in
need, who are friends indeed.”

In the charge to the jury yesterday morning
Justice Scott sald that Wisker was charged with
criminal neglect, not moral turpitude. He added:

“You must understand that the defendant
here is the only person on trial. You have no
concern whether or not there might have been
gome other persons or officers of the company
equally responsible with the defendant. I do not
say that there were such other persons. but you
have been sworn to try this defendant only.
This is not an action against the company for
damages.”

Justice Scott said, too, that the jury might
take into consideration theggestimony of Wisker
in his own behalf, and that “his appearance on
the witness stand was that of a man whose
mentality did not respond quickly.”

The jury was out two hours beifore the ver-
dict was returned. It was said later that the
jury voted ten for acquittal and two blanks on
the first ballot, and was unanimous for aec-
quittal on the second ballot. The demonstration
in the courtroom when the acquittal was an-
nounced indicated that the verdiet was a popu-
lar one.

There would be ample
room, however, on board the Hancock when she
waskcompleted. which would be In six or eight
weeks.

TRAIN ROBBED FOR THIRD TIME.

Lincoln, Neb.. April 24.—Passengers on a Burling-
ton train were robbed of $1,000 early this morning as
the train was leaving the Burlington Union Station
in this city.

The work was accomplished while the passengers
from branch lines, many of them asleep, were in
the station awaiting the arrival of Burlington
transcentinental trains. Confusion following the
discovery of the robbery permitted the robbers to
escape. Later they appeared on board an !mmigrant
sleeper. The conductor and porter, together with
passengers, were hurried into one end of the car
and jeved of their valuables by one manmn, whila
the others held the crowd back with guns. They
left the train between Lincoln and Miiford. This
train has been robbed three times within one hun-
dred miles of Lincoin. One of these raids last fall
nettéd $50.000 to the men who éid the work, and no
trace of them has ever been found.
