DISORDER OVER MONKS CONTINUES.

Capuchins Lead a Demonstration Against
Authorities.

Paris. April 25.—Disturbances more or less se-
rious were reported to-day from many sections
in connection with the dispersal of the congrega-
tions. At St. Etlenne the Capuchins fortified them-
selves within their convent, and at Havre the

Dominicans and Franciscans closed the entrances to
their bouses and compelled the authorities to bring
locksmiths to force the doors or have the polio-

scale the walls. At Rodez the Capuchins headed
a large crowd which made a demonstration aeainst
the authorities, and at Moolins the Rcdcmptorista

refused to admit the police to their convent and

declared that they had resolved to yield only to

force. Crowds made demonstrations at differ,nt

points In Brittany.
At Nantes a boisterous crowd surrounded the

courthouse; where the, Marquis de Dion was on
trial In connection with the disturbances yesterday

evening, in which mounted gendarmes charged and

scattered a crowd of about thro, thousand persons,
arresting twenty-three, among whom was the mar-
lii He pleaded the brutality of th. police in his
defence, and declared that he had not provoked

the trouble The court, however, found him guilty
ami sentenced him to throe day- Imprisonment."

Andre to the council of ministers after King

Edward's visit to Paris, and the coun-il of
ministers will, as usual, be presided over by

President Loubet. The opinion of those in the
best position to Judge the matter is that the
request of Dreyfus for the Minister of War to

open an investigation will not be granted by

the Cabinet, because if he has new facts to bring

forward his demand for the annulling or for the
revision of the trial of 1899 should, according to

the views of the highest legal authorities, be

properly addressed to the Minister of Justice and
not to the Minister of War. This course, more-

over, is in conformity with the vote of the Cham-

ber of Deputies and with the general trend of

EVEN CAPTAIN DOOLEY WAS FOOLED.

British,KillTwo Thousand of the

Mad Mullah's Followers.
Aden. April 'S>.- Brigadier General. Manning,

after an engagement with the Mad Mullah's
forces,.has relieved Colonel Cobbe near Gum-

hurru. SomalilaWd, forty-five miles westward
of Galadl. About two thousand of the Mullah's
men were killed. The British. loss is not known.

The few details obtainable of the disaster to

Colonel Plunketfs detachment on April 17 show

the Mullah's forces consisted of 3.000 horsemen
and 10.000 spearmen. They surrounded Colonel
Flunketts force in the open, and the Somali*,

after a heavy rifle fire, charged repeatedly, with

their horsemen and spearmen, on all sides. The

British detachment held out until its ammuni-
tion was exhausted, and then charged with the
bayonet, but it was ultimately overwhelmed by

weight of numbers. The British force fought

until all its officers and 170 men were killed.
Most of the handful of men who reached the
camp were wounded. The .Somalia' losses are
reported to have been enormous.

The Mullah's forces are reported to aggregate

from 3,000 to 4.om> mounted men and about
bO.OW spearmen.
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
