The Re-
llance was then formally declared in commission.
Immediately after the ceremony the mainsail and
clubtopsall were hoisted, the lir.f> were cast oi?
and the boat filled away on the port tack, the fnre-
staysail axid jib being Mt at: aha proceeded on the
heat out through the Fort Adams Channel In a
very lightbr«-<?Z'> frnm the MUtltwest.

Before she hud cleared the passage, however, the
wind suddenly rose, and came off the Conaaicut
shore in a series of wicked puffs. The Reliance
stood up under it in fine shapf. although ?ht> drove
through a swirl of brine and foam, and was heeled
down at a gr< at aiijrie. She kept, moving, despite
the mass of foam under her lee bow. and finally
reached smoother water off the lightship. She was
th- n sent away to the eastward for about two
niiirs. when sheets were flatttned.

Mr. Iselin came ashore about 5 o'clock thi* after-
noon, and said he w;is very much pleased with the
performance of (he yacht to-day, lie said that the
Reliance would go to Xew-Rochel!e i:i the morning.
and would remain there for about two weeks, tak-
ivii tuning up spins in the Sound as often as pos-
sible.

A party of strangers went on board the Reliance,
this morning while she was at anchor and took
measurements, it is believed, for a new suit of
sails. It is believed that Ratsey. the Enelish sail-
makfr. who has a l<>ft at City Island, will cut the
new canvas.

THE BELIANCE IN COMMISSION

When Sir Thomas Lipton heard of the report

that Ratsey &Lapthorn were making sails for
the American yachts, he expressed his incredul-
ity. When he read Mr. Ratsey's statement to
Th- Associated Press that the City Island branch
oi th° firm had made a suit of sails for the
Columbia, he said:

"Under the circumstances Ihave no opinion to
express at present."

From other sources it has been learned that
Mr. Ratsey promised never to make sails for the
("."fender while Sir Thomas was challenging for
thr cup.

Continuing, the paper admits that the chal-
lenger's outfit at present includes blocks of

American manufacture, but points out that these

neither increase nor decrease a yacht's speed,

while the sails are so important that one of the
leading American yacht clubs estimates them to

be more important than the hull. "What would

American yachtsmen think," "The Yachting

World" goes on, "if the owner of Shamrock 111
approached Herreshoff to obtain a design for a

challenger, which he is at perfect liberty to do?"

In conclusion, the paper says it trusts *hat

"those responsible for the sailing of the defend-
er willabandon their intention of using anything

in the defence of the cup which can he identified
with Great Britain."
