He has one
son, W. Royal Crosby, v. ho is said to be Inbusi-
ness at No. 47 Broadway.

At C. E. Crosby's home last night information
was refused. The Rev. D. Parker Morgan, of
the Church of the Heavenly Rest, referred re-
porters to the Rev. John Williams, the assistant
rector of the church. He was found late last
night at the Hotel Belmont.

DID NOT RESCUE ENGINEERS.

Captain Pershing Preparing to Lead a Col-
umn Around Lake Lanao.

Manila, May I.—Governor Cailles of Laguna

Province and a party of volunteers yesterday
captured Rios, the fanatical Filipino leader in
that part of the Island of Luzon. Rios was
formerly a blacksmith of TayaVias, and claimed
to be of divine origin in the presence cf a crowd

of natives, declaring ht- came frum heaven, car-
rying a box labelled "Independence," and
promised to open the box when the people re-
belled. Ht- attracted many followers and started
an insurrection, which the constabulary sup-
pressed. Rios, who tied to the mountains and
later claimed the title of "Pope of Luzon," and
who alpo asserted he was a prophet, had been in
hiding for months. Governor Cailles captured

Kios in the disguise the latter had worn when
appearing as • piophet. He Is said to be guilty

of many crimes, and probably will be tried for
munjt-r.

A fanatical Moro attacked an outpost at
Camp Vicars, island cf Mindanao, yesterday

and wounded three soldiers before he was
killed.

Captain Pershing. in command at Camp
Vicars, is preparing to lead a column around the
east shore of Lake Lanao. Opposition Is ex-
pected.

Major General Davis, the military commander
In chi-f. has gone to Bengu^t, to confer with
Governor Taft concerning the government for
the Moros.

The insurgent movement at Misamia, Min-
danao. hiiS collapsed. About two hundred of
th<- most active rebels have surrendered and the
people are returning to the towns and to their
rot at ions.

FILIPINO FANATIC CAPTTJRED.

German Judge Also Imposed a Sentence of
Imprisonment on Mr. Landger.

Solingen. Rhenish Pru-sia. May I.—United
Slates Consul Landger was fined S7 50 to-day
by the Judge of a local court for disorderly con-
duct in the courtroom, where he was present
as a witness. Mr. Landger protested that he
was a United States official, and could not be
lined In ihat manner; thereupon the judge sen-
tenced htm to one day's arrest for continued
disorderly behavior.
It seems that Mr. Landger was invited to

appear before a min3r court as a witness against

Herr Dittmann, editor of a Socialist newspaper,

who published the following paragraph In his
paper:

Mr.Landger has exhibited Inhis show window
a broken chair, with the inscription, "Such goods
can be bought at

(naming a local tlrm).

This firm answered by exhibiting Inits windows
some of Mr. Landger*a notes, with the inscrip-
tion, "For Sale Cheap."

During the hearing of the case to-day against

Herr Dittmann, the presiding judge questioned
Mr. Landger with the view of clearing up the
matter between him and the chair dealer. Mr.

Landser answered excitedly, "What's the mean-
ingof this? Yo-i are questioning me here about
my private affairs. Iam not the accused."'

In this remark the court saw a gross mis-
demeanor, and fined the American Consul ?7 ."\u25ba*>.
After several evasive answers Mr. Landger re-
fused to give any further testimony, where-
upon the court sentenced him to one day's ar-

rest. Mr. Landger protested against this, as-
serting that, as an American citizen, he could
not be sentenced by a German court. Before
steps were taken to arrest Mr. I>and?er he left
the courtroom and went to ESberfeJd to see the
president of the District Court, who at one*
gave notice to the Solingtr court not to molest
the consul further, and to order an Investiga-

tion. Subsequently, the Solinger judge suspend-
ed the sentence, but did not cancel it.

KingEdward proceeded to the

British Embassy. In the Hue dv Faubourg St.
Honore, where sumptuous apartments had been
prepared for him, including a throne room, fur-
mmsed from the art treasures of the Horghese

Palace. Above the embaps> transformed into a
palace, the royal standard of Oreat Britain was

raised. The Rue dv Faubour/r St. Honore was
densely packed, and the crowds continuously ac-
claimed his majesty.

After a brief rest at the embassy Kin? Ed-
ward proceeded, with an escort of cuirassiers.
to the Elysee Palace, where he was received by

President Loubet. They remained together
alone for some time. When the King was on his
way to the Elysee the crowds continued their
friendly manifestations.

