OPENING AS A VALEDICTORY.

The opening of Morris Park, which always

places the sterling mark on the racing season,

was. as it happened this year, in the nature of

a valedictory.

The
Erie people eery much wanted the bulkhead
tamefiiately in front of this block, in order to

mz. their cars from floats straight across the

street toto their yard. Egar.'s application for
a lease of the bulkhead, which at that time
\u25a0was lying idle, was made In December.

-The

nrrhc3tion asked for the bulkhead between
Tv-^Tjty-sever.th and Twenty-eighth sts. This

was granted for a three year term. Then some
one discovered that a mistake had been made.
and surreptitiously changed the specified loca-
tion so as to make it between Twenty-eighth

imd Twenty-ninth sts. This was the bulkhead
that tht Erie wanted, and the company was
willingto pay a round price for it. as it had
fper.t about ...... on improvements in that
immediate locality. Eear.'."= lease shut it out.

Wad we found that we were shut out." said
an Erie official yesterday, "we hunted around

for Fc-.r we couldn't find him. We could get
r,o information at the office of the Dock Board.
They told us that Egan never came to the office:
that he s»nt ttse rent for the bulkhead that he
had just rented to the office by special mes-
ter.ger. and that it was in bills, and not a check.
Finally we put detectives on the trail of Egan.
and after a long chase we . found him to be a
clerk, about twenty-five or thirty years of age.

in a Broadway office. .But he would not come to

terms We wert willingfto pay a good round
price for the bulkhead, but Egan would not be
pinned down. We saw at once that he was try-

ing to 'work' us for a bigprice, and we made up
our ada that we could do without that par-
ticular bulkhead. That is what we have done.

We pal the bulkhead below, and have laid our

tracks through the street from our freight yard

to at toconnect with it. Since then business has
not been- very brisk at Egan's bulkhead. I
don't believe !he has much more than paid his
rent out cf his receipts. Naughton & Co.. of
which Daniel F. McMahon is a prominent mem-
ber, used the bulkhead for sand and brick un-
loading, and we have an agreement with Epan

to pay him $5 a day for it." We have been pay-

ins tfcat right along;, pending the buildingof our

new facilities on the old Panama dock, which
we acquired st a cost to us of $120,000. Idon
know what Naughton & Co. have been able to
turn in to Egan in the way of "business. So far

a*Iknow. it has not been a very extensive

trade. It strikes me that the Corporation Coun-
sel has put a steep estimate on the value of the
bulkhead, even with a dumping board privilege

included. Iunderstand that the Pennsylvania

Railroad Company has just rented a pier and

dumping board at Thirtieth-st.. just above
Egan's, for something like $15,500 a year. This
Is a very high price. Unless there is a lot of
dumping to be done there the company willno-
come out even on the deal. While the subway is

building, all the dumping privileges up »nd
down the waterfront are enormously valuable.
Ithink it will turn out that Mr. Cram, ex-
jresident of the board, ie a square man.

The other section provides that "any person

who shall knowingly and wilfullyobstruct or
retard the passage of mail carrier shall for

every such offence be punishable by a fine of

not more than $100." \''*}:\

in the meaning of the law! contemplates just1

such an offence as that reported.
