U. OF P. SAYS MEN ARE ELIGIBLE.

To Run Hyman and Klaer at Cornell To-
day—Sherwood Barred.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Philadelphia, May 15.—Pennsylvania has assumed
a peosition in regard to the eligibility of Hyman
and Klaer, two of the three track men questioned
by Cornell that places the Red and Blue in a
very unenviable position in the opinion of those
who have been the most sincere admirers of her
endeavor in the last five years to cleanse college
sport. Pennsylvania has a set of rules governing
her own athletes, identical with the laws .laid
down by the Brown conference. They are stricter
than the intereollegiate rules and govern all
Penusylvania’s boating and feotball men, and were
supposed by all to govern every athiete who rep-
resents the university.

Cornell questioned the eligibility of Sherwood,
Hyman and Kiaer. The first Peansylvania dis-

{ qualified herself, but in the case of the latter two

her committee has declared that, although they
are ineligible according to the Pennsylvania code,
they are not according to the rules of the 1. C. A.
A. U., whieh, it is claimed, governs the dual meet
with Cornell. Briefly, the case is as follows: Pean-
sylvania’s rules debar any man from ever repre-
senting her who has represented another college

for Amherst in the New-England in-
s four years before he came to Penn-
sylvania. The intercollegiate rules only debar a
man who has run four years in the Mott Haven

games.
Thus Klaer is ineligible by the Pennsylvania
code, but eligible for the intercollegiates.

Hyman comes under the one year residence rule.
