THE CZAR AND THE JEWS.

What is surprising in cennection with the horri-
ble events of Kishineff is that the authorities and
the newspupers, at least one of them, the “Bes-
sarabick,”” should have assumed an attitude so 4if-
ferent from that of the Czar in regard to the Jews.
s latest ukases and declarations showed that he
held views different from those of his pradacessors
on that ouestion. There was a time, under Nich-
olas 1. when the Jew was considered an abject
being, deserving no consideration at all. Nicholas
I persecuted the “Jidy,” and was imitated in that
by his general governors and other functionaries.
Alexander IT did not ill treat the Jews, but Alex-
ander 111, on ascending the throne, had the firm
conviction that the Jews were a plague for the
Russians, He persecuted them all, good and bad,

The present Czar, being left absolutely free, when |

he was young, travelled the world over, not as the
future Emperor of the greatest empire of the
world. but as an ordinary voyager. His mother,
now the Dowager Empress Dagmar Maria, often
begged her husband to recall their son, especially

after the attempt made on his life in Japan.
Alexander I1II answeired always: “Let him run
around; he iz learning.” Nicholas IT has learned

many things which he would have been ignorant 1

of had he been brought up like his ancestors.
has crossed Siberia Incognito, and when he was
recognized the officials were forbidden under pen-
alty of dismissal to notice him as the Czar's heir.
Nicholas 11 then Jearned that the Jews are in certain
cases indispersable. and that his father,, in banish-
ing them, had “‘taken off the wheels from the cart.”
He began by granting them some liberties, in order
not to alarm public opinion, which is, contrary to
his predece wws’ policy, held 'n high cond#ideration
by the present Czar. Unfortunately he did not al-
ways succeed in applying his benevolent and lib-
eral views. Still, he kept on granting priviliges
to the Jews, authorizing them to buy lands, to re-

side at Riga, and many other things which the
Jews themselves did not venture to dream of. 1t
was to be expected thai everything would go well,
but, unfortunately, r ~fous sectarianism took
hold of the Muscovites, and the Kishineff atroci-
