He said she footed
very fast in a slight breeze off Newport and Watch
Hill. She sailed from New-Rochelle to City Island,

and while oft Execution Light she was brought

within three points to the wind, and she heeled
well and footed better than ever before.

While the Reliance is on the ways at City Island
her tender, Sunbeam, will be anchored in front
of the shipyard, where the sailors sleep, eat ana
guard the yacht. After Mr. Jacobs has thoroughly

scrubbed and cleaned Reliance Mr. Iselin's painters
will polish her with a secret preparation to ac-
celerate her slipping through the water. Her sails
have all been stored away in the sail loft at City

Island, and when she is ready for the water again
she will try, it is reported, a new set of Ratsey a
sails. , _, '.

On Tuesday she willhave a trial spin, and from
that time on she will be given two trials dally, so
that she willbe thoroughly tuned up inreadiness for
her races with the Columbia and Constitution on
May 21, under the auspices of the New-York Yacht
Club. While at City Island she will be guarded by

a patrol of sailors.

OF INTEREST TO YACHTSMEN.

Challenger in lAghi Aitt Shows
Dangerous Speed.

London, May 16.—The introduction to the. story

of the America's Cup races of 1903 will be closed
when the Shamrocks are docked at Greenock for
dismantling. An expert analysis of the new chal-
lenger's work In the trials on thl? side of the At-
lantic proves that she is undoubtedly the best
challenger ever built Her friends assert thaU-in
the wc-ather and under the conditions prevailing

Inher trials she is the fastest Cup racer ever pro-
duced. There haa been, however, no opportunity
to Judge of her sailing qualities In a heavy sea and
wind. The trials were all fine weather sailing, with
occasionally a fresh breeze, but never wind enough

to break the spray over her bow3. Hence winis of
over ten knots strength may find the challenger's

weakness.
Her out and lr form still nuzzles outsiders, but

the best Judgres are unan'mously of the opinion

that this Is proof that the fine form shown might

have been improved had the skipper and designer

desired. Comparisons based on the trials show

that the challenger in gome; to windward in fresh
weather is better than Shamrock Iby a min-
ute on the mile, and in a hard breeze ana smooth

water twenty seconds better, and that in running

down the wind she is probably half these times
better than the old boat, while In reaching in a
moderate breeze she excels Shamrock Iby about

half a minute.
Considering that under similar conditions Sham-

rock I.oft* and on, was as good as Shamrock IT,

calculations can be completed with Shamrock ll's
performance against the Coumbla. It must, how-
ever, be remembored that the challenger has a
largely increased sail area over that of any other
Cup racos. anil that unless the Reliance ha» gone
to the same extreme as the challenger Vhere will
be a heavy time allowance penalty.

The final race between the Shamrocks on this

side of the Atlantic had been arranged for to-d*y,
but the severity of the weather prevented the
yachts from leaving their mooring!*.

Sir Thomas Lipton said to-day:

Iwould have liked at least one more trial in
fresh weather. This, however, is no time to take
risks. The yachts, therefore, will immediately l>e
stripped and" prepared for the voyage across. Iam
quite satisfied with the challengers work In every

kind of weather in which she has aalleu.

The Shamrocks were towed to Grecrioek this
afternoon. Sir Thomas Lipton says he expects a
fortnight will easily cover thtir fitting out for the
Atlantic voyage.
