Atrocities Have Been Underrated.
Abraham Polovnick. a Hebrew tailor. is here

from Kislilrseff. aft« an experience that.'-nhile not
«- tcrrlbe ?s that of many ofhis fellows, was one

that he willlong remember. For fcrty-eight hoars

he and Us tv!fe and child, his slater, her husband
and their lour children lay huddled beneath

a pile of barrels In the cellar of their house

while the anti-Semitic mob did its work In

the mm outside. That their hldtnff place

was not discovered was due to the kindness

of a Gontile who occupied the same house, nr.d

irtw when ike Infuriated rioters would have ran-

sacked it, induced them to so away on the plea

that the place was the home oC a Gentile only.

As It was. the windows of the house were —*—

and all of the family's belongings destroyed.

Polovnick sent his wife and child to Odessa, where

they will be. safe with friends, and himself came

to America.

Polovnick thinks that many

of the butchers were pn-pared for the massacre.

»nd that they carried knives ana pistols to church

with them hidden under their cloaks. Ho is cer-

tain that their weapons were ready to hand when

the time came to use them.
Polovnick says that the reports of mutilated

bodies and of the most horrible tortures have not

been exaggerated, but that they have been under-
rated, and that the full terror of the situation for

those awful three days can onlybe appreciated by

those whose, wives and brothers and sisters and

children fell around them.

Pclovr.iek confirms the reports or the indiffer-

ence of the authorities, both civic and military,

arsd declares that the requests of the Jews for help

wer* ignored. Some of the better class ••: the
O-ntile population, he says, would have done what
they coul<i to prevent the slaughter, but for the

fear that tne ignorant element of the Russian popu-
lation would turn their fanatic energy on them.

Polovnick says that the outrage will cause the
emigration of a vr-at many Russian Jews to 1nls
«-ountr>- for while most of thfm have always

1bought of America as a refuge from the persecu-
tions which have always been their lot in Russi 1.
this last calamity has determined •>!)• m to leave
Russia as soon as they are able. The lack if
money to pay their passage is the chief difficulty.
as It often takes many years' savings to pay for
the trip. _ ,

Ex-Justice Fursman declared it was a lawful con-
sent of the chief clerk togive the indictments to the

District Attorney; lawful consent on his part to give

Mills by Andrew D. Meloy. Brindley ha.l forced
the indictments on Mills: had really wanted to sell
them. Mill;" was put on the stand and told of ;i

quarrel between himself and Meloy. He wanted the
board of directors of the Lone Pine MiningCompany

to see the District Attorney and try to prevail on
him temporarily, at least to drop the prosecution
of Flower, or the company would be ruined. He
denied that he had said that Mr. Garvan could be
bought. Meloy had said to witness:

"if you stick to Flower I'llput you out or busi-
ness in two months. Remember what Isay." Th«»
conversation Which Meloy testified referred to Mr.
Garvan and tho chances of buying him was denied
by Mills. Meloy bad tola witness that Brind-
ley represented Mr. Hart, a lawyer, who bad been

getting Claims to bring suit against Dr. Flower.
Mills believed Brindley was to use hi.s influence
with Hart, and that th« latter was to refuse to
take any more suits against Dr. Flower and the
Lone Pine Mining Company. Brindley was to get
$2,000 to give to Hart. Mr. Garvan's name was not

mentioned in the conversations.
The examination will be continued to-day.

HOLDS GRAND TRUNK RESPONSIBLE.

Detroit. Bias 13.—The coroner's jury to-dtiy ren-
dered a verdict finding the Grand Trunk Railway
responsible for the accident at. Cantleld and De-
Qtitndre sts., on the night of May 3. when a Grand
Trunk train ran into a number of Polish excur-
sionists from Toledo who were boarding a Lake
Shore excursion train at that point, and nine of the
Pol \u25a0 were killed.

Accused Lawyer's Defence That He IsVictim

of MeloyPlot.
Counsel for George Edward Mills, attorney for

Dr. Richard S. Flower, accused of trying by bribery

to get five indictments against Dr. Flower, opened

the defence yesterday.

may be found in possession of the defendants.

The. defendants named in the papers are Richard
C Flower Henry B. Clifford, Maude F. Clifford
his wife- Andrew Meloy, Charles A. Douglass, B.
F. Mellor, W. E. Hale, the Lone Pine MiningCom-
pany, the Terranitis Mining Company, the Little
Giant MiningCompany and the Old Terrible Min-
ing Company. The Arizona Company also is made
a defendant technically. According to affidavits
filed by Sholtz. the Arizona Company was organized

by Flower and the Cliffords in 1£97 and Incorpo-
rated under the laws of West Virginia. Directors
were appointed, but never took any active part in
the business, permitting Flower and the Cliffords
to run things to suit themselves, and the latter
now have most of the stock in their control. In
1601. the plaintiff asserts, tne Lone Pine Mining
Company was fraudulently organized from the as-
sets of the Arizona Company, the object being to
take from the latter the Lone Pine mine. The de-
fendants issued stock worth $4,000,000 of the Lone
Pine Company, exchanging part of it for Arizona
stock.

Then, it is charged, the defendants, with the ex-
ception of the Cliffords, organized the Old Terrible
Mining Company In the fame way, and deprived
the Arizona Company of the mine of that name.
Then Flower and the Cliffords, having had trouble
with the other defendants, organized ft similar
company, which was called the Terranitls Mining
Company.
