Alderman Dowling, of the IXth District, elected
on the fusion ticket in 1901, with his fusion col-
leagues, Florence, Bill, Goldwater and Malone,
voted yesterday with the Tammany aldermen and
passed a resolution electing John T. McCall chair-
man of the Finance Committee, in place of Herbert
Parsons, who has since the organization of the
board been chairman, and, accordingly, a member
of the Sinking Fund Commission.

CORE WALLS ON SAND.

Enginecers Consider Solid Masonry
for Jerome Park Reservoir.

There is a strong probability that the core
walls in the Jerome Park Reservoir will be re-
placed with solld masonry reaching to a rock
foundation. The change will cost about $400,-
000. Another change that probably will have
to be made would give a thicker concrete
“floor” to the bed of the reservoir. The present
plans call for a three inch concrete Hning or
flooring for the reservoir. This, in the opinion
of Chief Engineer Hill, of the Aqueduct Com-
mission, and of Chief Engineer McLean, of the
Finance Department, is inadequate. It is un-
derstood that both Messrs. Hill and McLean
inclined to favor an eight inch lining for
bottom of the reservoir. This change will
volve an expenditure of about $217,000, and
end is not yet.

The work on the Jerome Park Reservoir is in
a most unusuel condition on account of a dif-
ference of opinion about the stability of the
walls and the concrete bottom. A Tribune re-
porter was informed vesterday that before the
reservoir is finished it will prove to be the most
expensive one in the world. and that it is doubt-
ful if it will hold water satisfactorily at that.

China Yields to All Demands Made
by the Czar.

London, May 20.—According to a Peking dis-
patch to “The Times,” dated May 19, the situa-
tion at New-Chwang and in Manchyria, in spite
of proclamations and assurances, i; unchanged.
There is a constant flow of Russians and war
material to both the Chinese and Corean banks
of the Yalu River. Trustworthy evidence, says
the dispatch, confirms the truth of the report
that numbers of Chinese described as former
brigands are officered by Russians.

UNITED STATES FIRM.

Will Insist to the End on Equal
Trade Privileges in Manchuria.

Washington, May 19.—Regardless of the out-
come of the present negotiations respecting the
political domination of Manchuria, it can be
stated that this government is prepared to insist
to the end on commercial privileges for United
States merchants in Manchuria equal to those

enjoyed by the merchants of other natlons, Rus-
sia included.

The State Department has had pledges from
Russia that, even in the event of Manchuria
passing under Russian control, our commerce
and trade privileges should not suffer. and it
will hold that our commerce would suffer if
Russian goods can enter Manchuria free while
United States goods are forced to pay duty.

This attitude of the State Department will,
it is believed, go far toward reassuring the
Southern cotton interests. which have become
alarmed at the possible loss of their very best

market.

GREAT BRITAIN'S TERMS TO CHINA.

The Same as Those Accepted by the United
States

Washington, May 19.—Great Britain has de-
cided to accord to China the same terms in the
gettlement of the Boxer indemnity as those ac-
cepted by the United States. The State Depart-
ment has been informed that the English Chargé
d'Affaires at Peking has signified the willingness
of his government to accept payment on a sil-
ver basis for a term of years, reserving under
nd the right to receive payment of any de-
jency that might exist should it hereafter be
decided that the payments should have been
made on a gold basis This greatly strengthens
-he attitude of the United States, which had
been almost single handed in its fight for the
payment of the indemnity on a silver basis.

London, May 20.—“The Times's” Tokio cor-
respondent asserts that the Russians are ap-
parently trying establish a settlement at
Yongampho, which is situated southwest of
Wiju, Corea, and commands the mouth of the

CUBA’'S ANNIVERSARY.

Good Government, Temperate Views
and Growing Prosperity Shown.

The Republic of Cuba is one year old to-day.
There is not in the history of a single Latin-
American country a favorable comparison with
the ausplcuous circumstances under which free
Cuba observes the first anniversary of her birth.
Her career for the initial year fully justifies the
terse summing up of a member of the United
States Congress who recently returned from
the island. He said: *“Cuba has disappointed
her enemies and more than gratified bher
friends.”

Those jealous of the indisputable success of
the Cuban Government cannot attribute it to
any kindly or charitable assistance from the
United States. It is true that this country is
in large measure responsible for the indepen-
dence of Cuba, and for the sovereigniy of the
country the Cubans are indebted to the mag-
nanimity of the United States, but for the
rogress made since Cuba took its place among
nations & year ago and the success with which
the government has been organized and main-
tained the Cuban people deserve all credit.
Cuba is to-day stronger financially and phys-
ically than her most sanguine friends predicted.
Politically, the country is cleaner than ever in
its history. All this has been accomplished
without outside aid. Cuba, it may be sald, has
most successfully survived what many have
termed the critical period.

On May 20, 1902, when General Tomas
trada Paima was inaugurated In Havana
President of the new republic there were many
who predicted a short and bitter career for the
Cuban Government. Wagers were freely offered
that Cuba, within a year, even before six
months, would be annexed to the United States.
Clvic strife, financial disaster, commercial
retrogression and fncapacity for self-govern-
ment “.'ere advanced as some of the probable
causes that would make a failure of the under-
taking. None of these have befallen the young
republic, which, although still in its swaddling
clothes, presents a record of which it can be
justly proud.
