NEW BRIDGE REGULATIONS DISPLEASE

Tezmsters Must Turn in from the Right—
An Arrest Made.

Deputy Commissioner Piper. through two of his
Central Office men. McCulloch and Burns, extend-
ed traffic regulations to the entrance of the Brook-
Iyn Bridge last evening with results that ‘were not
wholly productive of good feeling among the driv-
ers. Burns and McCulioch, in plain clothes, posted
themselves in the street and ordered the vehicles
according to instructions. The feature of their
plan was an arrangement by which teams coming
down Park Row intending to turn in to the left
were compelled to go down almost to Frankfort
street, and there turn into the line of vehicles go-
ing north. The scheme caused a lot of confusion
and much profanity, and the trolley cars spoiled it
most of the time.

The incident which drew the attention of many
in the homegoing crowds to the new regulations
was the arrest shortly after 7 o'clock of John Mc-
Laughlin, of No. 230 Fourth-ave.. Brooklyn, a

driver for F. Donovan & Co.. of No. 614 Union-st., |

Brooklyn. McLaughlin is well known as a good
teamster to the regular bridge police and trans-
portation officials, and they. as well as other wit-
nesses of the affalr, declare that he was innocent
of intended wviolation of the traffic rule. He was
driving down Park Row, and attempted, as he had
always done before, to cut across the trolley tracks
and go directly into the driveway.

Harriman at Paul Smith's, when he had his

first attack of appendicitis. Dr. Trudeau left

Saranac Lake last evening and will reach New-

York this morning.

Mr. Harriman, it was said last evening, has
almost recovered from his second attack and is
in splendid condition for an operation. He ex-
pressed his utmost confidence in the judgment

- of the physicians, but said he would like to
have them meet and talk with Dr. Trudeau
before the operation should take place. He felt
that Dr. Trudeau, having had charge of him
during his first attack of the disease, knew his
!constltution and understood the cause of the
ailment, He would therefore like to hear his
opinion. He felt he could stand an operation
well, and if the doctors thought it the best thing

to do he was willing.
Dr. Trudeau will meet the surgeons at the

Hotel Netherland on his arrival here. Should
the operation be performed, as is expected, it
will take place between 8 and 10 o'clock in the
rooms Mr. Harriman has engaged in the Neth-
erland. Dr. Bull will have charge. The doc-
tors have no fear of the resuit, it was said last
evening, owing to the patient’s general condl-
tion. 3

Mr. Harriman was driven to the hotel in a
carriage last evening. He walked into the hotel
to the elevator and then went to his room. He

looked much improved.

CLEVELAND TROLLEY DEAL

Company with Probably $23,500,000 Capital
to Operate All Lines.

Cleveland, May 19.—After negotiations car-
ried on for many months with a view to con-
solidating the two big street railway companies
of this city, an agreement was reached to-day
at a conference between Senator Hanna, presi-
dent of the Cleveland City Railway Company,
and President Horace E. Andrews, of the Cleve-
land Electric Railway Company, which will re-
sult in the amalgamation of their interests and
the placing of all lines under one manage-
ment. It is understood that the new company
will have a capitalization of not less than $28
500,000, Senator Hanna will, it is said, .be the
chairman of the board of directors, while Mr.
Andrews will be president.

The consolidated company will issue universal
transfers, it is said, but there .w_ﬂl probably be
no reduction in fare, as was ongu}a]ly proposed
by the promoters of the deal. It is known that
Senator Hanna opposed, on behalf of his com-
pany, a reduction of fare at this time in order
that the, streetcar people might have Jower
fares to offer in return for a renewal of the
franchises.

The Cleveland Electric Railway Comqapy has
a capital of $13,000,000 and operates 136 miles
of track. The Cleveland City Railway Com-
pany has an authorized capital of $9.000,000,
with eighty-six miles of track. While no offi-
I cial information has been given out relative to
the basis of consolidation, it is believed that
the new company will take over the stock of
the Cleveland Electric Railway Company at 100
and give 130 for Cleveland City Rallway shares.

SAYS FLOWER HAD TO PAY $150,000.

Mills Testifies Doctor Was Forced to Do This
to Quiet “Kickers.”

George Edward Mills, under further examination
at his trial before Justice Fitzgerald vesterday, de-
nied that any of the money given Detective Ser-
geant Brindley in a Park Row restaurant was for
Assistant District Attorney Garvan. After telling
of what happened at the restaurant. Mills denied

emphatically that the Hagaman case was men-
tioned at the conversation with Brindley, and in
reply to a question by ex-Justice Fursman, his
counsel, said he knew It would be suicidal to get
the indictments in the Fiower case. as he had no
use for them.

