From the
past, of which he is ignorant, he eliminates all
That is bad, ar.d from the present, jvhicfc he
does not understand, he excludes ••ill that is
pood. ... in the easy iiarr.e which such a
critic, arguing i.:his usual fashion, could throw
upon John Marshall for holding political office
after he became Chief Justice there has seemed
to roe an Interesting lesson.

Senator Lodge d'-^v-r^d an address on John
Marsh-ill before the Bar Associations of Illinois
and Chicago. February 4. 1901, the hundredth
\u25a0sjaiveramry of the installation of the great

Chief Justice. The statesman rather than th*»
Jurist -was his theme— the way In which the
highest judicial authority was employed to lay
the foundation os which the majestic fabric
of nationality arose. At the outset Hr. Lodge
recalls the incident, which seems fo strange in
this era, of Marshall's holding simultaneously
for a month the offices of Secretary of State
and Chief Justice, for the sake of suggesting
these reflections:

The habit of gjvlng the attention by even
painful effort is of far mor- importance in etlu-
catkm than any amount of cramming with malt
extract of information.

It is, of course, extremely delightful
to se<- iband of happy youngsters beguiled by
split straws and colored titsue papers into un-
conscious education, knitting the map of South
Africa, with beads for battlefields, and .split-
ting straws according to the first principles of
political economy. But, viewed in reference to
toe time when kindergarten ehall be no more
and th<» child has to face its own manhood or
womanhood, what is all this education worth
In comparison with the single habit of giving
attention by an effort of will, and not by the
bribe of a pleasurable personal interest in the
lesson to be learned? And herein lies the gist of
the whole question as to whether childhood is to
be treated with reference only to itself, or with
reference to its future development into man-
hood or womanhood,

Just row there is a movement on foot to bring
about the election of Senators by direct pop-
ular vote. Ir successful it will"inevitably be
followed by proportional representation in the
Senate, and the most radical revolution eon-
ceivabta will takr place in our form of govern-
ment. ...

elected by popular vote, and are not disposed to
deny that proportional representation in the

nate might engender all the evils which Mr.
Lodge foresees; but we cannot admit that pro-
portional representation would inevitably follow
popular election. "No State witmut Its consent
shall be deprived of its equal suffrage in the Sen-

at- There is no power residing anywhere,

or capable of being called into existence, which
can ever relax th 1' prohibition, except the

ultimate power of revolution, and we can-
not imagine how a revolution could possibly

be brought about for the accomplishment of

such a change. To our minds such a combina-

tion of State populations as would be essential
to effect it is absolutely inconceivable.

We may take leave of this studious yet an-

national principle, the national life, the broad
construction of the Constitution would shrivel
away before such an attack. There seemed no one
in the •my. for however much Jefferson,
ever watchful, may have suspected, his own
followers certainly did not reckon as very for-
midable the great lawyer sitting: far apart in
the cold seclusion of a courtroom. Yet there
the eremy was. There he eat entrenched. His
powers were limited, but his opponents were to

find out what he could do with them. They
were to learn by bitter experience, that even
those limited powers in the hands of a great man
were sufficient to extend the Constitution and to
build it up faster and far more surely than they,
by executive act or Congressional speeches
could narrow it or pullit down.

"We must pass over with a brief comment

Senator Lodge's address on the unveiling of a

statue of Daniel Webster in Washington. Af-
ter \u25a0 "rareful analysis and comparison of the
masterpieces of great orators. Greek, Latin,

French and English, he is disposed to think that

Webster is unequalled, and sure that he is un-
surpassed. He stan is the final test of vitality.

A host of. speakers deemed immortal In their
day have faded into oblivion. Webster sur-
vives, not as a awtc relic, but as a livingand

moving: force. It is his literary quality, in Mr.
Lodge's judgment, that has preserved him.

His speeches "are never essays or anything: but
speeches— and yet upon all alike is the literary

touch."' "He had the combination of Shake-
speare's Brutus or Antony, or Demosthenes or
Cicero." "V.'hen we open the volumes of his
speeches, it is not lik^ unrolling the wrappings

of an Egyptian mummy, to find within a dried
and shrivelled form, a faint perfume alone sur-

viving to recall faintly the vanished days, as
when 'some queen, long dead, was young."

Rather it is like the opening of Charlemagne**
tomb, when his imperial successor started back

before the enthroned figure of the great Emperor
looking out upon him, instinct with life, under
the red glare of the torches." In practical proof

and exhibition of Webster's supremacy, Mr.
Lodge says; "Turn to any serious and large

debate in Congress, and you will find Webster
continually quoted, as he is in every session.
quoted twenty times as often as any other public

man in our history." That is an interesting
declaration, and a suggestive one. It Is often
said that the age of great oratory ended when
the use tor great oratory ceased: that there. is
no need to-day for such \u25a0 power as Webster's;
that, Indeed, ifWebster were to be reincarnated
the power would not r><» felt, that his occupation

would be gone. But ifWebster, dead for half a
century, is stillcontinually and profusely quoted
by the practical legislators of this era, who want
to persuade public opinion and impress the
minds and capture the votes of their colleagues,

what sufficient reason is there to believe that
a living Webster could not get a hearing? The
fact that truly great oratory is scarce does not
prove that itis not wanted Truly great poetry
is not abundantly produced in these day?, but
the world is reaming for it. We have.no Idea
that anclher "Reply to Hayne." answering to

new conditions, would Call unheeded or fail to
win immense ranown.

pungent expression Is seen In this reference to

the agency which thwarted the calculations of

Jefferson ana his party after their succession
to covernmental control:
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These essay and addresses, with perhaps a

tingle exception, have already appeared inprint

or been copiously reported in the public press;

but Servitor Lodge has done well to collect and

offer them for circulation in this permanent
form. They have distinctive value as studies
of men who have contributed in important ways
