MORE PLANS FILED THAN A YEAR AGO.
In the week of May 23, 1902, when conditions in
the building trades were good, 28 pians for the

| erection of buildings in Manhattan and The Bronx

were filed. The total number of plans for build-

| ings filed in the two boroughs last week was 65,

more than twice the number for the corresponding
week last year. From January 1 to date the total
number of plans filed in Manhattan and The Bronx
was 746, as against 727 for the corresponding period
last vear. The estimated cost of the 746 bulldings
was $31,297,825, and for the 727 buildings $36,089,659.
The statistics regarding the mortgage market show
that in Manhattan and The Bronx 6,717 mortgages,
involving $135,040,392, have been recorded, as against
6.200, involving $142,245,264, for the same period last
year.

One of the features of the season seems to be the
purchasing movement in the upper Lexington-ave.
section. The principal sale In that section last
week was that of a four story store and flathouse
on a jot 20x75 feet at the southwest corner of Fifty-
ninth-st. and Lexington-ave. by Adler & Herman.

A REALTY PAPER'S OPINION.

“The Real Estate Record and Guide” in its last
issue says in part on the real estate situation:

There is nmot very much to be said about the
present real estate situation, and what there is to
say is tolerably obvious. The summer inactivity
has already taken possession of the market; but it
has been accelerated bg the labor troubles in the
bullding trades. The buying and selling of real
estate In this city is so closely assoclated with
its improvement that anything which hinders such
improvements straightway places almost an em-
bargo on real estate transactions. Just at present
building operations already under way are prac-
tically suspended, while no new ones can be begun.
There is at least a fair chance that this shutdown
will be continued all summer, and with such a
prospect ahead, while occasional announcements
of new operations are made and will continue to
be made, these announcements are the expression
of a pious rathey than an effective purpose. Oper-
ators and builders who can afford it may well take
a longer vacation than usual. They can do more
business cooling their heels on the porch of a
summer hotel than they can by sticking to the
hot pavements of New-York City.
