vitricl. The bombs thrown seldom strike the
proper place or go off at the right time, nor are
the plans well laid by the perpetrators. They
attack with no other weapons, whereas, if one or
_two men shot the door guard at public build-
ings, while twe passed in behind and laid their
bombs, almost every effort would be success-
ful. It would cost their lives, without doubt;
but they give these up almost every time as
their tactics are now employed.

Tn this country every man is bitterly partisan,
There zre no unbiassed minds. In my wander-
1n8_0\'er Macedonia I have never found a Bul-
garian whose heart was not with his bands.
Several of the foreign consuls, however, who
stand first in prejudice, one way or the other,
have reported that the revolutionists ure not
for the people nor of them. The madness and
fanaticism with which they lay down their lives
controverts this conclusion. The wvali tc-day
said to me in justification of the house to house
search, “You know, zll Bulgarfars are revolu-
tionists” A prominent Bulgar with whom I
talked the other day remarked in defence of
the committee’s work against foreigners: “The
big powers, other than Russia, have kept us
slaves o the Turk. Why should they not suf-
fer. We were freed once, and for the sake of
England’'s pride and the convenience of other
powers we were given back into the hands of
these fiends. T have no scruples against Jdoing
anything to any man to accomplish the freedom
cf the Bulgarians.” As T have already said, the

“THE ORIGIN CF PLANETS.”

Some of the Difficulties Involved in the
Theory of Laplace.

To the Editor af The Tribune.

Sir: My apology for addressing vou must be the
very great delight which, as an English chemist
temporarily resident here, I have experienced In
reading the editerial oh “The Origin of Planets™”
which appears in your issue of to-day. FYor
more than thirty years the theory of Laplace has
presented to my mind insuperable difficulties, and,
possibly, a statement of some of those troubles may
not be devecid of interest to your readers.

The hypothesis of Laplace is, briefiy, that plan-
etary systems were originally nebuls; at various
points in those nebula centres of condensation
were somehow developed; around these centres the
substances of which the nebule were composed
consclidated themselves, in conseguence of the
heat, which preserved those substances in a gase-
ous form, radiating into space.

If we apply the principles of this hypothesis to
the substances of which the earth we inhabit is
composed, great difficulties at once arise. In the
éays of Laplace therma! chemistry was unknown,
but is now a somewhat advanced science. Common
s2alt is one of the mest abundant constituents of
our globe, and it consists of metallic sodium united
with gasegus chilorine. Tt is concefvable that at an
extremely high temperature the synthesis of these
elements would not eccur. But when that synthe-
sis came to pass the @®eat which those elements
contained would be emitted. At the ordinary tem-
perature 23 pounds of sodium, when uniting with
8515 pounds of chlorine, emits encugh heat to raise
160,000 pounds of water 1 degree centigrade. 1 need
hardly say that the heat here indicated is intense;
if gaseous sodium were used, and chlorine at a
ke temperature, ths heat given out would be
terrific. The millions of tons of sodium and chlo-
rine which exist upon our globe, if caused to unite
in this manner, must have generated heat sufficient
to keep the remaining constituents of the nebula
which contained them gasecus for an indefinite
period.

Still it is nsually replied that in the lapse of count-
less millions of years that heat would eventually
radiate into space. I apprehend that by “space” is
signified a void, containing nothing known to sci-
ence, surrounding either a nebula or the at-
mosphere of cur earth. It is generally asserted that
there is an “ether” which pervades all space; but

| until that “‘ether’ has been isolated and examined

it is impossible to affirm its existence, and the ar-

| guments connected with it have no more scientific

value than the unknown something which Laucre-
tius was compelled to imagine when he wrote:

Acclpe prasterea qua® COrpora tu te necesse est
Confiteare esse in reobus, nec posse videri

The atmosphere of cur earth has its limits; it is

! kept gaseous by the heat it contains, which will

do 2. certain amount of work, and no more. Heat
will not radiate out of this atmosphere into the
void which surrcunds it. Many years ago I placed
a coil of tubing in 8 large vacuum pan; about an
inch above the coil [ suspended 2 seif-registering
thermometer, and, having established a vacuum of
24 inches of mercury in the pan, I sent steam at
250 pounds pressure through the coil Affrer main-
taining the vacuum and the steam pressure for six
hours, I found that the mercury in the thermome-
ter had risen only 15 degrees centigrade, a fact
from whieh it is legitimate to infer that, in a per-
fect vacuum, It would not have risen at gll, in
consequence of the absence of radiant heat under
such conditions

There is another very serfous question for science
to answer, and that js: “Sz:lpposing this earth of
ours was origirally a nebula, consisting of im-
mense guantities of metals, etc., in a gaseous state,
where did those substanc2s come from. and where
did they obrain the heat which gasefied them?"”
This question will perhaps be answered some davy,
but. meanwhile. would it not be better te proceed
from the known to the unknown, instead of formu-
lating hyvpotheses which, after all, are mere
guesses? Nature is replete with mystary. He who
can find out, e. g, how it is that the rain which
falis upon a tree forthwith begins to ascend lIts
trunk will discover a law of the highest sclentific
importance. So will ha who informs us by what
means a bird prepares the fluid marble with which
she coats her egg. And while these and the like
researches are In progress, it will not, T think, do
men of science any harm if they bear in mind the
language of St. John: ‘““All thing= were made by
Him, and without Him was not anything made.”

OBITUARY.
GENERAL RUFUS H. KING.

Albany, May 2 (Special).—General Rufus H. King
died here to-day after a long illness. He was 2
member of one of Albany’s most prominent fam-
illes and had been closely identifled with the finan-

cial and social life of the clty.

He was born here on January 22, 1585, and re-
ceived his education at the Albany Academy and
Union College, from which he was graduated in the
class of '57. During his military activity he was

aymaster general on the staff of Governor John A.
Jix. Fer many years he was a member of the
Alhany Burgesses Corps and the Albany Zouave
Cadets. He was a trustee of the Home Savings
Bank and a director of the New-York State Na-
tional Bank. a director of the Albeny Insurance
Company and of the Albany and Watervliet Turn-
pike Company. His life was spent in work con-
pected with numerous fnancial institutions here
and in extensive travel abroad.

In 1870 General King married Miss Sarah A. White,
daughter of Thomas White, of Troy, by whom he
had three children, 2! living. They are Rufus .
King, ir., Thomas White King and Mary A Kins.

Dr. Octavius Augustus White, formerly of
Charleston, S. C., died at his bome, No. 1,011 Mad-
ison-ave., an Monday, in his seventy-eighth year
0l4 age was the cause of death.

Born in Charleston, 8. C., on February §, 1826, and
the son of John Blake White, then well known in
the South as a painter, Dr. White had as his pa-
ternal grandfather Sir John White, of Kent, Enz-
land, ‘who afterward dropped his title and became
a Quaker, emigrating fo America with Willlam
Penn.
