Unionists Do Not Think Dissolution
Imminent.

London, May 30. Sir Henry Campbell-Ban-

Herman, the Liberal loader In the House of
Commons, Is apparently reserving public ex-

pression of his views of Mr. Chamberlain's im-

perial reciprocity scheme until the reassembling

Of Parliament, when the Finance bill will come

up. In the mean while Sir Henry's first lieu-

tenant. Herbert Gladstone, the chief Liberal

whip, in an op-n letter to his constituents.
warns the Liberals that no time must be lost In

putting their house in order.

"The government is hopelessly discredited,"

writes Mr. Cxladstone. "and It is impossible to

assume that a general election will be long de-

layed."
This Impression, however, is not supported in

Unionist circles, where it is said that the gov-

ernment has no intention of precipitating a dis-

solution of Parliament until the whole subject of

preferential trade is thoroughly thrashed: out
Lord Brassey (Liberal, former Governor of

Victoria), who has had considerable colonial ex-

perience, raises the question as to whence comes

the demand for a preferential policy, and con-

cludes:
"The only demand comes from Canada, where,

in spite of the preference given to Great Britain,

the tariffs remain almost prohibitive."
Concluding a general condemnation of the

preferential project, Lord Urassey says:

"Future extensions of British trade lie mainly

in the tropics, where the enormous population

creates an illimitable market. In order to hold

that market Great Britain must be able to

manufacture cheaply. It is therefore absolutely

essential that raw materials be untaxed
It Is understood that Mr. Chamberlain has ex-

pressed the hope that his proposals will be
freely discussed, and that the attitude of the

colonies will be made clear at the Congress of
the Chambers of Commerce of the Empire, to be

held at Montreal in August.

Great Britain, which may lead to extreme meas-
ures. But the 'Debats" fails to discover In
what way Mr. Chamberlain's proposed tariff
could benefit, even from an opportunist point of
view, the material prosperity of the British
people, and doubts whether the British -work-
ingmen will ever consent to pay higher prices

for food even ifby doing so they feel sure the
empire will be consolidated by a "Zollvereln
Britannique."

Th» Kishineff massacre gives additional intT^sr
to a book recently published by a. Russian judge.

Th« author, who cannot bis

accused of partiality or exaggeration, shows the
deplorable social condition of the country, and
the defects of the judicial procedure, which render
difficult th« task of the Investigating magistrate.
For Instinct, in the district of F.lizavetgrad. the
"dossier," or file of papers concerning a case of
murder, was touted after three months to the
Judge with the strange observation that "the said
Peterlvanow was not to be found." a fact quite
natural, since he was the murdered man. Mean-
while the assassins, whose names had been omitted
in the papers, had gone across the frontier and
passed Into Turkey. Another case, stillmore typi-
cal, is that of a man who was found murdered. He
was buried without any formalities, and neither
the Mayor of the district nor the other local au-
thorities thous-ht of Informing the Judiciary. Thus
la explained thf fact that so many rimes remain
unpunished, thanks to the neglect of the author-
ities and of the population.

The book of Judge ;iltowski states that In Bes-
parabift there is a real platrua of counterfeiters',
who work with banknotes rather than coin. What
appears to be still more lucrative is horse stealing
by thf wholesale. The judpe relates a story of five
robber?, armed with thf> best modern rifles, who
swam across the Pruth. into Rumania. There,
those Bessarabjans gagged! and bound the herders
and brought back with them a herd of sixty bones,
which could not be found, said the Russian au-
thorities, in answer to the Rumanians, who
claimed their property. These authorities, especial-
ly In Bessarabia, are generally Illiterate, and this
explains In par; tho frequent denials of crimes in
that district.
