“Barney” Oldfield made himself the hero of

five thousand people at the Empire City race-
track, in Yonkers, yesterday afternoon, when, in
his big red Ohio built racing car, he covered
a mile in 1 minute and 1 3-5 seconds, lower-
ing the world's automobile record. The race
was probably the most exciting ever witnessed
in America. As Oldfield dashed zround the
track everybody could see that he was risking
his life to break the world’s record. His big
machine, flashing with gasolene flames, almost
lifted itself from the ground, and at each turn,
when it swerv:d to the outer rail, it seemed as

thcugh it and the rider would be dashed to
Mev_ At the supreme moment in the last
heat, when Oldfield flashed down past the
judges’ stand, making the half mile in thirty-

one seconds, the band added to the excitement

by striking up “Hiawatha.”
When it was announced that Oldfield had

Winton's record of 1:0214, the audience nearly
mobbed him. Society women and members of
the Automobile Clab of America crowded about

the machine where the victor sat, clad ina red
coat, with his face spattered with grease, and
Old-

wrung his hands and congratulated him.
field wanted to know for sure if the time was
official. When he was told that it was he actu-
ally cried with joy.

“I am o happy!” “Winton can-
not refuse to race with me now. I have risked
my life, but T have won. If I had not made a
slow first mile in the second heat T would have
broken all records up to five miles.” Oldfield, in
making the mile in 1:01 3-5, not only lowered
Winton's record, but he beat his own, of 1:07 4-5,
made at Detroit in 1902,

In speaking of Oldfield’s performance, mem-
bers of the Automobile Club said that he had
once before lowered the world’'s record at a
Western track, but because Winton and others
doubted the official time they had refused to
race with him. Oldfield makes his living by au-
tomobile racing, and he felt the action of his
rivals keenly. He cried for joy to-day, it was
said, because his victory placed him on an equal
footing with his rivals, where they would be
forced either to meet him or forfeit the colors.
