AMNESTY FOB RIOTERS.

'Cuban Senate Pardons Those Ar-

rested in Strike
—

Palma's Attitude.
Havana, June

—
The Senate, by a vote of 10

to £. to-day passed the bill granting amnesty to
everybody arrested in connection with the fatal
disturbances -which arose out of the strike of

dFarmakers last November. The Kill as orig-
inally drawn up excluded -Mayor O'Farrell
Rnd the other arrested municipal officials from
the amnesty, but an amendment offered by the
Rationalist Senators, which was adopted this
evening. Included all offenders. The bill was
opposed by the Republican-Conservative Sena-
tors. It Is considered certain that the bill will
pass the House of Representatives, though It is
caestioncble whether President Palma willsi»rn
It. ItIs predicted, however, that he will yield
10 public pressure and end the matter.

President Palma declares that he is neither
•srltb nor against any of the political parties,
but that he stands where he did when elected.
Jle pays the Cuban parties are undisciplined,
md only those who are in sympathy with his
conservative plans support the government.

R. T., June S.—Michael M. Forrest, or
Arilr-fton, N. J.. was arrested here this morning-
ty the local police and placed in jail. Forrest had
t*en In town three weeks at the beet hotel. He
appeared to he a man of wealth. The first Inti-
mation that Forrest was wanted came this morn-
ing when Postmaster Frank Jones received a

notice from Inspector George F. Daggett, of the

New-York Postofiice. to arrest Forrest Ifhe was
In this village. The police found him at the Med-
berry Hotel. "When searched at the Jail 5314 in

cash was fo^nd and pipers showing that he lived
in Arlington and had an office in New-York at No.

M Broadway. He also had the address of A. M.
Forrest, Xo 35 East Twenty-second-st., New-York.
•who is a son of the mar. under arrest.

Wnen arrested Forrest admitted to the pollc*

that he Is wanted in Arlington or. a charge of e«-
curirg inonev under false, pretences. Several years

*ZV.he Eaid. be secured (12,400 from a client for in-

vestment. Forrest said tha money was gone and he

couldn't replace it. He so informed his client on
January 12. las;, and the next day he left for
parts unknown. Since then he has beer, in di^er-
«»r.t places Forrest seen glad to think that his

"•c of a fugitive was at an end. He expressed a
willingness to return to New-Jersey without re-
quisition papers. He is forty-five years old and
has a wife and four children.

Postmaster Frank Jones received orders *rom

the Postoflcc Department to hold Forrest for th«
arrival of an Inspector to identify him and prefer
charges Forrest waived arraignment to-night

and was committed, pending the arrival of an m-
epector from the Jersey City office.
