Automobilists' Violation of Speed

Limit Law Did Not Count.

A decision which willcause the fathers of the

Bailey Automobile law and those Interested in

Its passage by the legislature some surprise

and a corresponding measure of pleasure to

auto.-nobilir.ts who opposed and protested against

it. was given yesterday in the case of Ferdinand
Jaeger, of No. 220 West Tenth-st., and Gustav
Lippman. of No. 20 Bank-st., charged with vio-
lating the Bailey Automobile law. by the jus-

tics of the Court of Special Sessions. The de-

fendants were discharged, the justices holding

that they had not violated the Bailey law.

The defendants were arrested at Webster-aye.

and One-hundred-and-eighty-ninth-st.. on May

17, and charged with exceeding the speed limit
of eight mites an hour.

The court held that as it was not shown that

the machine had passed a schoolhouse during a

session, or a church while services were going

on. or any one riding or driving a horse, the

defendants did not violate the Bailey law by

going at a rate of fifteen miles an hour.
If any law at all was violated, it was. in the

opinion of the court, the Highway law. Section
107^-><rToh was amended by the Bailey law.

The court allowed the demurrer of counsel for

the defendants, and dismissed the complaint.

OLD TIME STAGE ROBBERY.

Masked Highwaymen in California Get $400
and Some Watches,

Redding, Cat, June 10.— stage travelling be-

tween Weaverville and this place has been held up

and robbed by two masked and heavily armed
highwaymen, who secured about $400 and some
valuable watches from the eight passengers. James
"Wilson, the stage driver, did not hear the first

command of the highwayman to halt, but a dozen

shots and the killingof his two leading horses
brought the stage to a standstill.

The robbers lined up the passengers a«l driver
and searched them carefully. Grips were slashed
open and two express boxes smashed to bits. The
robbers were very abusive, especially toward the

driver for not stopping. They cautioned him not to
repeat the offence when he was next commanded to
halt. Most of the men robbed were either commer-
cial travellers from San a rancisco or miners. A
•woman passenger was not molested, but $45 which
she left under the seat cushion when she got out

of the stage was found by the robbers, as was con-
siderable more that was similarly secreted. The
robbers made their escape.

NEARLY $13,000 MORE FOR CITY.

New Police Squad Rounding Up Those Who
Fail to Renew Licenses.

James B. Reynolds, secretary to Mayor Low, and
at present Acting Chief of the Bureau of Licenses,

in speaking about the work of that department
yesterday, said that when he took hold of the de-
partment some months ago he found that noc
more than 40 per cent of those who should take out
licenses had done so.

Mr. Reynolds said he found that the old police
squad attached to the bureau did no more than
inform those who had licenses that it was time
to renew them. Since he had replaced that squad
with the present one, under command of Sergeant
Pearce, the men have been .not only ordering re-
newals, but seeking out those who should take out
a license, and having them summoned before a
police magistrate, who warned them. In this way

the receipts of the office have increased from an
average of $2,000 a week to about $15,000.

A STORY OF TREES.

Macbeth** Surviving Birnnm Oak.

From The Pall Mall Gazette.

Itis just one hundred and sixty-five years ago

since the second Duke of Atholo. a passionate

lover of trees, received from Mr. MenzieF. of
Culdaxes, a few young trees from the Tyrol of a
*pe>cies hitherto unknown In Great Britain. It
was deemed doubtful whether natives of a re-
gion so southerly as the Tyrol would endure the
rigors of a Highland winter, so the seedlings

were committed to the <*are of the gardener at

Dunkeld House. who bestowed them tenderly in
a greenhouse. Moist warmth and close atmos-
phere were conditions least favorable to the
little mountaineers; spindling Badly, most of
them died, and the whole were cast out on the
waste heap. Two of them retained enough vital-
ity to revive in the clear, sharp air; they struck
their rootlets into the sandy soil, and the Duke
probably had forgotten all about Mr. Menzles's
gift, when, one April morning, his eye fell upon
a couple of dainty saplings, feathered with ten-

der green, and studded with crimson bosses.
Such was the haphazard Introduction of the
larch into Great Britain. The pair of outcasts
may still be viewed near the west end of Dun-
keid Cathedral, mighty columns clothed with
deeply sculptured bark, towering to the height
of one hundred feet, with far spreading limbs
casting dappled shade upon the greensward.

The Incident above described marked a notable
iera in British forestry. The Duke was so well
Ipleased with the grace and vigor Qf the foreign-

ers that, before his \u25a0Ir-.ath in 17*>4, he had planted

j twenty square miles of his land with larches.
For better or for worse, an element had been
imported into Highland landscape which more
than any other, has wrought a change upon the
aspect of our hillsides and glens. There are but
three coniferous trees indigenous to Britain, the
Scots pine, the yew and the lowlyJuniper, all of
them evergreen. The larch Invasion cannot be
reckoned an enrichment of the' native woodland,
because, lovely as this tree is in spring, when
it puts forth its exquisite foliage of malachite
green, In winter a larch wood is cold and bare,
and the eye draws little solace from the expanse
of ashen yellow which has been made to replace
the rich velvet mantle of Scots pine, relieved by
gleaming, ruddy- boughs.

AsIdid stand my watch upon the hill,
[ Ilook'd toward Birnam. and anon, methought,

The wood began to move.

Birnam Wood has long since been felled, and
has either come up again in the form of stool-
grown oaks, never so free as the original trees
from seed, or has been replanted with spruce
and larch. But still there stands between Bir-
nam Hotel and the river a giant oak. reputed to
be the last survivor of Macbeth's "moving
grove." It girths 22 feet at 4 feet from the
ground, giving a diameter of 7 feet 4 inches.
Hard by stands a formidable rival to the native,
inthe shape of a huge sycamore, which is not a
tree Indigenous to Britain. This monster has
swelled to a girth of 24 feet at 4 feet from the
ground. while, measured round the exposed part
of the trunk at the ground level, it gives a di-
mension of upward of .r>o.

r>o feet. Birnam Hill
Itself is still clothed in part with forest, but the
trees _are nearly all exotic

—
larch and spruce-

save where the birch has sprung up thickly In
the glades rent by storms.

This pass of Biruani of old the main portal to
the Highlands of Brofcdalbane and Blair Athol.
is the choicest ground In all Scotland for the
lover of trees. For many centuries the forest
wealth of North Britain received ruthless,
spendthrift handling. Generation after genera-

tion cut and came again for their hand-to-mouth
wants, without a thought, apparently, for those
who should come after them; until, at the be-
ginning of the eighteenth century. Scotland had
assumed that dispiriting nakedness which was
to justify Dr. Johnson in his gibe that in all hi"
Scottish travels he never saw but three trees
big enough to hang a man upon. Dunkeid and
Birnam got a good start in reafforestation
through the rare prescience of the aforesaid
Duke of Athole. Much of the ground about
Dunkeid is so steep as to be quite inaccessible
for ordinary planting operations; so that one
wonders how exotic trees like larch, spruce and
silver fir obtained their foothold on these cliffs
which they do so greatly adorn. The tradition
runs that Napier the engineer, being on a visit
to the planting duke, and sympathizing with
his host's desire to restore the woodland, caused
tin canisters to be filled with tree seeds and
fired out of cannon against the heights. The
canisters, bursting against the rocks, scattered
the seeds bravely, so that now every ledge', every
cranny on Craig-y-Barns and Craig Vinean,
bears noble timber.
