The exact
extent of Watson's defalcation wfljnot be known
for tome time, but the best **timate now is $67,500.
Autfltor Petty to-day admitted that he had not re-
quired a bank return froia Watson when the latter
had taken fund* to deposit. The Collector of Taxes,
when sending money to the Treasury, receives in
rrturn a ca*h ticket, and later a more complete
acknowledgment, but the Auditor, it Is said, did
not require such acknowledgments. Mr. Petty said
he did not keep a close watch on the entries inthe
bankbook. Watson was photographed and meas-
ured by the Bertillor. system to-day.

UntilMonday to Submit Plans.

John W Lieb. jr.. the assistant manager of the

Edison Electric Light Company's plant, at Thirty-

ninth-st and First-aye.. appeared before President

I^derle at a meeting of the Board of Health yes-

terday to show cause why the plant should not be

declared a public nuisance. Deputy Police Com-

missioner Piper told the Commissioner that smoke

and cinders from the stacks of the building made

living In the neighborhood almost unbearable.

About a score of persons livingnear the plant,

headed by Louis Levine, protested against the

smoke nuisance.
Mr Lieb said the smoke and cinders were due to

the fact that the grates in the furnaces had been

made to hold soft coal at the time of the strike.

He said also that the building strike had prevented

the company from making several needed changes

in the construction of the furnaces, and that as

soon as thty were finished the nuisance would he

abated. He could not promise how soon the
changes would he made. Ifthe company could get

permission to burn soft coal in the furnaces for
forty-eight hours the changes could be made in that

President Lederle said he would not consider that
suggestion under any circumstances, and that the
company would have to stop the nuisance at once.
He gave it until next Monday to submit proposi-
tions in writing whereby it would stop the nui-
sance. I
