The charges
against Gorsuch declare that in November and
December, 1902, and in January, February and
April of this year, he coliected $30 a month at
No. 23 Bartlett-st., Brooklyn, “in violation of
la\\ and *“that said money WwWas received in
cash without notice thereof to lhﬂ Police Com-
misaioner of the city of New-York.”
