Policeman Almost Cut Offby Tene-

ment House Flames.
As the result of what is believed to nave been

an incendiary fire, early yesterday, in the four
story tenement house at No. 34* East One-hun-
dred-and-thirteenth-st.. fivepersons were burned
and suffocated to death. The dead are:
CIPRIANO, Giuseppe, wrnty-four years old

DE CICCO. Alfredo, four months old.

DE CICCO, C&mlllo. two and cum '<' :••-a old.
DE CICCO, Theresa, four years ol'i.

9TTAFAXO Francisca. eight years olri.

Th" fin was discovered by Lilio De Cicco.
the head of the De Cicco household, which occu-
pies a part of the third floor of the building.

For the last four months the child Theresa had
been ill with spinal meningitis, and last nigh:

her father was caring for her. The mother and
one of the children were asleep in an inner
room, while Camillo and Alfredo were in a third

and rear room. De Cicco smelled smoke com-
ing through the cracks of the door, and looking

into the hallway saw flames downstairs. His
cries aroused the other tenants. His wife and
the child withher reached a window, and thither
the father was forced to flee after two vain ef-

forts to rescue the others.
Patrolman Sheehan. of the East One-hundred-

and-fourth-st. station, had heard the eiies for
help, and. calling Patrolman F'at>sr and others
to his assistance, hurried '<• '-p house. An
alarm was turned in, a:id Sheehan climbed up
on the cornice of the first floor and then up the

fire escape to the third floor. He assisted De
Cicco, his wife and the one child down the fire
escape to the second floor, and thence to the

street.

Sbeehan then started to climb the ladders u>

the top floor, where the Stefano family lived.
The flames by this time had reached nearly

every part of the building and were shooting

out through every window. When the police-

man reached the third floor he found himself

surrounded by them. He was getting ready to

jump to the street, when the members of Engine

Company No. 33 and Hook and Ladder Com-
pany No. 14 hoisted ladders to an adjoining

house, and. although the buildings are about five

feet apart, lifted Shee'nan across the opening.

Firemen Not;, and Summerhays climbed the

ladders on the burning building to the top floor,

where they found Cipriano, whom they carried
to the street. He was taken to Harlem Hos-
pital, and died there half an hour later.

The firemen then started to reoltmb the lad-
ders, but found that they were ablaxe. By hard

work the flames were controlled, and a search
made. On the third floor were found the bodies
of tho three De 1 Hcco children, and on the top
floor the Stafano child. She "as not dead, and
was taken oui ol the building to an ambulance
of the Harlem Hospital. Dr. Green was work-
ing over het when she died.

Cipriano, thf police believe, had assisted the

Stafano family down the fire escape and had
returned for the child, nhen he was overcome by

the smoke.
The firemen found resting against a door tn

the rear of the hallway on the first floor leading

into a vacant storeroom a bundle ol rags, in
the centra of which were several rags soaked in
oil. Th- woodwork in the hallway hnd also been
Oiled.

Go.many
has so far refrained from actusHy -imposing and
collecting a punitive additional duty on Cana-
dian products Inretaliation for the higher duties
Canada has made the r"-ernian exporter pay
when compared with the British exporter. And
this for more than one and for obvious reasons.
Inasmuch as Mr Chamberlain's new British
tariff scheme is in a measure Involved in this
t riff quarrel between Canada and this empire,
and inasmuch us Germany is very much con-
cerned in this Chamberlain scheme itself, it may
not be amiss to trace the situation as itstrikes
us here.
Itmay be remembered that England, on July

30, IK*,(as one of the outcomes at the British
Colonial Congress at the Queen's jubilee, and of
the pourparlers bad at that time in London be-
tween Colonial Secretary Chamberlain and the
colonial Premiers. Including Sir Wilfrid Laurier
of Canada), gave notice of terminating her com-
mercial treaty of 1865 with Germany, said
treaty covering also Canada. A year later, on
July 30, 1898, the treaty actually expired, with-
out having been renewed or replaced by anotherone. Since then as a modus Vivendi the terms
of the old treaty have been allowed to subsist
until another measure shall have proved mutu-
ally satisfactory. One of Chamberlain's objects
in this

