-Minsi and Mount Tammany, the guardians of the
Gap. and many Interesting and picturesque spots to
which well constructed woodland paths lead, or in
rowing or fishing on the river, which Is plentifully
stocked with bass and other fish that reward the
lovers of- rod and line. There is also excellent
bathing and swimming, while the facilities for golf-
ing, tennis playing and other outdoor snort-; are
ample.

Five mile? west of the Water Gap lies the thriv-
ing city of Stroudsburg, the county seat of Monroe
County, Perm. It has the sparkling Cherry Creek
on one side and Mcllichael's Creek on the other.
and Is hi the centre of a most diversified and at-
tractive region. Here th« Delaware Valley Rail-
road makes connections for Marshall's Creek, Bush-
kill,Coolbaugh. Dingman's Ferry and other points
in the delightful Delaware Valley, where a most
restful region is enjoyed by those fortunate enough
to find it. The river lazily winds its way along
past the fertile fields. The Blue Mountains form a
background on the Jersey si.!.- for the peaceful
landscape, and the entire legion possesses tHe «i.-
light of rural quiet.
