Only a Lingering Hope of Sale—No Prom-
ised Improvements in Sight.

St. Thomas, D. W. 1., June 4

With the departure of the three German men-of-
war. the Vineta, the Falke and the Panther. our
harbor is empty, and the Ilittle business they
brought to us is finished. A lingering yet
prevails that Denmark will sell thes2 islands.
believe that before the expiration of next
month the treaty will be ratified. It mnay be a hope
born of the despair which the situation inspires,
but it hardiy seems likely to be realized. Not a
word comes to us from Denmark. The result of
the royal commissioners’ visit to these islands is a
sealed book to every Danish West Indian. And as
tar as we can get to know from Copenhagen, the
“sale question” seems forgotten. The same might
be said of these islands. This is very disappoint-
ing to those who calculated upon the mother coun-
try’'s assistance in the event of her not ratifying
the treaty. Time is rolling on, and St. Thomas, St.
Croix and St. John are gradually going tackward,
the former commercially and the two latter agri-
for want of that impetus which their
possession by the United States of America would
have given to every department of industry.

Some of the St. Croix planters have been visiting
Porto Rico lately, and they have returned deeply
impressed with the progress it has made since it
has become American. A feellng of despair takes
possession of them as they contemplate the future—
a possible poor crop next year, and that handi-
capped by a heavy duty in the only market in the
world they possess at present; for it seems certain
that Denmark will not open her doors to free sugar,
and should she ever do so it will be too iate.
