MORE INDICTMENTS EXPECTED.

Report that Machen Will Be Accused of
Forgery.

Washington, June 17 —It is believed that the
grand jury will shortly be asked by the post-
coffice authorities to find another indictment
&gainst A, W. Machen, the former superin-
tendent of the free delivery system. The charge,
it is said, will be forgery, which is alleged to
have occurred in 1804 when Henry L. Lorenz,
&as a commissioner of the Court of Claims, was
engaged in adjusting the claims of letter car-
riers. Machen, it is said, indersed Lorenz's
name on 2 check which was issued on a voucher
drawn on the postmaster at New-York. As Mr.
Lorenz was going away on a confidential mis-
sion a request was made that the cash should te
sent to Mg. Machen to be delivered to Lorenz.
On account of irregularities in the voucher the
check was sent instead, and this check, bearing
Liorenz's indorsement, was cashed at a bank in
this city. The check was presented by Frank
XK. Raymond st the request of Machen, and he
says he turned the money over to Machen.
These facits were brought out at an investigation
by Congress, but Mr. Machen said at the time
that the signature was that of Lorenz. Lorenz,
it is said, has declared that the signatures, both
on the check and the voucher accompanying it,
ere forgeries. He declares that he has not re-
ceived n cent of the money and has no knowl-
edge of the transaction.

sistant’s office authorized payment of necessary
expenses of, Smith incurred in July, 1898, for car-
fare, wagon hire and meals, in connection with
kandling military mail at Falls Church, Vir-
ginia, $156G0. On September 30, 1898, the First
Assistant’s office authorized payment of $12, ac-
count of transportation. handling mail, meals,
ete., during August, 1898,

It appears from the records, acting upon these
authorizations, Smith drew pay from November
23 1897, to November 30, 1808, making his . om-
pensation for one vear approximately $1,348 60.
No one has certified to the actual time Smnith
was employed, nor has any statement been at-
tached to his pay vouchers, showing what par-
ticular services he rendered in return for his
compensation. He was continued in the dual
capacity of clerk and mechanic until April 1,
1899, when he was promoted to finance clerk, at
$1.700 a year. By what authority of law his
original appointment or subsequent promotion
was made the inspector does not know.

TULLOCH REFUSED TO PAY.

Smith and a Mr. T« ~alled; that Smith

asked for his per diem as a mechanic, and was
informed by the ¢ r he had no authority to
pay him, and that it would be necessary for him
to obtain the usual letter from the department;
that Smith stated that General Heath said no
authority other than that given was needed;
that Towers remarked, “That is your answer,
then. General Heath wants to know why you do
not pay Mr. Smith,” and the cashier replied that
he would furnish General Heath with a fuli
statement of the case, but that such request
should come through the postmaster, when
Towers replied, “Shall 1 report to General Heath
that you refuse to give him the information?”
To which the cashier replied that he was under
no cobligations to take orders from Towers or
communicate with the department through him,
but would write a statement and deliver it to
the acting postmaster (the postmaster having
left the building); that Towers then made an
effort to telephone the First Assistant Posimas-
ter General without effect; that Towers then
said he was in General Heath’s room at the de-
partment when Smith called, and said he could
not get his money; that General Heath then
called up the salary and allowance division, and
was informed that no further authority was
needed, and told him (Towers) to go down with
Smith and see why he could not get his pay.
That the cashier, seeing that Towers was un-
der the influence of liquor and disposed to be
abusive, and that it was possible for a misun-
derstanding, tried ‘o close the matter up, showed
both Smith and Towers the papers in the case,
informed them that Smith was paid from two
or three different sources. that the salary and
allowance division had nothing to do witn the
amount in question, payvments from that source
being duly authorized, and that the pavment in
question was a specific payvment authorized from
time to time by the free delivery system, hence

General Heath’s misunderstanding, and soon
afterward they departed.

That should the matter be brought to the
postmaster's attention, he, the cashier, makes
the following report on Mr. Smith’s case: That
he was appointed by the First As tant Yost-
master General, salary and allowance division,

November 20, 1897, under a communication al-
lowing $600 per annum “to provide for the ap-
pmmm]ent of Oliver H. Smith as laborer ut the
several stations connected with your office u
Smith will act in dual capacity, svr'f‘?nz h?\ltlﬁ
clerks and carrlers.

