A FOREIGNER IN THIBET.

THE COUNTRY’S CUSTOMS.

Russian Explorer Gains Informa-
tion of Mysterious People.

St. Petersburg, June 7.—In view of the recent un-
successful attempt of Sven Hedin and Colonel Koz-
Joff 10 penetrate into the heart of Thibet. interest
in which has been added to by the recent departure
from New-York of Oscar T. Crosby, an American,
on a similar mission, it has just become known
that a Russian subject, G. Z. Zoubikov, was re-
cently residing quietly at Lhassa. M. Zoubikov is
& Bouriat and a graduate of the Oriental Faculty
of the University of St. Petersburg. As a born
Buddhist, anc famillar from childhood with Thibe-
tan. he found no difticulty in passing for a lama.

contain much information hitherto unobtairable. g
M. Zoubikov made an extended report of his

journey at a meeting of the Geographical Society
& few davs ago. He was immediately awarded the
Przhevalsky prize, which is conferred in honor of
the first Russian Thibet explorer.

The frontiers of Thibet, which were closed to
European travellers after the French ﬁxplnwr:
Juc and Gabet were expelled from Lhassa, in 1846,
have not been absolutely shut against a certain por«
tion of Russian subjects, namely the Buddhistic
Bouriats of the Baikal region. The Bouriats are
talented people, and the same value attaches to M.
¥oubikov's observations as would be the case were
be a Buropean. His stay lasted over a year. :

In the summer of 1900 M. Zoubikov entered Thibet
from the north as a member of a caravan of sev-
enty pligrims, including many Jlamas. He ap-
proached Central Thibet by the Boumza Mfuntaln.
where Przhevalsky was turned back in ll,h(‘. The
goad led through a treeless country with snn‘w
topped mountains, extending east and lwest in
paralie! chains. The people in this region were
few and nomadic. An agricultural community was
found within only sixty or seventy miles of Lhassa.

CLIMATE AND POPULATION.

The climate was found to be harsh and dry.
Snow fails occasionaily from December to March:
sain from May to August. April. September, October
&nd November are dry. The medium annual tem-
perature was found to be €, 67 and B degrees
Fahrenheit for morning, noon and night respec-
tively. The data for December wWas 17, 3¢ and 27
decrees, and for July 60, 77 and 65 degrees. i

The population, which has at times been esti-
mated at 33,000,000, is probably about one-tenth of
this number. It is decreasing through disease, par-
iticularly smallpox, and on account of the large
number of celibate priests.

The sons of Chinese soidiers and merchants
temporarily resident in Thibet are counted Chinese,
the danghters Thibetans. Other foreign residents
are Indians from Cashmere and Mongolians and
Thibetans from XNepul the latter belng skilled
@rtisans, architects, sculptcrs and jewellers. The
‘Cashmere Mzhometans are traders. They usually
convert their Thibetan wivezs.

Almaost all the jand in Central Thibet belongs to
the Dalal Lama. Oniy high officials in Lhassa
have hereditary homes. The Thibetan houses are

of brick &nd stone, but have chimreys only in the
kitchen. The other rooms have holes to let the
o cold. Dried

smoke escape. and are cheerlessly
dung is the principal fuel.

The common folks wear white, the wealthy red,
officials yellow and soldiers blue clothing of home-
epun. Jewels are worn in great abundance by the
women Barley meal, soup, the raw fiesh of the
wak and of sheep, butter, sour milk and vege-
;ables are main items of the diet. Wheat spirits
gell for a cent a bottle. Men smoke tobacco and
the priests take snuff.

PEOPLE RELIGIOUS AND INMORAL.

The people of Central Thibet are pasgionately at-
tached to their religious observances, which are
purely formal. Prayers are regarded as of rfxagic
potency and figure in all ordinary and extraordinary
affairs of life. Medicine is in small popular favor.
Morals are primitive and marriage ties are loose.
Both polygamy and polyandry are common.

Agriculture and cattle raising are the principal
employvments. Whesat. barley, peas and beans. cat-
tle. sheep, waks, horses, asses and mules are the
main produycts. Yaks and asses are used as pack
enimals. Labor is cheap, men being paid two or
three cents & day. while women usually serve for
their food and clothing. Even a lama receives only
16 cente for a whale day's prayers. Sheepskins, cat-
tle, wvak tails, statues, books and vellow llama caps
are Aexronﬂd, The yak tails serve as horse tails
in the outfit of Turkish pachas. English and Ind-
4an cottons and woollens and copper and enamel
utensils are introduced from India, and tea, silks,
cottons, horses and asses from China.

The Tempile of Buddha In the centre of the city is
@bout 140 feet square. It is three stories high and
has three gilded Chinese roofs. It shelters a gi-
gantic bronze statue of Buddha, which has a ham-
mered gold and jewelled headdress. A sacrificial
fire, fed with melted butter, burns before the statue.
©Other statues and relics are kept in other cham-
fbers of the same temple, among which is the statue
©of the Goddess of Women, to which are offered
#pirits and wheat. The wheat is at once eaten by
smice. In the same temple are also rocms for the
Palai Lama and his council.

