The water re-
turns show that 68.000 families pay water rates

and that more than 2,000 families draw water
from independent sources. As each of these

families averages six persons, this makes 420,000.

and ther» are more than" 20.000 who occupy
rooms over stotres aid other business estab-
lishments. In 1901 1.241 new dwelling houses
were built and 2,076 families were added to

the population. Last year 1.49S new dwell-
ing houses were built and 2,076 families came
to town.

escape. The total loss of life is now estimator!
at two hundred. Heppner has lately come into
prominence as the trade centre of a rich agri-

cultural country. Thousands of acres of wheat
are now pown where a few years ago sheep were
pastured. Good coal has also been found in the
vicinity, and it is probable that the mining of
thip coal will soon bo more lucrative than sheep
raising or wheat growing- One result of the

disaster will be to prevent the buildingof towns
In natural gorges, into which flood waters rush
with great force. Heppner was situated on
low land at the ifltersertion of several canyons,
and thus received the full force of the water as
itrushed down from the mountain. Near by was
Mesa, which waa untouched by the Hoods.

THE STATE OF TRADE.

Use of the Drug Increasing Among

Negroes of the South.
Washington. Jan. 17 (Special).— Cocaine sniffing,

according to a statement made by Colonel J. W.
Watson, of Georgia, who has been visiting In
Washington, threatens to depopulate the Southern
States of their colored population. The habit is

growing with wonderful rapidity, and its evil ef-
fects are being seen in all the towns and cities of
the Southern States.
"In Atlanta." says Colonel Watson, "cocaine

sniffing has grown to such proportions that some
of the keepers of saloons patronized by the colored
people are poing out of business, for when the
cocaine habit fixes itself on a person all desire or
craving for whiskey is gone, the victim finding en-
tire satisfaction in the sniffing of cocaine. Ihave
visited some of the negro barrooms in Decatur-st..
in Atlanta, and the proprietors told me that the
cocaine habit which had been acquired by the ne-
groes was pimply driving them out of business.

"The habit has grown rapidly, and its effects are
seen and felt in all the. towns and cities. It is
cheaper than whiskey, and the effects last longer.

For 25 or 50 cents one can buy enough cocaine to

last a week. The cocaine crystals are pulverised
and mixed with sugar and reduced to the right

strength. They are then placed in a box or pouch

and carried In the pockets, being convenient forus«
whenever it is felt that a 'sniff' is necessary. It

has mystified our physicians and men of medicine
to know how the negroes learned the art of mixing

and pulverizing the crystals. By snuffing the co-
caine up the nostrils it reaches the brain quicker

and the effect Is more lasting than if swallowed or
administered by hypodermic injection. Negroes

who are addicted to the habit say that they have

tried the two latter ways, and that the effects are
rot by any means the same, and do not afford the
same degree of satisfaction and pleasure as when
'sniffed.'

"Another item is that a small pinch of the pul-

verized stuff goes further than seven' times the

same amount swallowed or injected by the user.
Its effects are said to be similar to those of mor-
phine, but it gives a feeling of a Jag produced by
large drinks of whiskey. Ihave been told by ne-
groes that they didn't want whiskey if they could
get cocaine. Like opium, too. it produces visions
of wealth, beamy and happiness. There are no
menageries and snakes in a drunk from cocaine; it

Is full of genuine joys. it is claimed, until the ef-
fects begin to die out. when it requires another
dose or two t6 start the machinery of joy and good
feeling. Unquestionably the drug affects the brain
rapidly, and th* result has been that the insane
asylums of the South are fillingup and overflowing

with the unfortunate victims. There has been a
cheap and inferior cocaine placed on the markets,

and this fact has hastened the crazing of many of
its users. While there are laws prohibiting the
sale of the drug, there is little difficulty experienced

in getting it. for there are always unscrupulous
druggists, who will take chances on selling it, and
there are many physicians who will write cocaine
prescriptions all day at 50 cents for each prescrip-

tion. Iunderstand that even some of the saloon-
keepers of Atlanta, Birmingham, Chattanooga. Au-
gusta and other Southern cities now keep a full
supply of cocaine for their customers.

"Ihave given the cocaine question considerable
study, and am convinced that if some stringent

law Is not enacted and enforced against its use the
habit will grow and extend to such proportions

that great injury willresult; in fact, great injury
has already resulted, for Iam satisfied that many

of the" horrible crimes committed in the Southern
States by the colored people can be traced directly

to the cocaine habit. After a person has habitually

used the poison for a certain length of time he be-
oomes mentally irresponsible. No man can use it
long and retain his normal mental condition. It is
a brain wrecker of the worst kind. Iam glad to
say that the people of my

—
Georgia— are

waking up to the alarming conditions resulting

from the use of such drugs, and a vigorous fight

was made at the last session of our legislature on
the sale of a soda fountain drink manufactured in
Atlanta and known as coca cola. of which thou-
sands of barrels are sold annually. It was con-
tended by advocates of the bill for a high license
on the drink that it was a compound which pro-
duced similar effects to cocaine, morphine and such
like. Men become addicted to drinking it.and find
it hard to release themselves from the habit.

"Now, let me say, too, that the use of cocaine Is
not confined to the negroes of the South, by any

manner of means. The young white men hive
taken up the habit, and Its eftect can be seen on
their faces. You can stand on the corner of any
prominent street in Atlanta and pick out the co-
caine victims as the younger generation passes by.
Their faces are flushed, eyes red and blurred, and
with expressions of some wild, hunted .animal. I
cannot describe their looks, but it is entirely dif-
ferent from that of the man with the plain whiskey
jag. There if= all the difference in the world le-
liween the two. and even a stranger will notice it
and make comments. 1 am not an advocate of
whiskey, but Iam fully convinced that if a man
feels that he must have a stimulant the best thing
he can do is to get a bottle of liquor. Some of the
people say that the us< of cocaine is confined al-
most exclusively to the colored race, but this is
not true: there are thousands of white men and
boys who are using it. Ido not know whether the
women are addicted to the habit or not.
"It is peculiarly strange to me that there seems

to be an Insane desire on the part of the present
generation to get something up their noses. Snuff
using is increasing rapidly all over the country.
1 have seen not less than eight men right in the
,obby of this hotel to-night take out their snuff
boxes and take a "sniff." Inotice the same thing
everywhere Igo. and tobacconists ten me that
snuff sales are increasing every day. Isuppose
people will snuff and sniff until life is snuffed out."
