Fifteen power yachts raced over a triangular

The two Spicer

boys, who played point and cover, were both over

six feet and built in proportion, while G. K. Sls-

terson. who covered "Bob" Wall, was larger than

the big Crescent captain.

As the game was played under the English rules-

which prohibit body checking— these men bad no

opportunity to use their great weight. In fact, the
lighter Crescents ran circles around them, on

a field which was very heavy and very slippery.

The English style of play-covering a man. but
never checking his body-is practically unknown on

this side of the water, and. while it does away with
a great deal of rough and dirty work, it is hardly

so good a game as that to which we are ac us-

too ed
In the field the Englishmen were wonderful run-

ners, and. although their stylo seemed awkward.
they managed to cover the ground In a most re-

markable manner. Their stick work was above

the average of that of any American college team,

and while they have not as yet mastered the quick,

sharp passing of their Canadian cousins, it was by

no means bad. They, however, had a tendency to

pass too low. particularly when coming in on the

home for time and time again Dooly and Miller In-
tercepted passes which should have gon way above

their heads.
