INDICTED AGAIN.

Machen, the Groffs and Lorenzes
Accused of Conspiracy.

Washington, June 22 —The grand jury which
aas been investigating postal affairs to-day re-
turned an indictment against August W.
Machen, Diller B. Groff, Samuel A. Groff, George
F. Lorenz and Martha J. Lorenz, the two last
named being residents of Toledo, Ohio. The
specific charge is conspiracy to defraud the gov-
ernment. The indictment is based on Section
5,440 of the Revised Statutes, which provides a
penalty of $10.000, or two years’ jmprisonment,
or both, in the discretion of the court.

There ars twelve counts in the indictment,
eleven of which are substantially the same as
those found previously against Machen and the
Groffs. The first count of the present indict-
ment, which relates to the conspiracy charge,
sets forth that on June 29, 1800, in the District
of Columbia, Lorenz, Mrs. Lorenz, Machen and
the Groff brothers “conspired, combined, con-
federated and agreed to defraud the United
States Government of its moneys™ by the fol-
lowing arrangement: Machen should advise
&nd recommend to the First Assistant Post-
master General the purchase from the Groff
Brothers of a large number of the Groff fasten-
ers for mall boxes at $125 each, and should
procure payment therefor, upon which the Groff
brothers should retain 60 per cent of such pay-
ment, or 75 cents for each fastener; and the
Groff trothers should then pay to Mr. and Mrs.
Lorenz, either or both, the remaining 40 per
cent, which was to be “converted, appropriated
and applied to the use” of Mr. and Mrs. Lorenz
and Machen. The indictment says that this
agreement was carried out by Machen on June
30 recommending the purchase of six thousand
of the fastenmers at the price mentioned; that
the Groff brothers on the same date presented
a bill for these six thousand fasteners at
the price mentioned: that on September 13 of
the same wyear Machen recommended to the
Postmaster General the pay-

ment of that hill.*and that the Groff broth-
ere, “having thereafter and on September

2% of that vear received froth the United
States £7.500 in payment of the bill,” Diller B.

Groff, on October 20 of the same vear, paid

E. Williams and Joseph F. Farrell and Theo-
dore W. Warner and William R. Lewis, the two
last named being bank men.

MORE DELAY IN INQUIRY.

Conspiracy May Be Charged in
Driggs Case and in Others.

VAN COTT ON “CASHIERS” REPORT.

PETER’S TROUBLES BEGIN

SERVIANS OFFENDED.

Promotions Made at Geneva Dis-
liked—Ministry Fears Powers.

Belgrade, Servia, June 29 —King Peter's
promotions of officers of the Geneva military
delegation havé given serious offence here, and
it is probable that they will be gahcelled.

1t is semi-officially stated that Colonel Mis-
chich. who was gazetted on Saturday as Com-
mandant of the Military District of Belgrade, is
not the chief conspirator, but the latter man’s
brother. *

The position of the Ministry is becoming more
rnenviable daily, in consequence of the Russian
and Austrian demands for the punishment of
the assassins of King Alexander and Queen
Draga. The terms of the Russian note almost
caused a panic among the Ministers, who are
anxiously awaiting the arrival of King Peter
to extricate them fruom the dilemna. The War
Minister is the paramount power in the Ministry,
as he is backed by the entire army, and he
threatens severe resentment against any
member of the Cabinet who may hint at the

purishment of the conspirators.

ON WAY TO BELGRADE.

King Leaves Geneva—Swiss Cheer
the New Ruler.

Geneva, June 22.—King Peter of Servia left
Geneva on his way to Belgrade at 843 p. m.
to-day.

The Geneva people made a holiday of the
King’'s departure. All the afternoon the King's
house in the Rue Belot was surrounded by a
good natured crowd, which increased in num-
bers along the route to the railroad statlon,
where several thousand persons were congre-
gated.

The King dined with the members of his
household before his departure. He drove to
the station, accompanied by General Popovics,
the head of the Servian military deputation,
and followed in carriages by the President of

the Servian Senate and the other members of
the Parliamentary delegation, who were cheered
by the spectators.

The station was strongly guarded by gen-
darmes and detectives, On the platform ~was
a deputation of Geneva women, who presented
to the King bouquets of flowers.

The Russian Consul was among the last to
shake the King's hand as the train pulled out
of the station amid loud cheering, in response
to which King Peter cried “Vive la Suisse!”

Belgrade Plot Said to Have Been Carried

Vienna, June The “Allegemeine Corre-
spondenz” learns that the new King of Servia
was not only fully informed of the military con-
spiracy at Belgrade, but it was actually carried
out by his agents. The officers broke into the
Konak with the fixed determination to kill the
royal couple.

BRITISH REVERSE IN NIGERIA.

Attack on Former Sultan of Sokoto Fails—
Four Killed, Sixtr Wounded.

London, June 22.—The former Sultan of Sokoto
is causing considerable trouble for the British
in Nigeria. A force of 130 West African troops
in the middle of May unsuccessfully attacked
the former Sultan, who was in command of a
large force, in the walled town of Durmi, about
two hundred miles from Kano. The British were
obliged to retire, after losing four men killed
and sixty wounded. The enemy's losses were
estimated at three hundred men killed or wound-
ed. Reinforcements are being sent to the British.

