Me., and will start on
their sea voyage to this city by a Fteam lighter

some time within a week.
Each willbe shipped in two parts. Each will be

fifty-four feet high and- six feet in diameter. The
lower and larger part will be. thirty-six feet long.

and will weigh about eighty-five tons, while the
\u25a0upper part will be Just half that eighteen
feet— and will weigh about forty tons. Th" trip to

this city should not take more than two or three
days. The pier at which they will be landed on
the North River has not yet been decided on, but
it will probably be near One-hundred-and-twenty-
ninth-st.

The transportation of th« monoliths from the
pier up the steep grade to the summit of Morning-
side Heights will be directed by Jones Brothers, of
Boston.

The conditions on the Pa-
cific coast were generally favorable, but In the
coast sections of Oregon work was delayed by
rain. while rains are needed in the eastern por-
tions of both Oregon and Washington.

A genera] improvement in the condition of corn
In the central valleys is Indicated, especially over
the. western portions In the Lake region. New-
