Why, we wonder, should a nov-
elist lay such stress upon a point of the sort to
Is it not much better, in fic-
tion as in life, to take a man's breeding for
granted? Certainly both in fiction and in life
it i= only when we see it in action that it inter-
ests us. By a strange mischance, too, General
McDowell Keith, of “Elphinstone,” who is eu-
jogized for his chivalry and manners in the
first chapter of this book, behaves in the second
after a fashion which makes the reader rub his
eves in amazement. General Keith disposes of
his property to a capitalist, but remains on the
place as an overseer. The new owner invites a
number of members of the legislature to wvisit
“Elphinstone.” General Keith knows who they
are. and does not like them. I will have every-
thing in readiness for yvour—f-for your guests,”
he says, “but 1 nust ask you to excuse me from
meeting them”: and when he is good naturedly
rallied by his employer, and told that one of the
vigitors is regarded as a man of great ability, he
replies: “Yes, I have heard of him. His
doctrine is from the ‘Wicked Bible'; he omits
the ‘net’ Good morning.” Then General Keith
bows himself out, leaving behind him an old ser-
vant who does not hesitate to speak with even
greater candor, telling Mr. Wickersham that his
guests are not gentlemen, but scalawags. Would
a gentleman care to be the hero of an episode
like this?

We must not, however, neglect the best part
of “Gordon Keith,™ the story which it contains
of a plucky yvoung man’s career. Gordon Keith
has a hard row to hoe, and it only serves to
bring out his sterling qualities. He is not only
plucky, but clever, and though he has to engage
in a long struggle for success, it is obvious all
aiong that he is ultimately going to win it. As
regards his romance, the author is rather arbi-
trary. Through the greater part of the book it
seems certain that Keith will marry the woman
who enters his life at an early stage of the novel,
but in the long run Mr. Page shows that in fie-
tion some things not, after all, inevitable.
He has, by so doing. weakened his plot. Yet
“Gordon Keith” remains an admirable piece of
vwork. It is worth reading for the reason which
