IMMIGRATION ABUSES.

STRICTER LAWS NEEDED.

Steamship Companies Held ERe-
sponsible for Undesirable Aliens.

[FROM TEE TRIBUNE BUREAU.1

Washington, June 27.—Marcus Braun, a conf-
dential agemt of the Bureau of Immigration. has
made disclosures to Commissioner General Sargent
in & series of reperts covering two menths' work in
the territory which feeds the great emigration
perts of Europe with constant and increasing
streams of American bound paupers, peasants and
contract laborers, which Ind!cate beyond question
that it is the desire for business om the part of the
great transatlantic steamship lines that is causing
the present alarming Increase In immigration to
this country. Secret smigratien agents have been
‘established In every village snd hamiet, however
remote. In many instances these agents are the
peasants themseives, who are seclected whenever
they possess the abillty to read and write. And as
they have to work In fear of their own govern-
ments, their operations are governed by a perfect
system of orders, and are conduct2d with the ut-
most secrecy. The resulis zttained have thls year
troken all records {n the number of immigrants to
land in the United States in any one year, and un-
less scme means can be found to prevent the con-
tinuance of the systédm the results for next year
promise to be even greater.

While the names of the steamship companles in-
volved, and also of their general and some of thelr
local agents, are given in the reports of Braun,
publication of them at this time would obviousiy
defeat any plan to put a stop to their practices.
Enough which was new to the officials of the Im-
migration Bureau before Mr. Braun_ went abroad
hae been disclosed, however, to show beyond &
doubt that a further modification of the immligra-
tion laws Is absolutely necessary. Such a modifca-
tion, it is belleved, can be drafted to good purpose
with the present informztion at hand, and will be
presented to Congress immediately at the begin-
ning of the next session

PRESIDENT ROCSEVELT INTERESTED.

The Braun reports have been recently submitted
to President Roosevelt, who has scanned them
with Interest. The first report s under date of
April 27, and is written in Hungary, after Mr.
Braun -had visited Borsad, Ung., Abanj and Saras,
from which most of the Hungarian immigrants
come. “I find that every village in these countries
{s visited by roving agents,” he writes, “who not
only solicit emigration to the United States, but
who also instruct and coach persons how to an-
swer the various questions which may be put
to them for the purposa of ascertaining whether
they belong to the de<irablie class of immigrants.
These agents do not represent the steamship com-
panies directly, but act for some general agent.”
Here Mr. Braun gives the name of a “general
agent” who figures in his reports as such In every
country from which he reports. The Hungarian
Government, he says, punishes such agents se-
verely whenever the evidence Is at hand, and he
declares it to be difficult to get information for
that reason.

On April 20 Mr. Braun reported frem Ratibor
that a large quantity of literature of a Bremen
firm soliciting emigration was seized that day by
the Austrian policee On the German-Austrian
frontier he found agents booking emigrants over
a particular steamship line to certain points in the
United States. He there found a “crying” emi-
grant with a wife and seven children, who sald
he had pald 778 rubles for transportation to tha
United States, but had been turned back by the
agent of the company. Mr. Braun followed up
this case, and found that the man was turned
back because he was a Russian and would have
to undergo a process of “purification,” which could
only be administered at Vienna: that this process
was necessary before the police and transportation
companies would pass him aboard ship.

While at Ratibor Mr. Braun obtained evidence
in the case of a Polish Jew who had been turned
back by the physicians on the ground that he had
tavus. The man was allowed to proceed on his
journey to this country when he insisted that he
would make the trip on his own responsibility.
Solicitation, he declared, was going on in Austria-
Hungary and Russia by local agents of various
general agents. In one instance, out of one hun-
dred emigrants at Ratibor, ninety-one had obtained
their transportation through local agents in their
native villages. In most of these cases the local
agent distributes the literature of the general agent,
and when transportation is sold he simply writes a
statement to the general agent that the emigrant
has paid a certain sum for passage on a parucuiar
ship. This statement is not signed by the local
ageut, and there is no possibie manner of identfy-
ing him. The emigranis themselves are instructed
that if they tell the name of the local agent they
will be turned back and not allowed to sail
America,

In this report from Ratibor the name of a woman
of the immorzl class is ziven. and the informatuon
added that an inferview with this woman brougnt
out the fact that she intended going to the United
States, where many of her f{riends of the same
ciess had gone before her. and were ‘‘doing well”
in New-York ana Philadelphia. Although Mr.
Braun couid not learn who the persons that were
to call for this woman on her arrival in this
