Rosenberg, the Swindler.

Paris. June 17.. ate French police have unwittingly partlci-
patafl Ina comedy of errors -which surpasses the
\u25a0wlldaet fancies of opera boufTe or of Palais
Royal farce. Tribune readers may recollect that
about * year &£o a certain Canon Rosenberg
succeeded in Imposing upon the charity and
benevolo* of many great ladies of the Fau-
bourg St. Germain, and under various false pre-
tences had managed to amass a fortune amount-
ing to 5300,000. The cfiroit canon even drew
ecclesiastic dignitaries of the Vatican into the
meshes of his web. and among 1 his victims In
Paris were the Papal Nuncio, the Dnrlifif
d'Albufera, the Princesse de Bro^lie and many
other Illustrious personages. The Napoleonic
audacity of Canon Rosenberg's exploits was only
surpassed by the stupendous operations of Mme.
There** Humbert. Th« only victim, however, to
take legal proceedings against the canon was
Mrne. Civet, who Fought to recover some $20,000
which she had confided to the swindler to endow
a mythical establishment called the '•Miraculous
Light," in which foundling? were to be shel-
tered, reared and educated according: to the
principles of the Church.

Fcr several weeks the French police searched
•bt the mysterious canon high and low. He was
traced to a rustic villa on the shady banks of
the Oise, but the officers of justice were half an
hour behind time. The canon had already fled.
A fortnight ago. however, the news was tele-
graphed from Beyroot that Canon Rosenberg
hs.fl at last been arrested while on a pilgrimage
la the Holy Land, and had been dispatched ts
Marseilles on a Messageries steamer for trial at
the Court of Assizes, InParis. Enterprising re-
porters bearded the Yang-Tse as she made fast
to the wharf in the port. They peered into
Canon Rosenberg's cabiri, and some of the Mar-
seilles reporters went so far as to writ' Inter-
views with th© master swindler, who. chained,
handcuffed and escorted by police, gendarmes
and detectives, was put in a special car on the
Paris express. He arrived at the Conciergerie
Prison at midnight on Friday. and was securely
placed in a cell near that of ilme. ThCrese Hum-
bert and opposite the historic room where Marie
Antoinette had slept -he night before her execu-
tion. Paris papers Cevcted columns to the ex-
ploits of the canon, for their readers were to be
regaled by a highly sensational cause cilebre.

At 10 o'clock ob Saturday morning the pris-
oner was led, with paie downcast face, before
VI. Flory, the magistrate, who had summoned
for the occasion Slme. Civet. M.Benjamin Gado-
h«ft and a score of witnesses. Representatives
of the prpss and a fashionable audience filled
the courtroom. The judicialexamination began.
Judge Fiory, without even glancing at the ac-
cused, who stood trembling between two gen-
darmes, put the usual formal questions to estab-
lish identity. "Your name is Stanislas Rosen-
berg. ex-C£.r.on ofTours, charged with swindling

a^d" Suddenly the judge was interrupted
by the following exclamation from the prisoner,
uttered in a rein? voice, with broad Ameri-
can accent: "No, no' It's all a terrible error: I
am not Rosenberg! ily.name is Pierre Dorval.
I\u25a0\u25a0 fifty-nine years of age. Iwas born at
Montreal. Canada. Ibelong to the Order of
Cistercians, and my name in religion is Father
Robert"' The Judge started as if from a dream,
wiped his spectacles, ecrutinized the accused
man and asked, "But did you not at Beyroot
confess that your name was Rosenberg?"

"No. indeed! Iprotected all the time, until at
last, . tired of being bullied and maltreated. I
kept silent, otherwise Ishould have gone mad."
Itgradually dawned upon the magistrate that

pome great error had been committed. The
judge said. 'Teia the court how it all happened."

