Th. rates quoted above are the legal rates, and it
is therefore unnecessary to make a bargain with
the driver before entering the cab. provided the
vehicle is a jiuMic one. which is the case if a num-
ber appears on the lantern. On reaching the
destination simply pay the driver what be demands,
and If that amou I is in ccess of the legal fare
Immediately notify the Merchants' Association of
New-York, No. 346 Broadway, giving the par-
ticulars.

Inspector Walsh to Question Him
About Protecting Churchill.

Sergeant Daniel Wall, of the Tenderloin stt-

Wall was heard to say, presumably to
Churchill, that he would "fix it with the of-
ficer." A moment later he told O'Brien to "shut
your eyes and get cut without being seen."

"I have already been inquiring Into the va-

rious reports of blackmail and other irregu-

larities in Captain O'Connor's district. Sergeant

"Wall and some others will certainly have to
explain about this Churchill affair. Wall is to-

morrow also to tell me what he knows about the

Both Sergeant Wall and Detective O'Brien
deny having a.rrtsto,l Churchill or one of his
men and then letting him go aJTter a talk be-
tween O'Brien and Wall over the telephone, pjf..

fore Churchill denied the story he admitted that
he had called uu the Tenderloin station and
talked with th" desk sergeant.

On Cajitain O'Connors desk there is now n
quart bottle of lithia water, which he says is
the alleged bottle of whiskey he is said to have
got twenty minutes after Wall's talk with
Churchill.

WALL MUST EXPLAIN.

Bank or Treasurer May Have to

Stand Loss.
After manipulating its accounts, a trusted em-

ploye of the Harmonic Club, the wealthy Ger-

man-Hebrew organization, at No. 45 West
Forty-second-st., has absconded with several

thousand dollars, the exact amount being still
unknown to the club. As to whether tbe club
will really lose this money, however, there is

considerable doubt, as the man was under bonds.

As he was a subordinate, many members think

that the treasurer of the club should have known
what was doing in his department. t

The man obtained money by indorsing checks
made payable to the club, and this offers a third
loophole for the club. Ifhe were not authorized
by the treasurer to do this the hank would ue
responsible, the club officials believe, for the
money paid out. There Is considerable excite-
ment in the club over th« defalcation.

BOOKS BEING EXAMINED.
There was .i meeting of the house committee

of the club last night, devoted to examining the
accounts. It was said that the defaulter took
checks as they came in to pay the members'
dues, credited them to the members, then in-
dorsed them, and. instead of depositing them in
the Columbia Bank, had them cashed there,
keeping the money. He was under $5,000 bonds,
but as the club has about eight nundred mem-
bers, who pay $31 25 dues each quarterly, he
would handle about 3L'.">,000 every three months.
In former times these checks for dues were
made payable to the treasurer of the club, who
personally indorsed them. Since the present
tieasurer, Joseph Honig, took office, the checks
have been made payable simply to the Har-
monic Club. On this account the:e is consider-
able censure of the treasurer, who, members
Bay, should have kept a careful tvatch over the
books and cash. Mr. Honig's home, at No. 228
West Forty-eighth-st., was closed last night.
At his office yesterday it was said that he was
out of town.

FLED WHEN BOOKS WERE AT BANK.
Some two weeks ago, the club's bankbooks

were sent to the Columbia Bank to be balanced,

for the first time since last October. At that
same time this employer disappeared, and he

has not since been found. Club memebers were
under the impression last night that the police
had not been asked to hunt for him. His ab-
sence, however, rreated remark, and his books
were.inspected. These were found regular, each
check, as it came in, having been credited to

the members, but the total of the book was
greatly in excess of the cash in the bank to the

credit of the club. A further investigation
brought out his method of working.

No member of the club was willingto talk
about the affair last night. Eugene Spiegel-

berg:, secretary of the club, admitted the de-
falcation, but refused to go into details. Albert
F. Hochstadter. the president, is ill. and Mr.
Honig. the treasurer, couldn't be found. Joseph
Fox. president of the Columbia Bank, is in
Europe, and Walter S. Griffith, the cashier,
who might have cleared up the point as to
whether this employe had been empowered to
indorse and cash checks drawn to the club,
could not be reached.

HARMONIE CLUB THIEF.

Her Corporate System Discussed by
James B.Dill.

