The One at the North German Lloyd Docks
the Most Spectacular and Destructive.

The Hoboken fire yesterday vividly recalls a
number of spectacular tires which have occurred
within the last few years along the Hoboken water

front, and which have brought losses of life run-
ning over three hundred and of property aggre-
gating above $12,000,000. The most spectacular and

destructive of the Hoboken fires was the on«
which occurred on the piers of the North German
Lloyd Steamship Comi ly. on July 1. 1901. The
fire started in some cotton on one of the piers,
and spread quickly to the other three and to the
vessels docked there.

The Kaiser Wilhelm der Grosse was towed out
into the stream with slight damage, but the Bre-
men. Saale and Main caught from end to end,

imprisoning and burning to death scores of the

crews and longshoremen engaged in loading or
unloading them. They afterward broke loose and
drifted down the river, to the great danger of the
shipping of the port. The loss of life has never
been accurately known, but It was estimated that
nearly three hundred persons perished In the

blazing prisons. The loss to property, was about

when the steamer British Queen was destroyed

Assistant Attorney Gen-
eral Robb, in drawing up his ease against the com-
pany, goes into the scheme with his slate and pen-
cil and arrives at the conclusion that to do what
the company ptomises would involve the participa-

tion of seventy-seven billion people before the six-
teenth series of the endless chains had bet-n
readied, with only two hundred chains started,
and the company, it is said, lias started many more
than this number.

The plan, a.s explained in the opinion of Mr.Robb.
contemplates the purchase by an individual of a
book containing four coupons, called •'introduc-
tions." for $1. Three of these coupons ara to be
sold by the purchaser to three of his friends fori5
cents each. These purchasers are to remit 75
cents to the company for coupon books of their
own, and when they have done this the original
purchaser receives twenty-five car tickets for the
25 eeir? he has expended.

Mr. Robb makes bis opinion novel and interesting
by figuring out a single chain to the sixteenth
Beries. The numbc- of persons required to continue
the chain proceeds geometrically by multiples of
three, while at the same time the field of avail-
able purchasers narrows correspondingly with each
step of progression. With a single chain whkh
has reached the sixteenth series, the number of
persons involved, according to Mr. Rotb's figures,
amounts to 129,132373. Ifall these persons are to
receive twenty-five car tickets each, they must

find 387.359.519 persons who will each purchase a
coupon and send it to the company with 75 cents.

Itis to be noted. Mr. Robb remarks, that not only

these 129.W2.57C persons, but in addition, all their
predecessors in the chain, aggregating in number
43,044,281, have been removed from the field of avail-
able purchasers. Thus, if these 129,132.873 persons
are each to receive twenty-five car tickets, they
must deal with 38r.395.519 persons exclusive of them-
selves and their predecessors.

This is only one chain, Mr. Robh remarks, and
the company" is assumed to be operative 1 at least
two hundred chains. Ifthese two huvi^ied chains
should reach the. sixteenth series, there would be
25.826.C74.600 people involved, who must, in order to
get their penny car tickets, secure 77.479. 703,800 more
persons who will buy "introductions" and remit
to the company 75 cents each. If they should suc-
ceed in ihis, thp total number of car tickets which
the company would have to dispense would be &45.-
064 36DCO>, or more than 8,000 car tickets for every
man woman and child of the 80,000,<X)0 population
of the United Stales.

Coming back to what actually happens in the
working of the scheme. Mr.Robb says that out of
three hundred cases taken at random, 64 per cent
of the purchasers of "introductions" get nothing
for their outlay, while the remainder get only a
portion of the twenty-five tickets each. The money
in the scheme is shewn when Mr. Robb declarts
that the average amount received by the company
for tickets in tr ?se thr^e hundred cases is 2>"> cents
for each car ticket. Itis because of the impossibility
of making the scheme work out—an impossibility
not set forth by the company to its patrons— that
the plan is regarded as in the nature of a fraudu-
lent lottery and a violation of law.

\dam Kesscd, jr., secretary of the American
htieet Car Transportation Company, of Brooklyn,
against which the Postnffice Department has issued
a fraud order, said late yesterday afternoon that
they had received do intimation of any such action,

The scheme Is an endless chain enterprise
whereby the public Is suppo: id to be able to get

five-cent streetcar tickets for one cent. They
call it a "co-operation" scheme, and describe it
to prospective patrons in their advertising as
follows:

First—You must secure an Introduction from a
friend or agent, which will cost you 25 cents. You
then return the introducLion and 75 cet.ts to us
and receive a book of three introductions. t"p
to this point you have invested $1. You then dis-
pose of the threo introductions from the book re-< ived f'om us lor :-> cems and keep the 75 cents.
You then have only 25 cents invested. The stubs

DIAMONDS AND PROSPERITY.

