GAYETY AT SARATOGA.

M ystic Shriners Occupy the Town—
A New Trolley Road.

Y., July 11 (Speclal).—The
Ancient Arabiec Order of
Shrine of North America
held its twenty-ninth annual meeting here on
Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday, for the first
time in its history, and so well pleased were the
thousands of the wearers of the red fez with this
cosmopolitan oasis that they will probably, in the
near future, decide upon a second pilgrimage to
Saratoga As early as Monday the railway trains
brought the advance guard and patrols, and inside
of twenty-four hours they were followed by thou-
sands of Shriners and their familles, who at once
occupied the town, which underwent a transforma-
tion scene that was highly pleasing. The visitors
continued their sojourn here till yesterday morn-
ing, when the myority departed homeward, the
rest adding a few more days to their Saratoga

Springs outing.

Saratoga Springs is included in the Mystic
Shrine jurisdiction of Oriental Temple, of Troy,
which had charge of the local arrangements that
were successfully carried forward in every de-
tail. The turbaned Arab patrols, in their pictur-
esque costumes, and the many. brass bands, and
Highland pipes from Canada, together with the
universal wearing of the red fez and the lavish
display of fraternity insignia and souvenirs, created
a picture kaleidoscopic and Orlental. The whole
corresponded well with the decorations that
adorned many of the hotels and Broadway bulld-
ings, and the thousands of multicolored Japanese
lanterns. ‘Lhe spectacular effects, especially on
Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday evenings, when
a dozen or more bands were discoursing popular
airs, afforded pleasure to all of the participants.

rivilezed to meet here this week. The New-York

Beattie, of New-York. So large has become this
resort’s list of hotels and boarding houses, that had
the thousands of visitors this week been doubled in
numbers they would all have been entertained.
