JUDGE ROBERT WILLIAM WILCOX.
Honolulu, July 13.—Judge Wilcox, the intimate
friend and adviser of the late King Kalakaua and

other monarehs of the Hawalian islands, died to-
day from blood poisoning following an operation.

Robert William Wilcox was born in Kuhulu,
Island of Maui, February 15, 1855, and received his
education in the Hawaiian schools and at the
Royal Military College, at Turin, Italy, becoming
an artillery officér. He was a member of the Ha-
waiian Legislature in 18%0, and again in 1890 and in
1892. 1In 1889 he was a leader in the movement to
restore the old constitution. He organized the
Diamond Head revolution against the Dole gov-
ernment for the festoration of Queen Lilluokalant
in 1895, and was condemmed to death. By the in-
tervention of the United States Senate his sen-
tence was commuted to thirty-five years imprison-
ment at hard labor and $10,000 fine. The next year
he Wes pard®ned.

He was elected to the LVIth Congress in 1800, the
first Delegate from the Territory of Hawali, as an
Independent Home Rule Republican, and at the
“ame time ns Delegate to the LVIIth Congress.
While at Washington he successfully defended
himself against charges of offering to fisht for
Aguinaldo In the Philippines. His suceessor in the
LVIIIth Congress was Jonah Kuhio Kalaniananle,

who defeated Judge Wilcox for re-election. Mr.
Wilcox married in 1387, at Turin, the Baroness
Gina Sobero, and in 1896
Owana Kaohelelelani, at Honolulu. His father
was a New-Englander, Captain Willlam 8. Wil-
cox, of Newport, R. 1., but his mother was a full-
blooded Hawalian.
