Well Known Men Who Severed
Connection with the I?romoter.-

L. R. Vredenburgh, State Bank Examiner of
New-Jersey, yesterday morning visited the office
of the Interstate Trust Company, at No. 15 Ex-
change Place, Jersey City. This is the concern
against which the banking authorities of the
State are proceeding. Mr. Vredenburgh posted
the following typewritten notice on the door:

The Commissioners of Banking and Insurance
of New-Jersey have taken possession of the prop-
erty and business of the Interstate Trust Company

t Jersey City.

Room No. 830, on the door of which the notice
was posted, is the office of William 8. Baker, the
registered agent of the company in New-Jersey.
Mr. Baker said vesterday that he succeeded J.
Leavitt Griggs, son of ex-Attorney General
Griggs, last January. All that he had done had
been to furnish a place to receive the official
notices and mail of the company. He said he
did not know much about the inception of the
company.

“Moody's Manuual of Corporations” says that
the paid in capital stock of the Interstate Trust
Company is $100,000 and the authorized capital
is £5,000.000. The officers are C. Amory Stevens,
president; B. L. Arbhecam, vice-president and
treasurer; W. L. Madison, The di-
rectors are C. A. Stevens, Edward V. Loew, H.
B. Twombly, B. L. Arbecam, A. W. Strong, A.
P. Weeden and W. S. Madison.

Mr. Baker said that the National City Bank
was correspondent of the company. The com-
pany had done no business in Jersey City.

Inquirers at the local offices of the company,
No. 25 Pine-st.,, were referred to Mr. Madison,
the secretary, who handed out the following
typewritten statement:

The action of the State Banking Department
ggainst the Interstate Trust Company was en-
tirely unexpected to the company and was entirely
unnecessary under any aspect of the case. The
bank examiner had made a thorough examination
of the company, had found the books and accounts
all correct, and had expressed himself as satisfied.
As a matter of fact, the company has substantially
no creditors; it is receiving no deposits, and its
capital is intact. The stock is ractically all ovymul
by the Banden Company, and the Banden Com-
pany had authorized the purchase by the Inter-
state Company of the stocks in which its capital
was invested. The Banking Department acted at
the instigation of no creditor or stockholder.
J.eonard Imboden & Co. do not own a share of
stock, have no connection with the company, and
have not one dollar invested in it. The company
will protect itself in the proper manner at the

“Where is the office of the Banden company?”
Mr. Madison was asked.
WHERE 1S BANDEN COMPANY'S OFFICE?

“Y don’t know,” he answered.

“But that company, according to your own
statement, owns your trust company,” was sug-
gested. ““Who are {ts officers and directors?”

“All T know about it {s that John J. Banigan
is the president.”

“How long has the Interstate Trust Company
been here?”

“About six months; but it has never done any
business yvet.”

“Then the examination made by the bank ex-
aminer was an easy task?”’

“Yes,” answered Mr. Madison, with a smile.

“When was this examination made?”

“In June.”

“How is it that you have done no business in
all these months?"”

‘Well, you know, it often happens that for
one reason or another a company sometimes
does not begin actual operations for some time
after it has been organized.”

“Who are the officers and directors of the
Interstate Trust Company?”

“J can give you no information to-day beyond
that contained in Mr. Arbecam's statement.”

“Were not Leonard Imboden & Co. formerly in
these offices?” was asked.

“Mr. Imboden occupied the front part of this
floor until the offices were remodelled for the
Interstate Trust Company.”

The charter of the :ompany was drawn in the
office of Dill & Baldwin. James B. Dill said
yesterday about the matter:

JAMES B. DILL'S STATEMENT.

In February, 132, we were retained by a Wall
Street firm, members of the New-York Stock Ex-
change, to draw a charter for the Interstate Trust
Company.

Subsequent to the filing of the certificate of in-
corporation our clients withdrew from the proposi-
tion and notified us to that effect, and thereupon
we withdrew by notice in writirg, about April,
1802, from any connection with the Interstate Trust
Company.

I understood at the time that the gentlemen
whom we were representing were not satisfied with
one or more of the associates who were subse-
quently brought into the matter. Whether the
difference was social, financial or otherwise is not
now important, but the difference arose and our
clients withdrew, and we did so also.

