Fled Round World AfterEmbezzling $12,009—
Barefooted When Arraigned.

Charles Stern, thirty year? old. who seven years
ago was a banker, yesterday, barefooted, barehead-
ed and shirtless, was arraigned before Judge Mc-
Mahon for sentence.

On March 18. 1596, he disappeared, taking $12,000
of the funds of the bank with him. He was ar-
rested in Halifax, but discharged by the Halifax
courts before h« was Indicted. He turned over
nearly all the $12,000 to J. W. Chandler, of Halifax.
as a trustee He then disappeared. On June 6he
surrendered himself here. He said he had been all
over the worjd. but could not stand the disgrace
longer.

At the time of his disappearance there were five
complainants against him. Since his return and
subsequent Imprisonment In the Tombs only one of
the original complainants has been found. Three
claims wera settled while Stern was in Halifax and
two complainants have disappeared. Since being
in the Tombs Stern received $100 from the trustee,
and this was paid to the only complainant. Max
Borman, of No. 29 Pike-st.. who appeared yesterday
and asked lor clemency for Stern. Charles H.
Smith, a lawyer from Halifax, told Judge Mc-
liabon that Stern was anxious to pay all claims
in fullout of the fund in the trustee's hands. Judge
McMahon granted the request for clemency andparoled Stern in the custody of Agent Kimball of
the Prison Aid Association. Mr. Smith said he
would purchase clothes tor Stern and see that he
'..;.- started on an honest career.

OFFER TO GUARDIAN TRUST WITHDRAWN
It Is officially announced that the offer by the

Eastern Trust Company, of No. 115 Broadway, to
purchase the assets and good willof the Guardian
Trust Company for J1.010.000 in cash has been
withdrawn. This offer was made about threeweeks ago. No authoritative explanation «f"ltd•withdrawal could be got yesterday.

CLEMENCY FOR PENITENT BANKER

Bruce's bed had been placed against the window
in his room. He always kept the window open,
and, as the bed was higher than the window Bill.
the police think that he fell out while asleep.

All the tenants in th» house were aroused by
the crash of the man's boi".y. and Patrolman Braw-
ley was called. He found Bruce lying in a hf-ap
In the narrow airshaft, and summoned en ambu-
lance.

Jeweller, Despondent at long Illness, Com-
mits Suicide at Astor House.

James M. Cohen, a jeweller of No. 51 Maiden
I>ane. who lived with his mother at No. 116 West
One-hundred-and-twenty-sixth-st.. committed sui-
cide at the Astor House yesterday by drinking a
mixture of carbolic acid, paris green an cyanide
of potassium. Mr. Cohen's friends say he had
been discouraged for some time. K« had lons
been suffering from nervous prcstratlon. which
it was thought could nerer be cured.

Mr. Cohan left home on Wednesday ni?ht, say-
Ins: he was about to start on a. business trip out
of town. Shortly after 10 o'clock yesterday he
went to the Actor House, where he registered as
"J. M. Carr. Nantasket. R. I." He went to his
room, and soon after a chambermaid reported
strange noises coming from it. Cohen was found
dead when the room was entered.

A half-pound can cf parls green, a bottle of
carbolic acid and a vial cor.iatr.ir.g a quantity
of cyanide of potassium were found in the room
From the appearance of the poisons and an empty
glass it v/a« apparent that Cohen hail swallowed
a mixture of th*> three poisons. Four letters were
found, all addressed to L.W. Levy No. 194 Broad-
way, for whom Cohen worked before starting In
business for himself. Tn one of the-'e letters he
wrote\that he was golni? to commit eulcide.

DRINKS THREE MIXED POISONS.

Scandinavians of City Honor New
Ericsson Statue.

