MACHEN GETS MORE TIME TO DEMUR.
Washington. July 30—The District Supreme Oourt

to-day extended until August 1 the time within
which August W. Machen. the former head of the
postal free delivery system, may demur to the ln-
dictment against him.

The allegation that thla matter has been con-
ducted unfairly Is entirely untrue. The mode of
procedure has bean that of every court in the coun-
try ItIs true that Iwas informer! that Mr. Bea-
vers was to be found In his lawyer's offices this
morning, but Iwill not say that Irefused to accept

the course that was offerei to me by his attorneys.

Iwill not say anything else about tl>- statement,

and Iwillnot say that we are unwillingthat Mr.
B.avers should be- examined before a United States
Commissioner.

Colonel Young* made the following comment on
the statement of Mr. Seabury:

Mr. Beavers was In our offlce at 11:30. as we had
promised, and he again communicated with Colonel
Youngrs and stated this tact to him. W* also
offered at this time to produce Mr.Beavers b«fore
a United States Commissioner for the Southern
District for the purpose of a preliminary hearing.
This offer Colonel Youngs did not care at this time
to accept. We have also communicated with Gen-
eral Burnett. United States District Attorney for
the Southern District, and have Informed him or
our willingness to produce Mr. Beavers at any
time he desires him.

While we have had no opportunity to ex&mln?
the Indictments which we are Informed have been
found agair.st our client, we desire to say that our
client would personally prefer to go at once to
Brooklyn and there plead not guilty to any in-
dictments which may have beejj found against
him. As Mr. Beavers's counsel, we have assumed
the responsibility of declining to allow Mr.Beavers
to adopt this course.

The course of action adopted by the grovemment
in this case has been to find an indictment sum-
marily against our client without affording him an
ojiportunity to know the nature of tne cnargea
afainst him or the character of the evidence wh.ch
we will be obliged to meet upon the trial. mis

procedure Is irregular and extremely unfair to any

accused person, inasmuch as it denies him tne op-
portunity of a preliminary hearing and precludes
him from ascertaining anything of the r^ture- of
the charge against him to the Sal* of his trial.

For some weeks past our client had resided In
the Boroupk of Manhattan, attending, to £jja.te
business matters, and at the tim* the indictments
were found a«;ali;st him in Brooklyn Mr. Beavers
was in the Bornuph of Manhattan. This circum-
stance entitles him to a preliminary hearing befor«
the Commissioner In thts district. We may add
that the reports repeatedly circulated in the press
that Mr Beavers has at any time offered to turn

State's evidence are absolutely untrue. These r«-
ports have never at any time been founded on any

facts whatever, and could have been circulated only

for the purpose of annoying and injuring Mr. Bea-

vers before the public.

As counsel for Mr. Beavers we have advised him
not to make any statement In reference to this
matter. At the- proper time h«« will take such ac-
tion as may De necessary to demonstrate his inno-

cence of the> ohp..-ge« brought asalnst him. In the
mean time, we ask th« public to suspend judgment
In his cane.

William M. Sea bury, of Morgan * S«abury. tbrtr
client, George \V. Beavers, tb* ex-superintendsmt of
the Bureau of Salaries and Allowances in th* Post-
office Department, was at the offle« of his counsel,
at No. 230 Broadway, yesterday at 11.30 a. m.. raady
to face a warrant for his arrest on the Indictments
charging him with accepting a bribe.

But no war-

rants or any communication from Colonel Youn«s.
United States District Attorney for the SasUrn
District, were at hand, and Mr.Beavers returned
to his home to await th*action of his prosecutors.

Just what this action would be Colonel Youngs
refused to say yesterday. Beavers's counsel insists
that he shall not give himself ud In Brooklyn, bat
shall wait until Colonel Youngs gets a bench war-
rant, which will give Seabury access to evidence
which he declares the United States District At-
torney does not wish him to se*.

