Hermit for Years Prevented Prose-
cution of Claim.

La Porte. Inu.. July Joseph Elliott, the ec-

centric hermit of Mulr, Mich., was sent to the
Traverse City Insane Asylum on Saturday, and
to-day his guardian says that no further objection
will be interposed by him to the immediate prose-
cution of the claim that Eilieotfs family is the
original owner of the valuable Ellicott Square
property in Buffalo. There is a rr.ass of docu-
mentary and other proof, which eminent lawyers
have declared sufficient to establish the claim. The
heir* live In Michigan and Northern Indiana, andare numerous. Allhave been found and identified.
Andrew A. EUicoU. from whom the claim descends,
was the grandfather of Joseph Ellicott. Andrew
purchased the property by the advice of bis
brother Joseph, an early settler of Buffalo.

The property, consisting of an entire city block,
was bought by Andrew on January 29. IKS. and
the deed was recorded on February Ifollowing.
In XS23 Andrew gave a leaae of the property for a
term of sixty-three years, expiring in 1892. lone
after the death of the lessor. Since then mary
efforts have been made to get Joseph Ellicott to
unite with the other heirs in asserting title to th«
property. He would have nothing to do with th»
suit, and would not permit his je'.atives to use or
see the documents in his possession that were
necessary to establish their right. The documents
have all been found among: bis family papers, with
complete genealogical rocords and other evidence.
Since Joseph Ellicott's confinement his guardian
has united with th« other heirs to bring suit
against those now in possession of the property,
who are wealthy and willresist h:tterly.

Ifound that, as a. rule, the resident Ameri-
cans had to make all kinds of excuses for our
cor.?;:Is. and in many places stories were told
me of their behavior. At one place, our consul,
just arrived, had his hcusehold goods del.vered
in the hall of the consulate. Ke didn't know

that 5 cents a day would hire a cooly to un-
pacl his cases, so he started in himself. While
deep in the work the government embassy ar-
rived to pay their respects to the United States
representative. He opened the door and took

them right into his office, sitting in his shirt
sleeves throughout the formal call. This may

seem rea.! American hospitality to the reader.
but to the government there it was thought a
semi-insult, and he was classed with the coolies.

In selecting a man to fill the high office of
representing this great country, no matter to

how email ;i consulate, a gentleman in every

sense of the word should be picked out. A gen-

tleman is a gentleman the world over, but we
usually send out good hearted, unpolished
farmers who have had some political experi-
ence. Iwas once dining on a man-of-war when
our consul was the gU'jst of honor. He asked
ihe captain several questions that any one who

bad ever been in polite society at all should

know. Next day Imet the captain on shore,

and he said he fullyexpected to see the consul
eat with his knife, but Iam pleased to say he

didn't do that, though he had a tooth which

was evidently very hollow. This consul re-
ceived a good salary, and one that enabled him

to live well there, though he could not keep

pace with the representatives of other countries.
He was a good fellow for the post In many

ways, and had he been polishod a little would
have grated the office to such an extent that
resident Americans and foreign friends would

have been proud of him. The old proverb.
"Manners maketh the man." is not taken into

consideration in appointing; a consul.
Icould tell Etory alter story of happenings

that came under my personal observation which

would illustrate my point, but a few quotations
from residents will suffice:

Many a time a foreign friend has said to me:
"Does your government consider thia such an
insignificant place that It sends out such a

'chaap* man to represent It?" or "'We under-
stand that gentlemen in America are not In-
terested in politics; it certainly seems so from

some at the representatives that come out here."'

To puoh an American, must humbly reply: "The

office is only for four years, and the pay very

small: so one can't expect a good man to take

the place." From another point of view I

have heard American residents say: "How long

have we got to stand the class of man that

comes out here. We must associate with him

relatives to. as Iheard an American say once.

Vv'fc may not like to copy other countries,

but we could v.-ell ?end a commission to look

into the way some of our foreign friends handle
this most important question. Our navy is a
credit to us; why can't we make our consular