To-night the city of Paris presented a fairy-

like spectacle. The fagaie of the Op6n was
aglow with a myriad of lights, the Column Ven-
dome was crowned with light, and along the

boulevards arches supported flaming crowns and
other devices welcoming King Edward. The
thoroughfares of the city were blocked with
good natured crowds.

President Loubet proceeded to the British Em-
bassy at 8 o'clock, and escorted the King
through the illuminated streets to the Theatre
Francais to witnes? the production of "L'Autre
Danger." The entire theatn: was occupied by

invited guests of the government, and the audi-
ence was made up of the foremost men and
women of France. Cpon arriving at the theatre
KingEdward puirirrt in the foyer to chat with
Prince Mur:-t and other old friends. The audi-
ence arose to its feet ns the Kingand the Presi-
dent entered the Presidental box, on the right of
the proscenium. King Edward wore evening
dress, and seemed keenly to enjoy the per-
formance. He s.niiingly acknowledged the fre-
quent demonstrations in his honor.

Eighty-seven Start in a Fifty-two-Mile Race—
Won by E. F. Broad. j

London. May I.—Eighty-seven members of the
London Stock Exchange started this morning from

Westminster Bridge on a May Day walk to the
Brighton Aquarium. Great interest had been ex-

Icited in this contest, for which the competing mem-
Ibers had been training for weeks past. Handsome
prizes were offered to the competitors in this flfty-
two-and-one-quarter-mlle tramp, and considerable
sums of money changed hands on the result. A
large crowd was present when the start was effected
at 6:30 o'clock, in cloudy, unpromising weather.
Most of the men donned running costumes, and the
striking appearance of many of them led to such a
fire of Jeers that when the word "Go! ' was given
they started off with the greatest alacrity, evidently
glad to get beyond the reach of the charting specta-
tors. For some time after the start the route fol-
towed resembled the road to Epsom on Derby Day.
Many motors and carriages and hundreds of cyclists

and pedestrians formed a convoy for the con-
testants, while patent food purveyors utilized the
occasion to the fullest extent, scores of them send- ,
ing motors with supplies of their products for free
distribution to the struggling stock jobbers. Before

"Washington. May I.—{Special)—An Instructive
and gratifying summary of domestic trade move-
ments Is presented In the March summary of In-
ternal commerce, to be Issued next week by the
Treasury Bureau of Statistics.

SPANISH WAR CLAIMS.

The Commission States Principles
That WillGovern Its Decisions.

Washington. May The Spanish Treaty Claims
Commission to-day filed a statement of the prin-
ciples which will govern its decisions on claims
of American citizens against Spain which have
been assumed by the United States. Ine state-
ment includes certain propositions which were
made first in November. 1902. and five new rules.

A summary of the whole is as follows:

First—The United States will pay only those
claims which Spain was bound to pay before the
United States assumed their payment.

Second— There was no recognition of Cuban bel-
ligerency which barred the claims of our citizens.

Third— general rule is th.it where an armed
Insurrection has gone beyond control the parent
government Is not responsible to neutral foreigners
for damages done by the Insurgents.

Fourth—Notice is judicially taken that the Cuban
Insurrection went beyond control. If. however, in
any case it Is proved that by due diligence Spain
might have prevented the damages done, she wi'l
be held liable for such damages.

Fifth—Spain was entitled to uso all legitimate
war measures to suppref-s the Insurrection: but
for damages done by Illegitimate war measures M
neutral foreigners she was liable.

Sixth—The commission Is bound to Impose th*
modern humane limitations upon the use of recon-
centration as a war measure.

Seventh— The parent State Is bound to give to the
property of neutral foreigners such reasonable
protection as the circumstances will permit. It
must abstain from unnecessary and wanton de-
struction. It must for removed inhabitants provide
food and shelter, guard them from sickness and
death and from cruelty and hardship, and it must
not discriminate against any class of neutral for-
eigners.

Eighth—Foreigners as well as subjects must
submit to the casualties of war. and their prop-
erty is liable to be taken or destroyed by the armies
of either belligerent; but Ifin any case Spain has*
failed to fulfil her obligations in connection with
reconcentration orders she will be hold liable for
the damages done.