Ernest F. Hoerig, a witness who did not appear
on Monday, said he lived in Long Island City and
was a stockholder in the Lone Pine Company. He
testified that he was present at a meeting of the
board of directors, and heard Mills state that Mr.
Garvan's father was in financial difficulties, and
that Garvan “could pe reached.” This Mills denied
@n Monday whiie on the witness stand.

In the cross-examination Assistant District At-
| torney Rand endeavored for a long time to get
| Mills to say how much monev had been secured

from the stockholders in the Lone Pine Company.

Mills, after a number of evasive answers, finally

said that he thought between $1.0060,000 and $1,250.000

had been secured from the stockholders. He sald
that after the difficulties Dr. Flower had been
forced to pay $150,000 out of his own pocket to quiet
some of the “kickers.”
The Assistant District Attorney brought out the
fact from Mills that he and Meloy had been
! enemies, and that although affairs had been
patched up between them on March 16 there still
remained some animosity of feeling between them.
Mr. Rand tried in vain to get Mills to state how
far he would trust Meloy. Mills told of meetings
| with Meloy after March 16. when the Lone Pine
Company's troubles were settled. He also told of
a meeting of the board of directors when he rep-
resented Mrs. Delabarre, and had proxies of 400
persons, amounting to 20,100 shares. He added that
Meloy had admitted that he (Meloy) was the cause
of Dr. Flower's troubles.
In questioning Mills, Assistant District Attorney

Rand tried to bring out that Flower and Meloy
| were enemies. In a particular conversation Mills

sald he believed Meloy would help Flower out of
his difficulties. Referring to Meloy, Mr. Rand
asked Mills:

“You knew Meloy was a dog who bit the hand
that caressed him?"

Mr. Fursman jumped up and said: “I object to
the oratory of the young District Attorney. I don’t
know where he got the expression, but I don't
think he read it in the law books.”
 Mr. Rand, walking toward Mr. Fursman, said:
“No, Judge. It is entirely original with me.”

SOFT COAL CRUSADE RENEWED.

Police of Sanitary Squad Make Twenty-five
Arrests on Both Rivers.

The crusade against the use of soft coal was re-
newed yesterday when at least twenty-five arrests
for viclation of the ordinance were made by police
of the sanitary squad.

Chief Sanitary Inspector Bramley, Dr. Benson,
assistant sanitary superintendent, Roundsman
Henry and ten patrolmen of the sanitary squad
made a tour of Manhattan Island yesterday in the
boat Franklin Edson. They went up the West Side
as far as One-hundred-and-twenty-fifth-st., and on
the East Side to One-hundred-and-thirty-fifth-st.
Wherever they noticed the heavy black smoke
pouring out of the high chimneys one of the men
was put ashore with instructions to make an ar-
rest. All the patrolmen were especlally instructed,
according to Health Commissioner Lederle, not to
arrest the engineer or fireman. but elther to arrest
the superintendent or the owner of the premises.
Among the places where Dr. Lederle said violations
were found are:

The New-York Hygela Ice Company, Eighty-sec-
ond-st. and East River; the Ringler Brewing Com-
pany; the Thomas Conville Brewing Company, East
Forty-sixth-st., and Seidenberg & Cop tobacco
dealers, Seventy-third-st. and First-ave.

FIREMEN LOSE APPEAL.

Eight Hour Law Does Not Apply
to Them, Court of Appeals Holds.

‘Albany, May 19.—The Court of Appeals to-day
affirmed the judgment of the lower courts in sus-
taining Fire Commissioner Sturgis, of New-York
City, and denied the appeal of Sweeney, a mem-
ber of the Fire Department. Whils local in its
details, the case aifects every pald fireman in the
State, and might have involved, with an opposite
decision, the establishment of a two-platoon sys-
tem in every fire department in the State.
Sweeney, who is a driver In the New-York City
Fire Department, sought a peremptory writ of
mandamus to compel the Fire Commissioner to
limit his (Sweeney’s) working day to eight hours.
He contended that he was virtually on duty twen-
ty hours out of every tweniy-four; that it was
within the power of the commissioner to employ
as many additional drivers as necessary. that em-

ployment for twenty hours a day Wwas cruel, and
lhtrnt such employment was inimical to public
safety.

The city administration contended that the eight-
hour provision of the Labor law did not apply to
firemen, and that they, in spite of their occasional
arduous labors, enjoy jong periods of rest, special
pensions and other privileges.

RUSSIA AND THE U. S.

Oscar 8. Straus Calls the “Long
Standing Friendship™ Superficial.