—
if not. perhaps, the principal one

—
was

to enable the British colonies, particularly Can-ada, to give henceforth better tariff terms to
British products than to those of other coun-
tries, notably Germany, France and Italy. Can-
ada since July i,19U0, hns remitted S3 l-:;per
cent of her tariff duties on all British products.
Germany, under the terms of the still practically
existing treaty, insisted on a like reduction.
Canada made answer that this tariff remission
matter between her and England was a family
affair, a thing concerning' not foreign nations,
but only the mother country and its colony. Ger-
many differed from this view, pointing out that
this . Interpretation contravened the terms of
treaty. Canada has. however, persisted in her
view and has continued to make German prod-
ucts imported in Cinada pay 33 1-3 per cent
more duty than British ones. Germany threat-
ened retaliation, and theoretically, as Isaid, the
war is on on both sides: but In practice Ger-
many has so far refrained from retaliating. This
may possibly be due to two facts. The German
exports to Canada are much larger than the
Canadian exports to Germany. In 1902 the em-
pire sent $10,920,000 worth to Canada, against
Canada's $1,300,000. Approximately, or relative-
ly, this has been all along the balance of trade
in favor of Germany. Besides which, the Ger-
man Government appreciates the fact that her
trade with Canada has been constantly growing,
and that Itis likely to grow still more rapidly,
notwithstanding the taiiff entente between
Canada and the mother country. Again, Canada
threatens to apply a punitive tariff rate to Ger-
many's products if the empire should really dis-
criminate against her. Thus matters rest for
the time.

Germany is. of course, very much interested
in the ideas, speeches and semi-programmes rel-
ative to an abandonment of England's time
honored free trade policy and the substitution
therefor of a policy favoring a. closer and more
mutually profitable commercial intercourse be-
tween the mother country and her colonies,
which Mr. Chamberlain has developed for some
time, and with which he now appears before
the public in apparently serious mood. England
has been for years Germany's best customer, as
Germany has been England's, exports and Im-
ports between the two countries just about
balancing all along, and amounting since 1898
to an average yearly $400,000,000. Now, It is
no secret that there is scarcely any particular
affection between Joseph Chamberlain and the
German people. Personally. Ibelieve that this
is largely

—
almost wholly

—
to mis-

apprehension and a lack of understanding on
both sides. His case is in a small way the case
as existing between the English and the Ger-
man people. But. however that may be. Mr
Chamberlain in some of his more recent utter-
ances tried to make his novel tariff scheme
more palatable to the British public by Insinu-
ating in a rather sly way that one of Its inci-
dental effects would be to hit hard Germany.

Tariff matters, however, and especially plans
••*" such gigantic and far reaching scope as this
•me of Mr. Chamberlain's unquestionably is.
must not be approached with the heart, but with
the head alone. They deal with stubborn, cold
facts, telling on the pockets of a nation, not on
their sentiments. It is not to be seriously sup-
posed that a statesman of such original and
shrewd mind as Mr. Chamberlain will forget
this axiom, or that the British people will for-
get it. And what are these cold and undeniable
fa fta in the matter?

They show that in 1901 England imported
from, foreign countries £417,615.000 worth of
commodities, i. c., SO per cent of her total Im-
ports. Of the remaining 30 per cent 7 fall to the
share of British India, and less than 12 per cent
to Australia. Canada and South Africa com-
bined. The figures for British export are cor-
responding: 63% per cent go to foreign countries,
14 per cent to India, and ISH per cent to Aus-
tralia. Canada and South Africa. British India,
however, must be eliminated from this account,
so far as the present purpose goes, as that em-
pire is committed to a policy of free trade. Pref-

tries taking 181 per cent of English exports
snd sending' 12 per cent of English imports.

That is the matter in a nutshell. Here in Ger-
many nobody seriously thinks that such a policy
\u25a0will become the dominant one in England, as it
would mean jeopardizing the whole fabric on
which British prosperity has been built and on
which it now rests, for the sake of possibly im-
proving, enlarging or strengthening one of its
fide walls or upper stories The German Gov-
ernment is certainly not counting on seeing this
Chamberlain Idea become reality in the near
future. The only strength there seems to be in
this chimera an Its Imperialistic side Issues.
Lord Beaconsfield first demonstrated that a per-
sonally profitable game ran be indulged in for
years by adroitly juggling with this vague con-
ception of Imperialism. Maybe the game will
prove a second time as entertaining, but here
sober judges of the temper of the English people

of to-day doubt it.

A highly significant event is the closer con-
solidation of the Evangelical Church iii Ger-
many, just effected.