That under date of Pecember 15, 1897, the
First Assistant Pastmaster General, free deliv-
ery systnm: wrote the Washington office that
Oliver H. Smith had been detailed to assist in
erecting, painting and repairing street letter
boxes, “"r‘))uld be paid through that office at the
rate o_f = per day for every working day, and
directing .lhat at the end of each quarter that
office notify the First Assistant’s office of the
amount paid Mr. Smith and the number of days
employed so that certificate might be sent to the
auditor.

That ﬂ're legality of this authorization is open
to question., as in the first he is appointed a
laborer, and pald from an allowance for clerk
hire, while in the second he is paid a per diem
as a mechanic from the allowance for repairing
letter boxes, and a person faithfully performing
the duties of one would be unable to devote
full time to the other, and that no one in the
office seemed desirous of keeping Smith’s time
or reporting same to cashler.

That on March 11, 1898, the First Assistant
Postmaster General, 8. and A. Division, author-
fzed an increase in the lump sum allowance for

miscellaneous purposes of $30 to provide for the

payment of carfare for Oliver H. Smith in con-
nection with the inspection of stations and sub-
stations in accortllgnce with the postmaster's
request of March 10.

"I“hat up to November 30, 1898, Mr. Smith was
paid in full on account of clerk hire and up to
date of this letter had been paid $20 on account
of December clerk hire, had béen paid as per
diem mechanic to September 30, 1898, for car-
fare 85050 to September 30, 1898, this allow-
ance having been continued by Fir.‘}t Assistant
Postmaster General, 8. and A, Division, Qctober

4, 1898.
PAYMENTS ORDERED BY HEATH.

That on October 29, 1898, the acting First As-
sistant, free delivery system, authorized the
payment to mechanics at the Washington office
Jor services performed in connection with paint-
ing, repairing and erecting street letter boxes,
during October, as follows: Oliver H. Smith,
$52 (here follow the names and amounts of the

other five mechanics). .
That on November 16, 1898, Acting First As-
sistant, free delivery system, authorized pay-
ment to Oliver H. Smith and Robert V. Willett,
letter box painters, at the rate of $2 per duy
for services performed during the first half of
November, and stated that on the 30th inst.
certificate for the entire month would be sent
to the auditor.
That from these letters it will be seen that
since October 21 specific instructions have been
forwarded in each instance for payment to Mr.

Smith.

The cashier states that during the summer
Smith was in service at Camp Alger, Va.,
military postal service, and on August 10, 1598,
he rendered under oath the following statement
of account:

Necessary expenses incurred in July, 1898, for car-
fare, wagon hire and meals in connection with
handiing military mail at Falls Church...e-cce ¥ <

which was paid by order of the First Assistant

Postmaster General, S. and A. Division, August

1898, $12, authorized by the S. and A. Division,

Cashier states that while so engaged it is diffi-
cult to see how Smith’'s per diem expenses as a
mechanic repairing street letter boxes was
earned, yvet payment was directed by First As-
sistant, free delivery system, October 8, 1898,

Under authority from S. and A. Division, Cc-
tober 4, 1898, Smith was paid $22 50 Zor street-
car fares quarter ended September 30, 1808.
Most of this time was spent at Camp Alger.

That Smith was absent in Indiana for about
two or three weeks at election time, but drew
his full per diem as & mechanic repairing street
letter boxes, though per diem employes are not
usually entitled to leave of absence with pay.
He was paid by order of the WFirst Assistant,
free delivery system, November 29, 1808, for the
hayment of mechanics employed in the Wash-
ington office for eervices during the month of
November

The inspector calls attention to a letter from
the First Assistant, free delivery system, dated
Decen:ber 5, 1808, and filed in his office, in which
it is stated that owing to the exhaustion of the
amount of money set aside for painting and re-
pairing letter boxes for the current year he is
compelled to discontinue the services of the let-
ter box painters at the close of business De-
cember 10, and states that each payment to
Smith since October 1 has been specifically
authorized, and as the services of letter box
painters were discontinued December 10 he did
not deem it advisable to make any payment’to
Smith until further advised.

Referring to the peculiar dual position and
payments of Smith, and the possibility of a dis-
allowance of some of the payments by the
anditor, he says he has taken all precaution pos-
sible to keep the records of his office complete,
and to make no payment except upon authority
of superior officers.