The residence of the Dalal Lama is about a mile
eway from Lhassa, on Mount Bodala. It was built
4n the seventh century. Near by is the old castle
MHodson-Bodala, which is 1,400 feet long and nine
stories high. Here are the treasury, the mint, the
#chools of theology and medicine, quarters for
swelve hundired officlals and five hundred monks
&nd a prison. As many as one thousand priests
take part in religious processions to this mountain.

M. Zoubikov also minutely describes various mon-
ssteries and temples, including three near Lhassa
where fifteen thousand monks are mainly engaged
JAn learned pursuits, At cne of these, Brabun, near-
ly six thousand boys, young men, and even zray-
bearded partriarchs, are studying theology, the
‘total number of resident monks being eight thou-

sand.
SELECTION OF THE LLAMA.

Thibetan Buddhism, brought from India in the
seventh century, struggled against the native Sha-
ymanism until the ninth century, when a com-
promise was agreed upon. According to the cur-
rent teaching there are many spirits which are con-
tinually reincarnated in men, The Dalal Liama is
the itving Buddba. Another defender of the faith
iz the spirit Choldshen, whose power is manifested
through plous ascetics who spend their lives in
contemplation.

Since the fifteenth century all power, civil and
gpiritual, has been nominally in the hands of the
Dealaa Lama, but China maintains a Manchu resi-
Gent and an army. In order to avoid strife in select-
ing a Dalai Lama the Electoral Council places
three strips of paper with the names of three boys
in an urn and the Manchu Residept removes one
wiAth a small staff. The new Dalai Llamea’s educa-
tion is intrusted to a college of learned men. Until
his twentyv-second year the government is in the
hands of a regent appointed by the Emperor of
China

The present Dlai lama is twenty-seven years
old. He is the fifth since 1866, one of the Regents
bhaving continued in authority for an unusually
long time, owing to three chiliren selected to be
Llamas having diead before attaining marturity.

The Dalai Lamas’ Council. in whose hands is the
actual power, embraces rour so-called “Galons.,”
appointed by the Emperor of China. The adminis-
tration i in the hands of 2 closed aristocracy, and
brivery and corruptien are nearly universal. Among
the common penalties are drowning. torture, flog-

ing, banishment and fines. The Thibetan army of

'our thousand men is poorly disciplined., and is
armed with bows and old fashioned guns.

WALK WIRE NETTING.

Escdpe from Alleged Poolroom, but
Are Caught.

ELEVATED PASSENGERS SEE RAID.

Passengers on elevated trains which stopped
at the Park Place station late yesterday after-
noon, were regaled with the sight of men trying
to escape to the station platform from an al-
leged poolroom. Two men took a risky way to
flight, and gave an exhibition of wire walking,
only to be caught when they thought they had
escaped.

The place was in Church-st.. near Barclay,
and Captain Joseph Burns and a squad of po-
licemen from the Church-st. station made the
raid.

Thomas Stripp, of No. 398 Hudson-st., the al-
leged proprietor: John Powers. of No. 107 Bow-
ery. alleged doorkeeper; Thomas Rogers, of No.
38 Desbrosses-si., alleged doorkeeper; Patrick
Duffy, of No. 197 Franklin-st., alleged cashier,
and David Cole, of Thirteenth-st. and TIniver-
sity place, alleged sheet writer. were arrested
on warrants issued by Justice Holbrook, of
Special Sessions.

At 4 o'clock Detectives Courtnay and Gilbert.
who were stationed inside the room, met Cap-
tain Burns at the first door. There were ten
policemen with the captain. They forced the
lock of the second door and got into the -oom,
where there were one hundred and fifty men.

All tried to get out of the windows and doors,
but, as there were twenty policemen surround-
ing the place, they had to stay inside. Some of
them tried to escape by getting out of the win-
dows to the northbound platform of the elevated
station, but policemen met them there also.
About two thousand persons gathered in the
street. Only the five men were arrested, the
rest being allowed to go.

Place. When the policemen entered, two of the

! Dgisonﬁrs. Duffy and Cole, climbed out of a win-

dow and stepped on a wire netting between the

building and the old insurance buiiding. They
had to take two steps across lhe netting to
gain the window of the other building.

netting hung over a space of about twenty-five
feet in depth, and it groaned and squeaked when
the weight of the two men rested on it. The
netting, however, held, and the prisoners climbed
through the window of the Park Place Daild-
ing. At the bottom of the stairs they were
met by Patrolman Tesiny, who arcesied them.

It was rumored last night thai a prominent
Tammany politician had heen caught in the
raid, but it was subsequently learned that the
man referred to had only been affiliated with the
Tammany Hall organization in *“Battery Dan”
Finn's district, and was not by any mea
inent. Assemblyman *“Andy” Dovle, who gave
bail for the five prisoners late last night, de-
nied that any of the men were atliliated with
Tammany Hall at the present time, but said
they were his “friends.”

“Why, these men are my friends, an’ that's
why I'm here,” he said. “That's what an As-
semblyman or an Alderman is elected for, to
get their friends out of trouble in cases like
these. I guess if I didn’'t show up here I':d have
to look the other way next election. When a
man has friends and he's an Assemblyman, why,
he just has got to look after them, that's all

“Mr. Stripp used to live down here, and T've
known him since a kid, and he's a good friend
But he lives in Brooklyn now, and has for sev-
eral yvears.”