A British gunboat has been ordered to Gar-
raway, on the Liberian coast, in consequence of
the recent looting of British and French steam-
ers which have run ashore there.

OFFICERS AGAIN ACCUSED.

Looting Charges at Manila Revived—Gov-
ernor Taft in Good Health.

o

Manila, June - The charges that American
officers looted public buildings in Manila after
the surrender of the city, in 1808, have been re-
vived, and may possibly lead to a formal investi-
gation. Recently the authorities endeavored to
locate certain pictures and art objects belong-
ing to the Municipal Museum, and inquiry
showed that they had been given to a Filipino
to take care of after the surrender. The Filipino
offers to prove that some officers received the
pictures, and it is alleged that a former staff
officer abstracted a silver service from the Mala-
canan Palace.

MALTESE CONSTITUTION CHANGED.

A Return to the Instrument of 1849—Trou-
ble Caused by Language Question.

London, June 22 —Accordicg to a dispatch
frcm Valetta, Malta, the constitution of 1887
has been abrogated, and the constitution of |49
re-established. By this step the Legislaiive
Council’ hereafter will be composed of eight
elected members and nine government members,
instead of fourteen and six respectively, as
heretofore. Some suck action had been expected
in consequence of the trouble about the language
question. The elected members objected to the
przdominance of the English language in the
schools, and recently defeated the education ap-
propriation for the current year. On June 17
the Lieutenant Governor desired to reintroduce
the apptropriation bill, but the elected members
refused permission to do so. Under the new
conditions the government will control the
Legislative Council.

MOORS ADVANCE ON TAZA.

No Confirmation of the Defeat of El Menebhi
with Heavy Loss.

29

22 —The latest official reports
state that the advance of El Menebhi, the
Moorish War Minister, on Taza, the rebel
stronghold, is slow, but satisfactory.

A Chinese Agreement Submitted to

Russia.

London, June 23 —According to the Pek'ing
correspondent of “The Times,” Prince Ching,
President of the Foreign Board, admits having
submitted to M. Lessar, the former Russian
Chargé d’Affaires at Peking, a memorandum of
an agreement between Russia and China re-
garcing Manchuria and New-Chwansg, which is
now being discussed at St. Petersburg. He de-
clines to intimate what the character of the
Russo-Chinese agreement is to the ministers of
the other powers, but there seems small doubt
that the agreement Is satisfactory to both
China and Russia.

RELEASES GALVESTON.

Virginia Judge Dissolves Injunction

Against the Government.

Richmond, Va., June 22—In the Chancery
Court to-day Judge Grinnan dissolved the in-
junctlon restraining the government from
taking possession of the cruiser Galveston. The
government stipulates that the ship shall re-
main the property of the Trigg creditors until
the case is determined by the court of last re-
sort. The Galveston will be launched this week.

Washington, June 22.—The Navy Department
has been informed of the release of the Galves-
ton, and steps will be taker to launch the vessel
as soon as possible.

The creditors of the Trigg company contended
that the government would be put to addi-
tional expense in completing the Galveston at
Norfolk. Should this prove true the govern-
ment will call on the sureties of the Trigg com-
pany to pay any excess fixed by Congress.

DEATH SHOWS MARRIAGE.

Walter W. Watrous Had a Second
Wife.

The death of Walter Willson Watrous at the
Marlborough House, at Atlantic City, on Sunday,
has revealed the fact that he married again. Ever
since his wife obtained a divorce and married
Richard H. Hunt it was thought he had been Hv-
ing in retirement, but the death notice disclosed the
second marriage. Mrs. Katherine Ballou, an ac-
tress, is the widow.

For four yvears Mr. Watrous avoided society as
much as posstble, refusing to make any statement
as to his separation from his wife. Only once did
he open his lips on the subject, and that was
when his father-in-law said Mrs. Watrous had
good grounds for divorce. Then he said: “If my
father-in-lew says that he savs what is falsa. I
am innocent of any offence. That is all I have to
say or rhall say."”

He spent most of his time at Lake George,
where he had an estate. He was connbcted with

the lumber firm of Willson. Adams & Co.. but
was seldom at the office. Henry Willson, of the

firm, said yesterday:
“If Mr. Watrous married again, T didn't know
it. I do not know who Mrs. Spencer is, vho the

Atlantic City papers say is his sister.”

It seems that Mr. Watrous and his wife had
been living at No. 39 East Twenty-seventh-st. until
they went to Atlantic City, more than a week ago.

Mrs. Ballou first came into notice in April, 192,
when she had Frederick! Zimmerman grrested for
annoying her. He showered flowers and other gifts
upon her. besides writing several hundred ietters
to her, and kept constantly on her trail. He was
sent to Bellevue, but was released, as she refused
to appear against him. ILater she was to have ap-
peared in “The Wild Rose,” and some of her
critics said the whole affair was a press agent's
dodge. When Mrs. Ballou had Zimmerman ar-
rested she Hved at No. 331 Lexington-ave. Recently
she has not been in the public eye.