The prisoner replied: "I was travelling
In Palestine as a pilgrim. Iwas on my way
from Jerusalem to Smyrna. At Beyroot I
missed the steamer Le Gallien. upon which I
should have taken passage. Ithought Iwould
take advantage of the delay by going to Da-
mascus. Iwent to the Lazarist Monastery near
Beyroot. but finding that it was too far from
the town, returned to the Hotel de I'Europe.
On Sunday. May 24. Iwas quietly lunching at
the hotel, thinking cf my proposed trip to Da-
mascus, when the vice-consul of France ap-
peared, and asked to see my papers, which he
said he had been told were not in proper form.
The vice-consul took away my papers and said
that b-e would e-anine them at leisure. Shortly

aftervard a patrol cf Turkish police came and
arrested mt. Iprotested In vain and was put
into prison. Next day Iwas carried to the
Lazarist Monastery ard confronted with the
monks in presence DC the French Vice-Consul.
AS the members of tie congregation were as-
sembled in an immense hall. One of the eccle-

THE WEATHEE REPOST.

A. J. De Voe Tells of Peculiar Snowstorms
and Explains Recent Conditions.

To the Editor of The Tribune.
Sir: Recently a number of articles have appeared

in the public press trying to explain why this
unusually cold weather should hang over our At-

lantic coast so long; but their explanations are
couched In s-ich guarded language tnat none but
a lawyer could Interpret them Ibelieve that the
laws which control our weather are so simple

and so beautifully constructed that a little child
can understand and take pleasure in studying
them, when they are properly explained. Itwould
be impossible for me to make them plain In a
newspaper article, but there is Just one point

which Iwill try to Illustrate regarding snow,
which is of particular interest just now, as we
are having snow in New-Jersey this June. About
twenty years ag-o Ihad the pleasure of listening
to Lieutenant Schwatka lecture before the Farm-
ers' Club at Cooper Union, shortly after his re-
turn from the Arctic regions. Ho stated that the
most interesting snowstorm he ever beheld oc-
curred only five feet above ground; his head
was in mild sunshine, while a snowstorm raged
at his feet. The audience thought he was joking,

and laughed, but he insisted that ho was telling
the candid truth, and Ibelieved him. Ihave long

wished that Imight meet some other man who
could corroborate his statement.

Last month Ihad the pleasure of finding the
man who gave me the desired information. He is
now foreman of a large machine shop in Paterson,

N. J. Fifteen years ago he had charge of a
cattle ranch out in Montana; and. knowing that
Iwas interested in the weather, he told me what
he had seen. Ke spoke as follows: "The most
singular snowstorm which Iever saw occurred in
February, 18S9. When we got up in the morning
It was snowing hard. Our house and barn stood
in the valley, and about 10 o'clock Itold the men
that Iwould take a walk and se? if any of tha
cattle had strayed oft. As Iwalked up the hill

the storm lightened, and when Ireached an eleva-
tion of about twenty feet Ifound the sky clear,

and the sun was shining brightly, yet that snow-
storm continued in the valley all day. Can you

explain that?"
Iwas very glad to have Lieutenant Schwatka' a

statement confirmed, because it was in harmony

with natural law. For when such snowstorms
occur there must bo a warm current or stratum of
moist air descending toward the earth. And as
the fine particles of moisture descend faster than
th» body of warm air, they are Instantly congealed

into snow, without clouds. Ihave long contended
that both warm and cold waves are created or
have their origin miles above the earth, end de-
scend. The earth is a great ship sailing around
the sun, and it runs through storm belts. These
storm belts are about five hundred miles wide and

five thousand miles Ion?. On the northwest side
there is snow both winter and summer, while on
the southeast side there are always thunderstorms.
These storm belts do not always bang over the
earth in the same position, but they an controlled
by astronomical conditions. IfIcould tecure cer-
tain astronomical data Icould map cut the pr.si-

tion which the storm belts would occupy ten years
in advance. \u25a0 ..

The reason that our present dark, wet weather
continues so long is due to the fact that the «arth
is travelling in the same direction that th« storm

belts extend— northeast and southwest. At the

present time there is a hoi wave over the lower
Mississippi Valley, and the Weather Bureau fond-
ly hopes that It will come this way. But it will
be of short duration. We must turn our eyes to
Canada; and. when a hot wave appears up there,

then you can lay aside your overcoats and get out
your "linen dusters, about the middle of August.