Cambridge Springs, Perm.. June 20.—The ninth
annual meeting of the Bar Association of Penn-

sylvania was held here to-day. The annual ad-

dress was delivered this evening by James B. Dill,

of New-York, whose topic was -'Some Aspects of
New-Jersey's Corporate Policy." No inspection

and examination of New-Jersey's corporate policy,

the speaker said, would be complete without at

least sidelights upon the struggle between New-
York, the financial Empire State, and the adjoin-

ing smaller State of New-Jersey for corporate su-
premacy. He traced the history of corporate
legislation in New-York from 1900 to the present

time, and referred to the attempt of Xew-York to
stop the outgoing of capital for coipositions to
New-Jersey and to regain her lest prestige. He
expressed it as his beitef that "the State of New-
York lost her opportunity and lost her grip on
the trend of affairs when she r. jected the Roose-

velt Corporation act of 1900, and adopted instead
the so-called attractive feature tor corporations.*'

In dealing with the history of New-Jersey's acts,

while he commended those features of her laws
which in his opinion merited approval, he did not

hesitate to say thnt in the passage of certain laws

the legislature had nodded, at least, by v.ay of
encouragement to large corporations. He described
the resulting situation by saving:

Millions of New-York capital have gone to New-
Jersey to be incorporated under New-Jerrey lav^=.

to return to New-York to tran:-act business in
New-York, to be listed on the New-York StccK

Exchange, and to be tnvite.i by the New-York
authorities as foreign capita!, rather than be In-
corporated under the laws of New- York.

A feature of the ad-lross was the discussion of

the effect upon other States of the success of

New Jersey's corporate policy, viewed from the
single standpoint of returns? to the State. Upon

this point Mr. Dillsaid:

The business demand for extra-territorial cor-
porations which to-day yndoubtedly exists has In
duced many States to pass lawa winch tney ad-
vertise as liberal, but under which "tramp cor-
porations can be readily organised, at a slight'ex-
pense—corporations with little or no responsibility

of officers or corporators. and with as little vro-
tectlon to Investors and to the public.

The office of Becretarj of State in some of the

Ptatfs. the speaker intimated, was ptactlcs an
advertising agency for the corporation attractions

of the State, or at least was intirr.atrly connected

with organizations engaged in the promotion of

corporations. He said that it had ev< n been Btat< d,
although he would not vouch for the truth of the
statement, that the Secretary of an enterprising

charter granting State had opened temporary

headquarters in New-York City, md transacted

there official business in the waj of Incorporating

companies. Passing to a consideration of the in-

dustrial situation, Mr. Dill said:
Our country is pre-eminently industrial, and

st-Tnds as Such brfore the world. Our industries
are intimately connected with our finances, Our
industrial securities, as such, ought to be. the safest
class of investments; but that they are not all so
res-mi is too apparent to need argument We.
know that there are good Industrials, honestly man-
aeed corporations, whose securities are Investments
and ought SO to be treated, but. on the other hand.
have weanyTeason to doubt that there are Indus-
trials so called, of a different type, and among

them 'companies which have been launched by im-n
of high financial rating? Good Industrials are sell-
ing in the open market at less than their fair value,

estimated' upon the basis of capital and dividend, in
comparison with other classes or securities.
It was bad company that settled the rate of

"Poor Dog Tray." Itis bad company that Is kill-
Ine the Industrials of Integrity, and In their ex-
nressed recognition of the reasonableness of the
public demand for clean legislation, for more pub-
icitv. for more right.- to the minority stockholders,

the"corporations of integrity show plainly that
th°v will willinglyaccept any fair code of laws,

federal or State which will enable them to .|r..w a
line of demarcation between themselves and cor-
porations Of another stamp.

Mr. Dill asserted that many of the Industrial
perils of to-day were due to the lack of legal re-
quirements in the directions Just indicated. He

asserted that in the future thai State would have
the largest measure of r.a! success In attracting
Incorporated capital, as distinguished from cor-
porate wind, which would enact legislation Eri-.ir.j

the corporation reasonable facilities for doing busi-
ness throughout the country, but which would be
equitable from the point of view of the investor,

even to th« extent of not being in accord with the
views of the promoter. He said:

If the. laws were such that investors could obtain
as much information upon the makeup of the com-
pany when its securities are placed upon the mar-
ket as Is thrust upon them when a receiver is ap-
polnted by the court, we should have fewer indus-
trials, but better Industrials. Either the require-
ments of the public as investors or the requirements
of promoters must be mci under corporate laws,
and the meeting of the demands of the one class
may mean the refusing of the demands of the
other. What the promoters want is secrecy. What
the public demands is a reasonable degree of pub-
licity. What the promoter seeks is the right to
Issue millions for nothing. What the investing
public demands is something for the dollar, or
somepodv responsible for the deficiency. What the
promoters desire Is such power of manipulation,
free from responsibility, as will enable them, by a
dark closet division, to take such a proportion of
the securities that in case of sucee3S they reap rich
financial rewards, but in case of frUure with no
personal responsibility.

In conclusion, the speaker said that he doubted
whether the action of States &a individuals could
be successful in stemming the current toward lax-
ity of law. adding.

I have urged that the outcome of tha pre«ent
situation and the solution of the problem pri-5,.;t <

in the necessity for more extensive territorial privi-
leges for corporations will probably be found In
the enactment by the national government of lawsf.ir the creation of national corporatlona \, \swhich, along the lines of Integrity, ot commonsense iin.i of aoqualntanc« with tbe need* of busi-ness, will confer upon the corporations due rights
and immunities, hut which will at the same timeprotect the rights of tha stockholder, the invtaior
and the jpubhe.

Bead Man's Daughter and the Woman Or-
ganist Prostrated.