The Scandinavian Line Again Suf-
fers a Loss in Hoboken.

The new pi^r of th« Scandinavian-American
Line, at Seventeenth-si., Hoboken, was de-
stroyed by fire yesterday afternoon, and for the
second time in three years the line is without a
pier. Some arrangement will be made for the
line to use one of the German piers in Ho-
boken until the Hoboken Land and Improve-

ment Company can rebuild the one destroyed

yesterday. It is believed the loss by yester-

day's fire will amount to almost $500,000. The

dock alone cost $200,000.

The fire started in the storeroom on the outer
end of the pier, and when the flames were first

discovered they had a firm hold. There was no
ship of the line In port, as the steamship Isl-
and, which should have docked yesterday morn-
ing, did not arrive. Had the Island been at the
pier the flre might not have got the start it did.
Had she been loading or unloading men would
have been plentiful, and the fir. would proba-
bly have been discovered !>er"ore it had any head-
way.

When tli" fire v. ::.* vlisio\ered the storage room
was all ablaze, and by the time the first of the

Hoboken fire engines reached the land end fully

three hundred Cci \u25a0 of the pier was blazing. Tugs

of all sorts and sizes ran alongside the pier

and began throwing water into tha fire, but this

seemed to have little effect. The city firemen

were hampered in reaching the pier. The only
approach to the pier was along a bulkhead
leading from Fourteenth to Seventeenth st.

From this bulkhead the pipr jutted out seven
hundred feet into the river.

The spread of the flames was as rapid as

•when the North German Lloyd and Scandi-
navian piers burned three years ago. There were
three explosions on the pier, apparently caused
by barrels of inflammable material, and after

each the flames spread rapidly. The explo-

sions occurred about halfway from the end of
the pier.

The heat was intense, and the firemen had

to relieve one another at the nozzles, and
then retire to recover. Many of them
dropped into the river, clothing and all, for

When the ti-e started there was hardly any

wind, but what there was made the ttre look
dangerous, as it carried the flames toward the
Tietjen & Lang drydocks and the free bath.
In the drydocks were about a score of vessels.

Those which could be taken out were pulled
away to save them. The bathhouse was crowd-
ed with women, girls and children. They fled
without waiting to dress, and two children were
slightly hurt in the crush. When the fire was
under control the bathers went back for their
clothing.

West of the bulkhead were moored the United
States training ship Portsmouth and the Ward
liner Manhattan. These were in peril for a
time, but the wind shifted, carrying the flames

out over the river.
The naval reserves who were on the Ports-

mouth ran out her fire hose and did good work
in keeping the fire from the bulkheaiing..

So rapidly did the fire burn that within three-
quarters of an hour after it staited the pier
was ruined.

Considerable help was given by Captain
Quiroga, of the Presidente Sarmiento, which
was anchored a short distance above the scene
of the tire. As soon as he noticed the blaze he
had two steam launches sent to Hoboken with
several lengths of hose, and instructed the lieu-
tenant \u25a0Rho commanded to give every possible
assistance to the rieet of fire fighting boats.

Mr. liegeman, of Funch, Edye & Co., freight
agents of the Scandinavian-American Line, said
that there was little freight on the pier at the
time the fire broke out. This was freight re-
maining from the cargo of the steamer Hellig
Oiav, which sailed for Denmark last Wed * lay.
The loss from this source, therefore, he said,
would be small. What the loss on the pier was
he could not tell, as the pier, which was a new
one, was owned by the steamship ,company,
whose main offices are in Copenhagen. The
cause of the fire was unknown. Only a watch-
man was on the pier at the time. The Island
was reported approaching this port at 1:15 p. no.
yesterday afternoon. She will be docked at one
of the piers of the North German LloydLine in
Hoboken.

Issue of $3,000,000 Certificates as an

Emergency Measure.