The original subscribers at the time of the
company’s incorporation were Charles C. Edey
and E. V. Loew, of this city; Henry E. Hutchin-
son, of Brooklyn; Charles C. Frick, of York,
Penn.; Amzi W, Strong, of Chicago; C. Amory
Stevens, of Summit, N. J.; Wesley C. Koller, of
Glen Rock, Penn., and Burtis L. Arbecam, of
New-York. Mr. Edey and one or two of the
others named, severed their connection with the
company soon after its formation.

At the office of Leonard Imboden & Co., which
s also the office of the Bankers’ Corporation, ac«
cording to the signs on the office doors, it was
said yesterday afternoon that Mr. Imboden had
been since June 13 at South McAlester, Ind. T.,
but that, in response to a message sent him on
Tuesday night concerning the charges made
by the New-Jersey authorities, he had tele-
graphed that he would return to New-York as
fast as train could carry him. A Mr. Perrin,
who declined to give his initials, but said that
he was secretary of the Bankers' Corporation,
said that he understood that the Interstate com-
pany would make a statement. He vehemently
declared that there was no connection between
the two companies, and denied also that Leon-
ard Imboden had any connection with his con-
cern. Mr. Perrin declined to talk about the
affairs of his company or to give out any pros-
pectus, or give the names of its officers and
directors, except to say that Mr. Welden was
president. He said that the company was or-
ganized in March last, and wasn't readv to do
business, so that he didn’t think it proper to
give out any statement of the company’s in-
tentions.

OPTION ON THE KUHN-LOEB BUILDING.

It was declared at the office of the Bankers’
Corporation that no one there knew anything
about Mr. Imboden’s career before he came to
New-York. It is understood that the Bankers'
Corporation some time ago bought an option on
the Kuhn-Loeb Building, No. 27 Pine-st., in
which its offices are now, and also on the ad-
Jjoining building, No. 2§, this option running to
ahout the end of this year. It is also under-
stood that the corporation, or interest identified
with it, has since May 1 been paying rent for
the ground floor offices, formerly occupied by
Kuhn, Loeb & Co, the te ant ultimately to
occupy the offices to be c..ner the Bankers'
Corporation itself or a projected concern prob-
ably to be styled the Stuyvesant Trust Com-
pany.

The firm of Prindle, Weeden & Co., which, ac-
cording to the report of the New-Jersey Bank
Examiner, has been succeeded by the Banden
Company, wag composed of Edward M. Prindle
and Arthur P. Weeden. Leonard Imboden, who
began his business career, as nearly as can be

learned, as a bank clerk in Dallas, Tex., came to
New-York about 1897. Some time after his ar-
rival here he met Arthur P. Weeden, whose
“brother is head of the well known banking firm
of Weeden & Co., of Provideuce, R. 1. The two

men became associated, promoting some con-
cerns which have done well, and Weeden in-
terested in the enterprise Edward M. Prindle, a
prominent financier of Providence. The firm of
Prindle, Weeden & Co. was formed, and through
Mr. Prindle’s business relations with the Ban-
igan family, John J. Banigan, son of the late
William Banigan, one of the richest men of
Providence, became interested. Mr. Prindle, it
is understood, subsequently became greatly dis-
satisfied with the course of affairs, and ab-
ruptly terminated his partnership with Mr.
Weeden.

L. IMBODEN SERVED TERM IN TEXAS.

Dallas, Tex., July 15.—Leonard Imboden served
four years of a sentence for a longer term in the
Texas penitentiary, and was pardoned about six
years ago by Governor Culberson. Imboden was en-
gaged in the real estate business at Fort Worth on
a large and venturesome scale in the boom days
of the early ninetles. He was convicted of forging
deeds and other papers, and also of the embezzle-
ment of funds of clients in the real estate business.
His good family connections were largely instru-

mental in obtaining a pardon from Governor Cul-
berson.

Soon after his release from the penitentiary Im-
boden went to Kansas City, and became involved in
sensational troubles in connection with some large
enterprises he was promoting.

All the New-England mills
will shut down from two to four weeks in August.
This curtailment move is gaining momentum, and is
likely to prove a serious factor in the Brown cotton
corner, preventing Brown from cashing in his
profits.

Of the suspected persons the one to whom the
most attention is being devoted now is the farm-
hand who was discharged from the Linkugel farm at
One-hundred-and-sixty-third-st. and Rover-ave., as
told in yesterday’s Tribune. This man bad a room-
mate at Schumacher’s Hotel, who has been closely
examined by the police. His roommate, he said,
had been out on the night of the murder with some
companions When he returned, he was slightly
under the influence of liquor, it was said. Much
attention has been devoted to the Linukugel farm
Mr. and Mrs. Linkugel have been examined, and
the detective, after going over the whole farm
carefully, have dragged Cromwell's Creek, at the
foot of the farm.