Crowds collected In Battery Park yesterday to
see tho new statue of John Erßsson. which had
}u»t arrived from the casting works ami which
will b« formally unveiled In the presence of some
eight thousand Swedes on August 1. The new
bronze figure of the famous Swedish-American in-

renter will replace tho oJd statue »h!ch has stood
for the last ten years near the Barge Office. The
old pedestal will be used for the r.ew statue, and
workmen are new busy in carrying Its stones to a
new Bite near the park's band stand. Although
the formal unveiling will take place on the cen-
tennial of his birth, the statue of the designer of
the Monitor was bare cf any drapery yesterday,
and hundreds of curious people stared at It as It
stood on the ground. The only inscription on its
'bronze v.-as the name of the sculptor, Jonathan S.
Hartley. It is almost twice life siza. Mr. Hartley
wrought both statues. He replaced the old with
the new one at his own expense because he was
never satisfied with his first work.

Swedish citizens yesterday said that the arrange-
ments for Use celebration of the centennial of
Ericsson's birth have been completed, and that
the chief feature will be a parade of somo e!gM
thousand Swedes down Broadway on Saturday.
August l. The actual anniversary Is on Friday,
July XL, but it will be celebrated en Saturday
afternoon to permit more to take part. Those
who have charge of the occasion say that It will
be tne greatest Swedish celebration this city has
ever seen. There are seventy-five thousand Swedes
in this city, of whom eight thousand belong to
forty-two different societies. Itis Mild that every
man who is a member of a Scandinavian society
will be in line. The presentation speech will be
made by Park Commissioner^ \u25a0William R. Willcox.
and Mayor Low willaccept the statue In the name
of the city with an appropriate speech. Colonel

Reported Reasons Given in Interview -with
Yon Plehve.

"The Jewish Morning Journal" received from its
Rupslan correspondent the announcement that the
Russian Government, srhich waa hitherto favorably
inclined toward Zionism, has suddenly determined
to suppress the movement in Russia and stop It3
progress. The Zionists will, hereafter, be enjoined
from holding meetings to advance the cause and
from collecting money. All existing organizations
will have to disband and cease their activities.

Tha reason for this hostile attitude toward Zion-
ism on the part of the government Is explained in
*n Interview which Minister yon Plehve gave to
representative Zionists of Russia. It is asserted
that Yon Plehve, in the course of his remarks, said
that the Russian Government was ever ready to
support any movement which encouraged the emi-
gration of Jews from Russia. "But," continued Yon
Plehve. "we can no longer countenance this move-
ment, for we find that instead of centring all their
efforts upon the colonization of Jews In Palestine,
the Zionists hava created a world power for the
purpose of strengthening their position inthe lands
where they live, and to thwart Russia in every pos-
sible way.

\u25a0From the reports we receive of the Zionist ac-
tivities we see that the acquisition of Palestine has
been neglected enure.y. and instead they are estao-
llshlng trade schools and educational institutions•o <qu,p the rising Jewish generation with theproper means of deience against the hatred of theirneighbors. But this is contrary to the Russian
I'Gliey, whose interest it is to weaken the power of
the Jews. Tne Zionists have also, by means o!
their organizations, stirred up the whole worldagainst the 'Kl&hineff happenings,' and yet we can-
not guarantee against a repetition of the sair.e•happenings,' unless at least one and a half millionJews be taken out from Russia. But the Zionistsinstead of working toward this end. which wouldsecure them against similar calamities, are creative
.» hostile feeling against Russia throughout the worldby holdingus up to public shame and ridicule With-out Zionism the Jews were never co powerful andit Is now our firm Intention to suppress this move-ment as detrimental to the country."

whatever, of any kind, has been done, and we are
not even pure that any contracts have been let.

The lerme for the trial of causes are set for Mon-
day, October, 5, and the public interests demand
that the courts shall be able to open at thit time.

You will,perhaps, recall that your attention was
called to the- necessity for certain repairs to the
courthouse early In the present year, in the ex-
pressed hope that preparations could be made for
the commencement of the work Immediately upon
the adjournment for the summer. We beg that you
will give this matter your attention.