After denying that Beavers had held a consulta-
tion with Postmaster General Payne on Saturday or
Sunday, Mr. Seabury made the following; state-
ment:

ARCHBISHOP KATZER
Fond I>u Lac, Wls., July 20.— Archbishop Katzer

died to-night at St. Agncs's Convent, after an 111-
ness dating from September. 1902. He came to

Fond Dv Lac for rest and treatment four months
ago. A week ago he suddenly became worse. Sat-
urday night his condition became critical. Since
that time the end had been expected momentarily.

He will be buried in St. Francis's Cemetery, Mil-
waukee. The cause of death was cancer of the
liver, which had slowly been eating his life away

until the Archbishop had been reduced to a mere
shadow. By his bedside, when death came, were
Vicar General A. F. Schinner, Father Kersten. the
Archbishop's personal attendants and physician;.

The Archbishop had not taken food since Friday,

and life had been sustained by the injection of
stimulants. Archbishop Katzer took a sudden
change for the worse on Sunday, and Vicar Gen-
eral Schinner and other Church dignitaries were
summoned from Milwaukee to his bedside. Two

Milwaukee physicians were also called in to assist
the local physicians. During the day the patient
had several vomiting spells, in which large patches
ot clotted blood were thrown up, indicating that
the cancer had destroyed the pancreas. The Arch-
bishop was fully resigned. He had given direc-
tions that his body be burled by the side of his
parents in the little chapel In the grounds of St.
Francis, Milwaukee.

There is little doubt that Chancellor Sehinner will
be administrator of the diocese and incharge until
a successor is chosen.

The Right Rev. Frederic Xavier Katzer, since De-
cember 20 1900 Archbishop of Milwaukee, was born
on February 7. 1844. In Ebensce, Upper Austria.
Early in life he displayed a desire for learning and
a wish to become a priest. He was sent to Una
and studied under the direction of the Fathers of
th« Society of Jesus, making a creditable r».cord for
scholarship. He came to America in May, 1854. Hli
intention was to enter the Jesuit Order, but instead
he completed bis studies at the. Seminary of St.
Francis In Milwaukee, and was ordained to the
priesthood on December 21, 1866. He was then ap-
pointed professor of mathematics In the seminary,

and later professor of theology and philosophy,
which place he filled until July, 1875. when he be-
came pastor of the Cathedral at Green Bay and
secretary of Bishop Krautbauer.

After four years of labor in this capacity Father
Katzer was appointed vicar general of the Diocese
of Green Hay and on the death of Bishop Kraut-
bauer In December, 18S5. he became administrator,

and in May, 1886, Bishop of Green Bay, receiving
th» episcopal consecration on September 21. I^6.
On the death of Archbishop Michael Hetss, of the
Milwaukee Archdiocese. in December. 1900. he was
chosen to succeed him.

H. was the third Archbishop of Milwaukee, and
it fell to hi" lot to servo longer than either of his

predecessors in office.

OBITTJAKY.

R. M. Hayes, a wealthy pipe contractor, of
Pittsburg, and his wife were on the third floor.

It was thought that, on reaching; the corridor
and finding flames there, they returned to their
rooms and were suffocated. Their bodies have
been recovered, as has also that of Sherman D.
Gregg, of Free Port, Perm. Daggett & Harris,
proprietors of the hotel, estimate their loss at
160,000. Various warehouses in the vicinity
were badly damaged, and the losses aggregate
$100,0<K>. Burr has been held for manslaughter
as a result of the coroner's inquest.

Pittsburg, July 20.—Robert M. Hayes was one
of the wealthiest and best known pipe line con-

tractors in this part of the State. He went to
Nome, Alaska, one month ago to lay a water

line for a local gold mining company to convey

water with which to mine the precious metal.
He was accompanied by many of the stockhold-
ers and their families. The other victim of the

flames. Sherman D. Gregg, is comparatively un-
known here, having come from Freeport to this
city to join the party. There were at least
thirty members of the Hayes party, sixteen
being workmen to superintend the laying of the
pipe.

A Wealth ii Pitttburg Contractor
Among the Dead.