Ninth—The treaty of 1795 and the Cushlng pro-
tocol of 1577 wer»" m farce during the Insurrection.

Tenth— VII of that treaty against em-
bargoes and detentions applies to real estate and
oth«r property on land.

Eleventh—But nothing in the treaty will be so
applied us to render Spain liable for damages -lone
to property In the track of war or by military
movements not unnecessarily and wantonly con-
ducted.

THE NATIONAL FINANCES.

The warmth of the King's reception at Paris

hai created a profound impression here. The

editorial columns of this morning's papers rlnff
with praises of France and the French, while

the King himself is credited with having

achieved a notable personal triumph.

Dispatches from all the Continental capitals

agree in declaring that the Balkan situation

has been rendered exceedingly grave by the
dynamite outrages at Sulonica.

STATE OF SIEGE AT SALONICA.

The scenes at the stronghold where the troops

are mobilizing are spirited, picturesque and in-
teresting. The troops are nearly all redifs. and

they have new uniforms, Instead of and

tatters, as is the case with the other regulars.

They are receiving fresh supplies of boots for
the expected march, and they have new repeat-

ing guns and short arms. The Turks are re-

forming the administrative methods, and the

Inspector general is in earnest in prosecuting the

work. The change in the spirit of the adminis-
tration comes too late. The conflict of race ten-

dencies and religlona must be carried to a final
issue.

The continued expulsion of the Christian gen-

darmes by the Albanians forces all but the ex-
tremely optimistic and credulous Turks to aban-
don the hope of the maintenance of the reforms

either InAlbania or Old Servia, where the doml-
nrnt race cannot be reconciled to new poli-

cies. The British Consul considers it little short

of murder to appoint Christian gendarmes. The
Russian consul says the strict letter of the re-
form proposals must be complied with, or the
European powers will intervene.

Russia is not a trustworthy friend of the lit-
tle principality which she. emancipated and

transformed into a nationality in the campaign

of 1877. A former minister at Sofia, who was

forced to retire from office on account of anti-
Russian policies, tohl me that he thought Rus-
sia's game was to allow Bulgaria to be at-
tacked, and then intervene for the protection

of the principality, and never withdraw its

troops. This Is the opinion of many, who ques-

tion the Turkish interpretation of the present

mobilization of troops at Verosovich. Russian
diplomacy may not be so shallow as dull people
suppose.

Uskub, Macedonia, via London, May I.—Ihave
returned from Verosovich, where the mobiliza-
tion of troops for the occupation of Albania Is
going on. About twenty-five thousand soldiers
are now massed at Verosovich, and, while no
definite Information can be secured respecting
their marching orders or the time of their ad-
vance, it is confidently expected at Uskub, which
is the chief centre of Macedonian news, that the
Turks wiil be in motion before the end of an-
other week. The Turkish authorities assert that
a. march will be made on Prisrend, which will
be the seat of military occupation.

The Sultan's commission for bringing about
the pacification of the Albanians has utterly

failed so far. Two of the commissioners reached
Dehakova, and the others are still reported at
li>ek, wher«, possibly, they are held as hostages,

although this is doubtful, as they returned once
to Mitrovitza, and went back to the interior of
Albania. The advance of the Turkish troops

will be made as soon as the commission returns

from its mission. The object of the militaryoc-
cupation will be the capture and banishment of
the ringleaders of the Albanian revolt against

the Sultan's reforms. The Turkish officers seem

confident of a more or less peaceful occupation

of Albania.

London. May 2, 1 a, m.—The British Alaska
case has been worked up with scientific thor-
oughness by the Canadian staff under the gen-
eral direction of F. C. Wade and Edward Blake.

Outrages There Produce Alarm at Con-
stantinople.

Constantinople, May I.—A state of 3lege has

been proclaimed at Salonica, where the Ottoman
Bank was destroyed by dynamite yesterday and
the Turkish postofflce and other buildings were

attacked by bands of men armed with bombs,

and extraordinary military precautions have

been ordered everywhere in the empire, as it is

anticipated that similar anarchistic outrages

may be attempted at Constantinople and else-

where. The greatest indignation has been

aroused. The action of the Macedonian Com-
mittee in directing attacks on foreign property
was evidently with the view of provoking the
Intervention of tne powers. It is feared the
outrages may lead 10 massacres of Macedonians
and Bulgarians by Mussulmans, who are in a
state of dangerous excitement.