Oscar 8. Straus, who was twice Minister to Tur-
key, was asked yesterday to give his views regard-
ing the relations between this country and Russia.
He said among other things:

Whenever Russian horrors reach American ears
we constantly hear about the long standing friend-
ship between Russia and the United States. If we
look beneath the surface, which is so necessary
when Russia is concerned, we will find that, under-
lying courtesies to our naval officers and profuse
diplomatic professions of friendship, will be found
a purpose to accentuate hostility toward England.
Let us for a moment see on what basis that
friendship rests and in what manner it has been
manifested.

Under Catherine IT a scheme was formed, in 1779,
when we were in the most ing period of our
Revolutionary War, for giving George III effective
assistance against us, on condition that the English
aid Russia in renewed attacks uﬁon the Turks.
part of this programme was that the island of
Minorca was to be ceded by England to Russia as
a station for the Russlan fleet in the Mediterranean
and as a rendezvous for the insurgent Greeks.
This project was drawn up by Catherine's chief
adviser, the licentious Count Potemkin, for pres-
entation to the British Ambassador at St. Peters-
burg; but through the adroitness of Count Panin,
Catherine’s Minister of Foreign Affairs, who fa-
vored the French Interest against the English, this
scheme fell through, thereby causing the Empress
to adopt the anti-British pollcy—armed neutrality.
This fact is referred to by Sir Edward Creasy In
his history of the Ottoman Turks, as well as by
Eaton, who was an intimate of Potemkin.

The nature of Russia's friendship for us at this
period, when we were most in need of the friendly
offices of foreign nations, is disclosed by Benjamin
Franklin, who was then in Paris as one of our
commissioners to negotiate peace with Great Brit-
ain. He describes with what friendly satisfaction
Russia had learned of the recognition of our inde-
pendence by the States-General of Holland.

Mr. Francis Dana was at this time our accred-
ited Minister to Russia. He remained there about
two years, asking to be recognized by Catherine,
but the Empress refused to recelve him or recog-
nize the independence of our country—and this, too,
although nine months before the preliminaries of
peace had been signed. At last Dana, in September,
1753, being unsuccessful in his efforts to Induce
Catherine to receive him as the accredited repre-
sentative of a friendly power or to have Russia
recognize the independence of our country, obtained
permission from Congress to return home.

A cause for ?atltude on the part of the United
States to Russia is to be found arising out of the
following circumstances:

It will be remembered that Russia was the
dominant power in the so-called “Holy Alliance,”
whose purpose was to dominate the American con-
tinent and especially to crush the spirit of libertv
in South American republics. By reason of this
friendly attitude of Russia and her allles toward
the republics of South America and the United
States, we are indebted for our farseel conti-
nental policy, known as the Monroe Doctrine. *

But we hear much of Russia's friendly attitude
toward us during the Civil War and of her send-
ing several warships to the Atlantic and to the
Pacific with “sealed instructions.” Much has been
made of this. That it was a_benefit to us is
true. RBut has any one disclosed what those
“sealed instructions’” were, and has any one a right
to suppose that they were for any other purpose
than to offset England, or, in other words, that
her relations toward us, even during the Civil War
were anything more than moves made by her upon
the chessboard of European diplomacy purely and
only as counter moves to England?

The Russia of to-day has nothing In_ common
with the United States, and she would, if she
could, caviar our Declaration of Independence out
of existence and wipe liberty from the face of the
globe. The graphic forecast of her policy by Enq-
land’'s greatest diplomatist, Stratford Canning, Is
verified in our day.

Rome of old exiended its sway by conquest, but
wherever its eagles flew the arts of civiiization
followed. The Russian bird of prey has no such
commission. It turns indeed toward the sun, but
the shadow of its wings is blighting, and moral
desolation closes upon its flight.

Let not a false or misguided gratitude check the
humane sympathles of merica for the despoiled
Finns, the persecuted Christian Stundists and the
oppressed and massacred Jews.

FRENCH COUNT GUEST OF CORONER.

Former Sees Much Here Which Is an Im-

provement Over Things in France.

Count A. Rivet, of France, visited Coroner O'Gor-
man in The Bronx yesterday. He told the Coroner
he had been sent here by the French Government
to study methods of deallng out law in this coun-
try, with the idea of finding out if the way here
was any better than that of the French courts.

At the close of an inquest, in which the New-

SAY MERRILL WAS BLACKMAILED.

Attachments in Boston Against New-Mexi-
can Financier’s “Trusted Friend.”
[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Boston, May 19.—Attachments for $20,000 and
$10,000 have been entered here against John Fottler,
jr., in the interests of Moody Merrill, or “Colonel
Charles F. Grayson,” the New-Mexican financier
under arrest in New-York for alleged embezzlement.
The attachments are sald to be preliminary steps
to Supreme Court suits. Fottler is the “trusted
friend” to whom Merrill sent large sums of money
in the last ten years to pay off claims agalnst
Merrill.