(The names of these
all female—date of appointment and
salary are given.) The inspector states that
these parties are on the payroll and have re-
ceived pay from date of appointment to June S0,
1899, the date of the inspection, and upon his
making inguiry of postiraster as to the nature
of service performed by them, where employved,
was unable to give any information
nor was any one connected with
1ble to give any informa-
tion as to where they were employed or the
nature of their work, and inspector is of the
opinion that practically no service whatever has
been rendered for the money expended.

Smith follows the above with a summary of
the auditor’s objections to numerous accounts.
This is too long for reproduction here, but the
remarks following are worthy of note:

Inspector states that upon receipt of the
above letters from the Controller the cashier
of the Washington office suspended all payments
to the persons meutioned and called upon them
to furnish the affidavits required. He was, how-
ever, required to continue these payments upon
direct written order from the postmaster, who
states he was verbally instructed in his action
by the First Assistant Postmaster General. The
payments were made under the cashier’s pro-
test.

ORDERED QUESTIONABLE PAYMENTS.

In conclusion the inspector states that the
files of the cashier show fall, direct and
positive orders from superior authority for
the disbursement of all . the questionable
jtems mentioned in this report, that the re-
sponsibility for the many illegal appoint-
ments, the payment of two salaries to gpne
and the same person, and the disbursement
of thousands of dollars for which praeti-
eally no service was performed, should be
placed where it properly belongs, and the
many abuses corrected.

Under date of July 5, 1899, referring to the
inspection of the Washington office concluded
June 30. 1899, Inspector Owings states that they
found the name of one charwoman on the roster
of stations A, B and G, and the superintendents
were unable to state what duties they performed
and what salaries paid; that in conversation
with Mr. Beavers, chief of salaries and allow-
ances division, after the transfer of the post-
office to Postmaster Merritt, he, Beavers, re-
quested the inspector to inform the inspector in
charge, that when he struck the names of the
charwomen of the stations it would be well not
to mention them in hig reoport, as they were
personal appointments of the Postmaster Gen-
eral, and their appointment had been authorized
by the department, and that they had only been
temporarily assigned to the stations until they
could be assigned elsewhere,

INSPECTOR LITTLE'S REPORT.
A summary of the report of Inspector Little
on the Washington postnfﬁc-'- says:

Inspector states the office had no specified al-
lowance for employes and that a number of
clerks have been added to the rolls of the office
without request of the postmaster, and at times
it has been difficult, postmaster states, to find
employment for all agsigned to his rolls. The
roster appears to be an elastic one, to be added
to, as circumstances arise, whether the post-
master has requested it or not, and sometimes
rendering it difficult to find places for them.
The roster bears the following named persons
with their designations, who appear to have
been detailed to work outside this postoffice:

The postmaster has no supervision over the
above named persens. The aggregate salaries
paid to those not connected with the office
amount to $16,100. Relative to names on the
roster not actually employed in the office or
under jurisdiction’ of the postmaster, he knows
nothing beyond the fact that they are on his
rolls by written authority of the Postoffice De-
partment and the reason therefor is undoubt-
edly clear to that department. The postmaster
informed inspector the named have been placed
there by official orders from the Postoffice De-
partment, and that he has made no request for
their appointment.

Inspector states the forece of the day laborers
actually engaged in cleanig the lobby of the
postoffice, walks, and wood or brass work,
averages about twelve, the night force four
while eight are assigned to the registry dlvlslun'
and twelve to the mailing diviston, It would ap-

made in this force without detriment to the
service and a saving of $10,000 per annum ef-
fected. The foreman of this work, O. H. Smith,
is classed on the roster as “finance clerk” at
£1,700, yet he has an assistant, W. E. Dunn, at

salaries varying from $400 to $600 a year, most
of them at $500 and §600, and that they “per-
formed practically no sarvices whatever.”

The persons referred to were regularly ap-
pointed and detailed to the postoffice at Wash-
ington, D. C. The postmaster was instructed
and it was part of his duty to have provided
employment for them, or to have reported to
this department if it was a fact that there was.
no employment for them, when their services
would hawe been dispensed with.

BRISTOW TO PAYNE.
Reports of

Letter Transmitting
Infspectors.