Another loan of $3,000,000 is
to be negotiated for the government of the Philip-
pines. Authority for it is contained In the act
providing a monetary system for the Islands, where-
in a total loan of $10,000.00u is authorized Ifit shall
be found necessary for the purpose of maintaining

the gold standard In the islands. The first loan
of $3,000,000 was made in order that silver bullion
might be purchased with which to coin the first
5,000,000 pesos for the new monetary system. This

first loan proved a profitable financial transaction
for the insular government. The certificates of in-
debtedness were made available for deposit with
the United States Treasury to secure deposits of
public money, and for this reason the certificates
were Bold at a profitable premium. The Treasury

has declared its willingness to accept in the same
way the similar loan for a like amount which has
just been authorized by a legislative act passed by

the Philippine Commission. This fact, it is be-
lieved, willmake the present loan as eagerly sought

as the- former by financiers In this country. Then,

too, the gold which is to be secured by the sale of

the certificates is to be deposited to the credit of

the insular government either in this country or
in the Philippines, and willdraw interest in excess
of the amount of interest to be paid on the certifi-
cates, so that the loan promises now to be even

more profitable than the first.
The present loan or &J.ouo,ow) is being made as an

emergency measure. Itis not known what efforts

willbe made to discredit the new Philippine silver

currency when it is declared legal tender in the

islands, and the Philippine Commission has Indi-

cated its desire to be prepared to meet any attempt

which may be made to cheapen the new currency

NEW PHILIPPINE LOAN.

Over the proposition to have an extension of
the eubway built between the Battery and
Forty-second-st. the committee talked for an
hour. The city, unler the Kapid Transit act,

can spend about $5,000,000 for subways without

additional legislation. It was decided yester-

day to go ahead and build the section between
Union Square and Forty-second-st. with the
money in sight, and after the necessary legis-

lation is secured to drive the extension from

Union Square south to the Battery. Itis doubt-
ful about its being built in Broadway. ItIs
more likely to go down Seventh-aye. and
through West Side streets to the lower part of
the city. When Chief Engineer Parsons was
asked about the probable plans of the commis-
sion he said:

"It is hardly proper to say much about the
plans until after the meeting of the commission
on Thursday next. Ido not see how it willbe
practicable to begin advertising for bids for the
proposed extension before about one year from
to-day. Iexpect to have plans for the exten-
sion ready for the first meeting of the commis-
sion in October. After that it will be necessary
to get the consent of the Board of Estimate and
Apportionment and of the aldermen. Still later
the consents of the property owners along the
route will have to be obtained. Very likely
there will be a station on the new subway at
Tl.frty-fourth-st., with some sort of connec-
tion with the Pennsylvania station."

Present at the meeting yesterday were Presi-
dent Orr and Commissioners Smith and Starin
and Controller Grout, of the commission; Presi-

dent Belmont of the Interborough, his general

manager, E. P. Bryan; Chief Engineer WiU-
IUD Barclay Parsons and Edward M. Shepard,

counsel to the commission. Under the plans pro-
posed by Mr. Parsons last spring the Second-

ave. line will be made a four track system.

Mr. Belmont said yesterday that ifthe connec-
tion were made there would be free transfers
at One-hundred-and-forty-ninth-st., and that a
live-cent fare would carry a passenger from the
upper Bionx to the Battery.

Incidentally it became knowjithat the city will
have to pay about $5,000,000 more to build the
section of the subway berween Union Square

and Forty-second-st. than it would have had to

pay two weeks ago under the alternative propo-

sition made by the Belmont people more than
a year uj,'o. There was a time limit in the

proposition which left it without binding ef-

fect alter July 1, 1903. At the time that the
Belmont syndicate bid for the i>ulUl!ng of the
Brooklyn <-xuii.sion Mr. Belmont offered to buiiu
the Broadway section referred to for substan-
tially $1,100,000, if he got the franchise along

with th;it for the Brooklyn extension. The com-
mission reared legal complications ifit accept-

ed the offer. Now thi' Interurban interests will

receive lor building it. It is thought, about
$'J,<JUO,<XMJ or $7.000.< MX).

Through Trains on Sccond-ave. Ele-
vated and Bronx Rapid Transit.

The sub-committee on plans of the Rapid

Transit Commission yesterday afternoon tenta-
tivelyagreed to ask the commission to take iri-

mediate steps toward build vg a new subway be-
tween the Battery and Forty-second-st. The

committee also decided toallow the Interborough
company to connect the Third-aye. elevated with

the Bronx portion of the subway system, thus
enabling the people livingnear West Farms to

ride from their homes to the lower end of town

Hall and South Ferry.