Nothing further has been learned of the man
with the damaged eve who bhoarded the One-hun-
dred-and-sixty-first-st. car No traces have been
obtained of Mr. Roxbury's watch or pockethook. A
description of the watch—a gold hunting case
Waltham—with its number, has been sent out, and
the pawnshops are being watched. No efforts have
heen made to trace the woman who threw away
the bloody clothes on Friday night. Inspector Titus
declares that she could have no connection with
this case, and as *'she could not bhe punished for

SAY HE MISUSED FUNDS.

—

Head of Universal Tobacco Com-
pany Accused—Receiver Asked.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Trenton, N. J., July 15.—In a bill filed to-day
asking for the appointment of a receiver for
the Universal Tobacco Company, the president,
William H. Butler, is directly charged with
being a party to a plan to wreck the company,
and with having misapplied its funds for his
own uses. The application was made before
Vice-Chancellor Pitney, representing Edwin A.
McAlpin, of Ossining, N. Y.; Edward C. Bab-
cock and Charles M. Allaire, of New-York City,
and William D. Judkins, of Pelham Manor, N.
Y., and other stockholders. An order signed by
the Vice-Chancellor enjoins a proposed bond
issue of $1,000,000 and requires the officers of
the company to show cause at Jersey City on
August 3 why a receiver should not be ap-
pointed.

The Universal Tobacco Company was incor-
porated in April, 1901, with authorized stock of
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$100,000, which was soon afterward increased to !

$10,000,000.
showed assets of $1,135010, and liabilities of
$862,745. The- complainants allege, however,
that assets of $532,000 represent raw material
which would not bring over $275,000 at forced
sale, and that the machinery, which is valued
at $227,000, would not bring over $30,000. They
assert that President Butler and his brother,
George P. Butler, in collusion, haye by obtain-
ing the issuing of a large amount of demand
notes to themselves put the corporation abso-
lutely within their power. These specific charges
are made against President Butler in the bill:

Although under contract to serve the company
as general manager and to devote his time and
efforts to the promotion of its interests, and
not to engage in the prosecution of the business
of any other tobacco company, he has devoted
his time and efforts to a very large extent in
promoting the interest of another corporation,
the Commonwealth Tobacco Company, in
which he and his brother, George P. Butler, have
a large financial interest, about nine-tenths of
the stock standing in the name of George P.
Butler.

He has mismanaged the Universe Tobacco
Company, in purchasing large amounts of ma-
chinery from a corporation known as the United
States Standard Machine Company, in which he
and his brother have a large financial interest,
the purchase of such machinery being useless
and unnecessary, and such machinery in large
part remaining unused.

He has wilfully and intentionally sought to
waste and dispose of the assets of the company
for his own personal gain and that of his brother,
and, in particular, he has sought to sell a large
amount of preferred stock held in the treasury
of the company for the nominal sum of $3 a
share to his brother, and has sought to create a
fictitious market for such stock in order to give
color to such transaction.

The bill charges that Butler has so manipu-
lated the affairs of the company that he com-
pletely dominates the hboard of directors.

For some time, the bill says, President Butler
had with him in the directorate men of ability
and financial responsibility, including George R.
Sheldon and Henry R. Wilson, of New-York;
Frank Tilford, of Park & Tilford, and Edward
A. McAlpin, one of the complainants. The con-
duct of Mr. Butler and his attjtude toward
these directors, it is stated, caused them to re-
sign, while the president, by manipulation of
the voting trust, obtained the election of suc-
cessors of his own selection.

The complainants attack thé voting trust. An
investigation of Butler's standing with the com-
pany and its indebtedness to him are also
sought to be obtained through the appointment
of the receiver.

TRYING TO LEARN RAILWAY PLANS.

D. H. Moffat Says He Was Closely Followed
by “Sleuths.”

Denver, July 15 (Special).—D. H. Moffat, who is
building the Denver, Northwestern and Pacific
Railway to Salt Lake, said, before golng East, that
when he was in New-York financing the project
he was dogged night and day by men presumed
to be in the employ of transcontinental roads, who
desired to know where he was obtaining funds.