This letter apparently met with no response, as

Mayv Low, at the meeting of the Rapid

Transit Commission .csterday. critlciVed ad- j
versely the financing of the Interurban Street
Railway (the Metropolitan) and the Brooklyn
Rapid Transit Company.

Indiscussing the terms of the proposed fran-
chise to the Hudson and Manhattan Tunnel
Company, whose line will run from Jersey City

to Fulton and Dey sts.. the Mayor said that
something should be put into the franchise so
that the city would have some voice if the
company later wanted to dispose of its fran-

"Take the Metropolitan and the Union Rail- j
way and the Brooklyn Rapid Transit Company,

of Brooklyn, as examples," continued the j
Mayor. "The Metropolitan was a strong: com- •
pany, but It has passed Into the hands of a
mere stockholding company, without our know-
Ing just how much substance there is to it. In
Brooklyn there was the Brooklyn City Railroad,
a perfectly strong and responsible company.

It was first leased to the Brooklyn Heights, a
company with only half a mile of track, -.nd
this company in turn was leased to the Brook- |
lyn Rapid Trans!: Company, a company of
capital stock rather than capital."

Before he would assent to the franchise of the |
new tunnel company, the Mayor asked for the j
adoption of th- following addition to Clause 9 j
of the franchise:

from inn: to time, such increase oi service and suchImprovement of accommodations as it. In Its jurttr-

1went, may deem proper. There may be an appeal
from such determination of this board on the part
of th,-- tunnel company to the Appellate Division of
the Supreme Court in the First Department, whose
decision shall be bindins; upon both the tunnel com-pany and the city: but, upon such an appeal, tho >,
burden of proof. if the reasonableness of any such
determination is questioned, shall be upon the tun- ;
nel company.

Edward M. Shepard, counsel to the commis-
sion, said that probably the Mayor's amend-
ment would need to be changed to read that
the commission should have the right to order
certain changes, and that the reasonableness of
these changes could be appealed to the Appel-
late Division in case of dispute.

The commissioners, with the exception of Mr.
Jesup, were ail present yesterday. On favor-
able reports from committees, the board, after
discussion, decided to permit the Belmont com-
pany to connect the Third-aye. elevated with

The Bronx viaduct part of the subway. The
company must get also the consent of the
Mayor, of the Board of Aldermen and of a ma-
jority of the property owners along the line of

the projected road. Mr. Belmont's offer Included
the agreement to charge only one fare from

Bronx Park to the City Hall or the Battery.

Similar favorable action was taken on the ap-
plication to extena the elevated system to the

Fort Lee ferry house.
The franchise for the Manhattan Hudson .tun-

nel went over, as the Mayor wanted certain
changes made. The contract provides that the
franchise shall be in perpetuity, on terms to be
adjusted each twenty-fl/e years. For the first
ten years the company is to pay 5100 a year for
the right to enter th« city and 50 cents a linear
foot of track a year for the tracks within the
city limits. For the next fifteen years it Is to
pay a like entrance fee and $1 a foot a year for
it? tracks. In all other respects the conditions
of the franchise are similar to the condition?
under which th» Pennsylvania tunnel franchise
was granted.

Clause 9of the contract says: "The railroad
shall be diligently and skilfully operated with
due regard to the convenience of the travelling
public as long as the franchise hereby granted

shall remain In force."
It was decided to amend the contract to pro-

vide that the company shall operate under the
laws of the State of New-York.

Final action on the application was post-
poned until the amendments agreed upon can
be printed with the contract as presented. The
franchise will probably be granted at the next
meeting of the board, after which it will go to
the Board of Aldermen

Edward M. Shepard and A. B. Boardman pre-
sented a written opinion to the board that the
contractor on the subway, John B. McDonald,

and not the city. is responsible for all damage
done in the construction of the subway.

posted with the Controller a bond for 900,000
for the performance of his contract.