Seattle, July 20.—The Times prints the fol-
lowingdispatch, which Is dated Nome, July 10:

Nearly a block of charred and blackened ruins
mark the site of what was the Golden Gate
Hotel and the adjacent buildings. The lire
broke out at 5 o'clock on Sunday rnornlns,
t* hen nearly all the gruests were in their beds.
The second" cook, F. R. Burr, is said to have
poured half a baking powder can of coal oil on
the fire which was smouldering in the kitchen
stove. There was an explosion and Burr fled.
Harvey Edgarton, the night clerk, turned in an
alarm, and hurried down the corridor to awaken
the guests. The hotel was a big three story
structure, a regular death trap, with no fire
escapes or emergency exits, and it burned like
a tinder box.

Their Plan to Build a Theatre in La Salle-
st. Thwarted by Dispute Over Lease.

Chicago, July 20.—A dispute over the lease for

President to Talk with Him About
Financial Legislation.

Oyster Bay, Long Island, July 20.—Representa-
tive Cannon, of Illinois, who is to be Speaker of
the House of Representatives, la expected to be a
visitor at Sagamore Mill this week. It is understood
that the President wishes to confer with Mr. Can-
non on the subject of financial legislation, which
Is one of the things for which the extra session
of Congress, to open on November ?, is to be
called.

CANNON EXPECTED SOON.

In discussing the probable makeup of the
House Banking and Currency Committee. Mr.
Cannon declared that he had not taken the
matter under consideration, even to the extent
of ascertaining how many vacancies there were
on the committee. When Informed that there
were no Republican and only three Democratic
vacancies, he said he would not take up the
question of committees or anything else per-
taining to the session until later. Mr. Cannon's
adverse views on financial legislation are re-
gnrrled by those, desiring action as the most
discouraging feature of the situation.

"Idid not know there was any such commit-
tee." he replied slowly, and then, with a smile:
"No,Ihave no appointment with Mr. Aldrieh."

Mr. Cannon Is known to have picked several
flaws in the Aldrich bill of last winter with his
legislative friends, and likewise he has seer.
imperfections in the Fowler asset currency

measure. The plan for an additional currency
issued at a tax of f» per cent is a proposition
on which Mr. Cannon has as yet given no indi-
cation of his disapproval. Those three proposi-
tions seem to te the total of remedial measures
which have been suggested.

Mr. Cannon was asked if he would meet Sen-
ator Aldrich and hix sub-committee of the
Finance Committee.

No Sign of Abandoning Opposition
to Finamial Legislation.

[FBOM THE TRIBCXE BUREAU.1
Washington, July Representative Cannon

is spending two days in Washington. He then
flans to go to New-England and seek some quiet
resort at which "to spend the dog days," as he
puts it. Mr. Cannon is reticent regarding work
to be done at the next session of Congress, say-
ing that any discussion is premature and un-
warranted. He says he has no intention of
irrilng to Oyster Bay, although he will spend a
day or so in New-York before going to Boston
and iater to his "quiet retreat."

The prospective Speaker of the next House of
Representatives divided his time to-day be-
tween the Postoflice and Treasury departments.
His call on Secretary Phaw was somewhat pro-
tracted. Mr. Cannon has publicly said that
he thinks onr currency system is in pretty goo.d
shape, that no country ever had a better sys-
tem, and that we have more money now than
ever before. Secretary Shaw, however, is
known to be in harmony with President Roose-
velt's view that greater elasticity in the cur-
rency is needed. With this situation to be met

there is no question that the problem was can-
vassed to-day by the Secretary and the next
Speaker, but there is no intimation that any-
head way was made toward stimulating th« en-
thusiasm of Mr. Cannon on the subject. He
declared that it would be perfectly honest to
cay that neither his trip East at this time nor
his visit to Secretary Shaw had any eignifu ance
whatever. He said he had only a few unim-
portant errands in Washington and New-York,

and thought it best to make stops on his way

to New-England.