Washington, June 17.—The documents made
public to-day show that on May 1 Postmaster
General Payne wrote a letter to Fourth Assist-
ant Postmaster General Bristow, calling atten-
tion to the published interview with Mr. Tul-
loch, and asked Mr. Bristow “what truth, if aay,
there is in the statements, and particularly upon
that part which speaks of your connection, and
that of the postoffice inspectors.”

Mr. Bristow’s reply, dated three days later, is
as follows:

In response to your inquiry of May 1, 1903,
as to the truth or falsity of the assertions of
Mr. S. W. Tulloch that appeared in an inter-
view by him in “The Washington Post" of that
date, I beg to hand you herewith an abstract
of three reports made by the inspectors on the
condition of the Washington postoffice. The
first, marked “Exhibit A,” refers to the trans-
fer of the postoffice to the Hon. John A. Merritt,
incoming postmaster, by Mr. James P. Willett,
retiring postmaster, which occurred on June 30,
1899. At the time this inspection was in prog-
ress, as nearly as I can remember, Chief Inspec-
tor Cochran and Inspector-in-Charge Smith
called upon me and advised me that the inspec-
tors in the investigation of the postoffice had
discovered many irregularities of a serious nat-
ure, which seemed to be authorized by the de-
partment. After discussing the matter at some
length of them, I directed that a report relat-
ing in general to the transfer, be submitted in
the regular way, and copies of the same referred
to the various divisions or bureaus of the de-
partment, as followed in other similar cases, and
that a special report affecting the irregularities
that seemed to be authorized by the department
be submitted.

During the progress of the inspection I was
a@vlsed by the chief inspector that Mr. George
Xﬁ ..I‘-:eavers. chief of the salary and allowance
division, had suggested to one of the inspectors
that when he came to certain appointments in
some of the stations that appeared irregular he
had better make no reference to them, as they
h‘ad been ordered personally by the Postmaster
General. I told the chief inspector to instruct
the inspectors to report the facts as they would
in any other inspection; that I did not believe
the Postmaster General had knowingly author-
ized any irregularities.

Captain W. B. Smith, inspector in charge, sub-
mitted a special report on July 6, as directed,
an abstract of which is herewith submitted,
marked “Exhibit B.” This report disclosed
what seemed to me glaring irregularities, and I
submitted ft prrsonally to the Postmaster Gen-
eral, suggestirg to him at the time that it con-
tained matters to which I thought he would
want to give his personal attention.

Referring to the ‘statement that I had de-
manded a thorough investigation of the office of
the First Assistant Postmaster General, I beg
to state that Inspector in Charge Smith, in his
special report, heretofore mentioned as “Exhibit
E,” stated that he had discovered a condition
of aﬂ’n‘lrs which, in his judgment, required an
hfnmedmte. thorough and exhaustive investiga-
tion. I submitted this report to the FPostmaster
General with my approval, but I did not con-
sider such approval as a demand on my part
that the office of the First Assistant Postmaster
General be investigated.

The third report, dated July 31, 1900, an ab-
stract of which is herewith submitted, marked
“F:;hihit C,” sets forth a number of irregu-
larities that prevailed at that tuume in the
Washington Postoffice. This inspection was be-
gun when T was absent from the department.
When I returned I was informed by the chief
inspector that complaint was made to the Post-
master General that Inspector Little, who was
engaged on the work, was asking unnecessary
questions and seeking information which was
pot called for in an inspection. I advised him
to instruect Inspector Little to make the same
kind of an investigation of the Washington
Postoffice that he would make of any other of-
fice under similar circumstances, and to sub-
mit in a special report anything which he
thought shouid be called to the personal atten-
tion of the Postmaster General. This he did,
and T submitted the special réport to the Post-
master General, stating to him that I understood
from the chief inspector that complaint had been
made that Inspector Little was asking unneces-
sary questions, with the possible view of em-
barrassing the department with regard to cer-
tain conditions in the Washington Postoffice, but
that, after inquiry, I was clearly convinced that
the questions asked wzre not unnecessary or
improper, and that I believed he would hold the
same view after he had read his report. Very

HERMAN THREATENS SUIT.

He Denies Taking Records of the Wynkoop
\
Company.
[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Rutherford, N. J., June 17.—To a Tribune re-
porter to-night Paul Herman denled taking val-
uable records from the Wynkoop-Hallenbeck-
Crawford Company or leaving false estimates
for the money order printing contract. For ten
yvears, he said, he had been superintendent of
the money order, railroad ticket and lithograph-
ing department of the company. When he re-
signed a month ago he took with him all the let-
ters addressed to him personally by Superin-
tendent Metcalf of the Money Order Division
and nothing else. He says he will take legal
steps against the company because of state-
ments made.

Regarding the false estimate charge, Mr. Her-
man says that two months ago, at Mr. Hallen-
beck’'s request, he made up a statement of the
cost of production of the money order blanks
for the month of April. This he left in his desk
when he resigned from the company's service,
and this he thinks may be the basis for the
charge. Mr. Herman explains kis low bid by
saying that the company which had the con-
tract uses obsolete machinery, and that the work
is done on four separate floors under unfavora-
ble conditions, while he has engaged one large
floor, and has contracted for up to date ma-
chinery especially adapted for the work. Law-
vers for the competitors have been told to sub-
mit briefs this week to First Assistant Post-
master General Wynne. Mr. Herman, who is
represented by Captain Addison Ely, of Ruther-
ford, says the contract for four years amounts
to upward of $400,000; that his figure was about
$42.000 less than that of the Wynkoop-Hallen-
beck-Crawford Company, and his financial back-
ing was not questioned at the hearing in Wash-
ington.

Louis T'. Derousse, Ex-Controller of
Camden, Disappears.

Camden, N. J.. June 17.—Postmaster Louis T,
Derousse has left the city, and two lllspeiQul'ﬁ
have taken charge of the postoffice here. Why he
left the c¢ity, whither he has gone and what is his
fate are matters of the deepest mystery, which his
family and friends are vainly endeavoring to
fathom. Mr. Derousse was one of the best known
residents and business men of the city before he
was made a postmaster by President MeKinley
five vears ago, and was City Controlier for threa ;

in 1886.. He was one of the founders of the Camden
Republican Club and a member of many social and
political organizations of the city and county.

For several weeks friends noticed that the post-
master was under severe mental gloom and de-
pression, but he said nothing to any one of any
private troubles, nor was it known that there were
any difficulties at the office, though there had been
some little friction over the discharge of a letter
carrier and the employment of one or two clerks,
for which the postmaster could not be held re-
sponsible, since he had no control over the clerical

force of the office.

Postmaster Derousse was at, his office as late as
11 o’clock this morning, at which hour he geemed
very much cast down, and a business man who
called upen him found him with his haad on his
hands resting upon the desk. He never lm}ked up
to receive his caller, and asked him his business as
though he were not expecting the call and did not
know his caller, though they have been acquaint-
ances for years. Soon after 11 o'clock Mr. De-
rousse left the office without saying anything re-
garding his plans. He had always been so punc-
tillous as to his movements that Assistant Post-
master Charles S. Sayrs was surprised, though he
sald nothing. That was the last seen of the post-
master by any one connected with the office.

SENDS SHOCKING LETTER TO WIFE.

About 3 o'clock this aftegpoon Mrs. Derousse, at

her home, No. 326 North Sixth-st., received a letter

which sent her at once into hysterics, and a phy-
sician had to be summoned to care for her. The
letter was to the effect that when it was received
the postmaster would be dead. All efforts to learn
what else he said or what was his reason for so
writing have so far proved unavaliling.

Word was sent to ex-Judge David J. Pancoast,
one of the bondsmen of the postmaster, and to the
Postoffice. It was then deemed advisable to inform
the postal authorities, and the two inspectors were
sent from Philadelphia to take charge of the office.
They began a rigid Investigation at once, even
opening the absent postmaster’s private desk and
overhauling his papers, making a thorough count of
the finances and stamp account and looking into
every detall. 1t was announced later that while the
inspeetion was not complete, the inspectors were
able to say that there was no shortage in the ac-
counts of the postmaster so far as had been de-
veloped. The investigation is still going on.

The postmaster’'s domestic life is said to have
been happy; but those close to him say that there
has been some great trpuble hanging upon him
which made him exceedingly melancholy. He Is
not a drinking man, is of a sunny, light hearted dis-
position, and Is said to have been in no financial
Aifficuities so far as his friends are aware. His
brother, Thomas Derousse, of Philadelphia, came
over to the reﬁidenc_efthls afternoon, but he was un-
able to throw any light upon the mystery of the
postmaster's disappearance. Every effort will be
made to find the man.
